Introduction Class

· Romans were very good at accepting and assimilating other cultures

· Rome was founded in 753BC

· Eastern part of the Roman Empire was lost in 1453AD

· What did the Romans do for us?

· Gave us sanitation, roads, policing, medicine, system of laws (by Justinian)

· Language, the official language of Rome was Latin. Spanish, French, Italian, Romanian, Portuguese are all derived from Latin language, and were originally dialects of Latin

· Aqueducts, brought fresh water into cities, were over 400km long, essentially indoor plumbing 

· Arches instead of pillars to hold more weight and create larger structures 

Mythological Founding of Rome

· Romulus founded Rome

· Two books were written on the founding of Rome

· The Aeneid by Virgil

· Ab Urbe Condita Libre by Livy

· Aeneas was the son of Anchises and Aphrodite, he was a Trojan war hero 

· The Spartans and Troy fight a 10 year long war ending with the Trojan horse and burning of Troy 

· Aphrodite told Aeneas to take his father and some soldiers and flee Troy 

· They go to Carthage, Aeneas marries but his wife later commits suicide

· He goes to the Kingdom of Latium, ruled by King Latinus, where he meets Lavinia the kings daughter

· Although she is promised to another man in a far off tribe, Aeneas marries Lavinia

· When the leader of the other tribe finds out they go to war, Aeneas wins the war but King Latinus is killed in battle 

· To honour the dead king and his wife, Aeneas changes the city name to Lavinium

· Aeneas rules for a short time and then dies, his wife Lavinia rules the city

· His son Ascanius, now an adult, wants his own city so he expands to the Alban Mountains

· He creates the city Alba Longa

· The 13th and 14th descendants of the dynasty; twins Numitor and Amulius 

· Amulius murders Numitor’s sons and exiles Numitor so that he can have the throne, he imprisons Numitor’s daughter Rhea Silvia to remain a virgin

· Mars, God of War, notices Rhea Silvia’s beauty and rapes her, she becomes pregnant

· When her twins were born, Amulius murders Rhea Silvia and orders the children to be drowned in the Tiber River. When the soldier got to the River he noticed that it was flooded and so he left the basket at the shore where it floated to the site of Rome

· A she-wolf, Lupa, and adopts the children as her own, until a Shepherd named Faustalus finds them and takes them to live with him and his wife

· He names the children; Romulus and Remus 

· As the years go by, people are skeptical that the children are Faustalus’, they were natural leaders
· They find out who they are and they raise an army against Amulius, they kill him and bring his head back to their grandfather Numitor

· They give the throne to Numitor, the rightful king, and set off to find a place of their own 

· They create their kingdom at the place where the she-wolf found them, but who would be king?

· Romulus wanted to build on the palatine hill, Remus on the Aventine, to decide where to build and who was king, they counted vultures; Remus saw 7 and Romulus saw 12 

· Even though Romulus won, Remus builds on the Aventine anyway

· They have a battle, Remus dies at the hand of Romulus and he buries him on the Aventine hill and then proceeds to build Rome 

· Rome was founded on April 21, 753BC

Rape of the Sabine Women 
· Essentially the kidnapping of Sabine women in order to populate Rome 

· Rome was first populated by people who had no home; criminals, exiled, castaways etc.

· It is because of this that no one wanted to move to Rome, there was also a lack of women in Rome whom of which are essential in increasing Rome’s population

· Romulus holds a festival to honour Neptune at his house and invites all of the Sabines

· When they arrive at Romulus’ house, they grab the women present and beat off the men 

· Romulus ensured that the women would not be harmed and there maintains a peace between the women and their new husbands
· Other tribes were upset by the way Rome treated the Sabines, however the king of the Sabines Titus Tatius didn’t want to attack Rome just yet

· The other small tribes fought Rome and lost resulting in Rome gaining land along the Capitoline and setting up cities

· Rome is gaining land too close to Sabine territory and Titus Tatius decides that this is the time to attack starting by taking over the Capitoline first 

· The leader of the Capitoline, Tarpaeus, had a daughter named Tarpeia who let King Titus Tatius into the city for what was on the soldiers left arms, she meant their gold bracelets 

· Instead they beat her with their shield (which was on their left arm) she was either buried or thrown off a cliff which is now called Tarpeian Rock 
· King Titus Tatius would have been Rome’s biggest challenge, but before they could go to battle the women intervened and begged for peace 
· Romulus’ wife suggested that Romulus make the Sabines Romans, and he agreed. They would rule jointly with the Sabines. This marks the start of the regal period (753BC)

Regal Period 753 – 509BC

· Latin King is called Rex

· Rome had 7 Kings

1. Romulus 

· Very tyrannical and war hungry 

· A large storm rolls over Rome and a picks up Romulus and took him to heaven, but most likely his guards killed him

2. Numa Pompilius 
· Was a very pious Sabine man 

· He made sure Rome was holy and died of natural causes 

3. Tullus Hostilius 

· Latin King, he was very hostile and an expansionist

· He was credited with destroying Alba Longa

· He ignored the Gods, and because of this Rome suffered a great plague 

· Jupiter shot lightning at him and killed him

4. Ancus Marcius 

· Grandson of Numa Pompilius, he gave the Gods their due credit and the plague ended 

· He is credited for building the first bridge over the Tiber 

5. Tarquinius Priscus 

· He was advisor to Ancus Marcius, he sent Ancus’ children away and made himself king 

· He was an Etruscan; he was very concerned with expansion and gaining wealth. He went to war against his own people, the Etruscans 

· The sons of Ancus came back and killed Tarquinius 

6. Servius Tullius 

· Continued expansion and hostilities against the Etruscans 

· He built the Servian wall that surrounds Rome 

· His daughter and her husband Tarquinius Superbus, kill him and make themselves rulers

7. Tarquinius Superbus 

· He was Etruscan, arrogant and a tyrant 
· He takes away the government and the rights of the people

· His son Sextus Tarquinius was friends with a man named Lucius Tarquinius Collatinus, he had a beautiful wife

· Sextus visits his friends wife Lucretia and rapes her, she sends word to her husband to come home

· She tells her husband and Lucius Iunius Brutus what happened, then kills herself 

· While the king is at war, they start a protest resulting in the king being stripped of his title/powers 

· His army abandons him and he is not allowed back into Rome

Roman Republic 509 – 27BC

· L. Iunius Brutus, L. Tarquinius Collatinus and P. Valerius Publicola decide that there will be no more kings --- they set up the republic 
· Res Publica --- common wealth 

· Collatinus and Brutus start the consulship --- instead of a king there are two consuls advised by a committee
· L. Tarquinius Collatinus, because he has the family name of the last king steps down from consul and goes into exile with the rest of the Tarquinius family

· Publicola replaces him as co-consul 

· Iunius Brutus’ sons plot to bring back the king (he wants his stuff back), but a slave hears of the plans and tells an official about the planned coup 

· The plotters are captured and executed. The peoples committee tells the former king that he is not getting his things back. The former king leaves to try to find support with the Etruscans 

· In the mean time, Rome is becoming a great power, population/economics/military is booming

· 13th of September 509BC the greatest temple, Iuppiter Optimus Maximus, is built and is a testament to what Rome has become

· Temple was dedicated to Juno (protector of families), Minerva (Intellectual God of war) and Jupiter (greatest judge) to from the Capitoline Triad 
· Via Sacra --- Road leading to the Capitoline hill and the temple of Iuppiter Optimus Maximus

· Tarquinius gained support from neighbouring tribes, like Trarquinii, and launches an assult on Rome 

· Battle of Silva Arsia --- Just north of Rome, Tarquinius makes his move on Rome , Rome defeats him

·  Tarquinius lives and escapes and Iunius Brutus is killed in Battle

· Tarquinius goes to Clusium to gain support, King of Clusium and his army heads to the Tiber 

· P. Horatius Cocles single handily fights of the army while the other soldiers destroy the bridge so that King Clusium and his army cannot cross

· As the bridge falls, P. Horatius Cocles jumps into the river and lives 

· Romans send an assassin C. Mucius Scaevola, he sneeks into the kings bed chamber and accidently kills the slave and not the king

· They take him captive, and demand him to talk. He puts his own hand in hot coals to prove he will never talk and the king lets him go
· The commodity was land --- your worth was calculated in how much land you had 

· Rome said that they owned Latium, they didn’t. Other cities became annoyed with Rome and their false sense of dominance over them, so many states formed an alliance against Rome called the Latin League 
· 496BC Battle of Lake Regillus --- Rome and the Latin league’s face off, resulted in a drawand greatly weakened both parties 

· 493BC consul Sp. Cassium Viscellinus drew up a treaty with Latin league-Foedus Cassianum 

· Eternal peace
· Military cooperation; if there was a conflict, half army would be Romans and half Latin League 

· Shared loot; Half of the loot goes to Rome and half to Latin League. Roman adv.

· Latin League rights

· Conubium --- intermarriage between different tribes 

· Commercium --- free trade between Latin League members and Rome

· Migration --- anyone can become a citizen of any state so long as they move there

· In the republic there were laws, but they weren’t written down and the only people that knew of the laws were the aristocrats and they weren’t telling anyone
· 451BC Ap. Claudius was commissioned to write the code of law but he took advantage of it

· He bent the laws to allow him to get a women named Verginia, her father Verginius finds out and kills his daughter so that Claudius can’t have her

· Claudius is arrested but kills himself before a sentence can be passed

· 396BC Romans capture Veii, a huge gain of land, it doubled their territory 

· At the same time, the Senones were pushing the native tribes out of their territory

· 396BC the Senones moved across the Apennine mountains and towards Rome

· 18th of July 386BC at the river Allia, the Romans confronted the Senones 

· They lost 3 days later, the Senones moved into Rome and burned the city, the Senone’s then seized Capitoline for 7 months
· To get the Senones to leave the Romans paid them 1000 pounds of gold 

· Romans lost all of their land and the Latin League treaty was dissolved

· The Servian wall was built in 378BC to help with their defence and after 28 years they got all of their land back

· 358BC they had their land back and started attacking the Latin league, the Latin league finally submitted to Rome. They made a new treaty, one with better conditions for Rome 
· At this time the Samnites were moving into Compania and in 348 – 343 Rome engaged in war against them. Rome wanted them as allies, so they made a treaty 

· 340BC Romans crush the Latin League and in 338BC they become a part of Rome

· Civitas Optimo Iure --- full citizenship

· Civitas Sine Suffragio --- Citizenship without sufferage, no voting and can’t run for office

· Civitates Foederatae --- treaty states, have the Latin League rights 

· 327BC began the second Samnite war fought on Samnite territory 

· 312BC Rome’s first military highway Appius Claudius, built from Rome to Capula 

· Romans beat the Samnites, but didn’t gain anything 

· 298BC third Samnite war, resulted with Rome controlling all of central Italy in 290BC
· In 280BC Terentum enlists help from king Pyrrhus 

· The Battle of Heraclea, Pyrrhus brought elephants and the Romans lost 

· 279BC Battle of Ausculum, both parties lost 

· 275BC Battle of Beneventum Pyrrhus is crushed and he leaves 

· First Punic war was a fight over Sicily --- started in 265BC and ended in 241BC
· Syracusae was settled by Greeks and in 289 they hired Italians to help them against the Carthaginians, but the Italians revolted against them and attacked Messana

· 265BC syracuans decide to attack and take over Sicily 

· Why Rome helped the Italians

· Protect trade

· If the Italians get kicked out of Messana, the Carthaginians could easily get to Rome

· Military glory

· Loot and slaves 

· Quinquereme; Carthaginian war ship that the Romans captured 

· They copied this ship and in 60 days they had 100 just like it 

· Corvus; battle bridge with a beak on the bottom

· 253BC Battle of Bagradas; fought in Africa, Romans lost 

· 248BC Battle of Drepana ---P. Claudius Pulcher and the Chickens

· 247BC the Carthaginians sent in Hamilcar Bara, he put Carthage back in the war 

· Rome cuts of Carthaginian supply lines

· Hamilcar Barca goes to Rome, Rome tells them to get out of Sicily and pay 900 tons over next 10 years 

· 241 Rome acquires their first province Sicily 

· 237BC Rome acquires Sardinia and Corsica 

· In 220’s they enter Northern Spain, in 237BC Hamilcar entered southern Spain 

· In 229 Hamilcar Barca dies and his son in law Hasdrubal takes over 

· 226BC Romans and Carthaginians decide to make the border Ebro River \

· 221BC Hasdrubal is assassinated 

· Hannibal, Hamilcar Barca’s son, takes over 

· 219BC he moves and seizes Saguntum and in 218BC he takes it over 

· 218BC is the start of the second Punic war which ends in 201BC 

· Romans sent their troops to Massilia, but Hannibal crossed the alps and by passed the Roman army 

· 218BC Battle of Ticinus; Romans lose this battle

· 218BC Battle of Trebia; Hannibal killed 30,000 Romans, Romans lost
· 217BC Battle of Lake Trasimene; 40,000 Romans killed and the consul is captured, Romans lost

· Because of Romes allies, Hannibal cannot get to Rome 

· 216BC Battle of Cannae; greatest military defeat, over 65,000 killed 

· Philip V King of Massadonia, he had intentions to take over the Mediterranean

· 215 Philip makes a treaty with the Carthaginians, and supplies Hannibal in Italy 

· 215BC First Macedonian War: Romans fighting on 4 fronts

· 212BC syracusae fell and Rome takes it 
· Rome adopts scorched earth policy  

· 211BC Romans treaty with the Greek states 

· 205BC they come to a treaty 

· New general to Spain: P. Cornelius Scipio

· He defeated Hasdrubal in Spain in 208B

· 207BC Hasdrubal gets to Italy, Battle of Metaurus, Romans beat the them and Hasdrubal dies 

· 206BC Scipio cleared Spain of Carthaginians

· 204BC Scipios forces land in Carthage
· 203BC Carthage tells Hannibal to come back 

· Hannibal and Scipio try talking things out

· In 202BC Battle of Zama: where Hannibal’s forces are completely crushed 

· 201BC they draw up a peace treaty

· Carthage has to lose all of their territory outside of Africa 

· Navy: 10 ships --- enough to fight off pirates, and trading 

· Not allowed to have an army 

· If they decide they need an army; they need Rome`s permission

· Paying reparations --- spread out over the course of 50 years,  

· Scipio is given name Aficanus ---conqueror of Africa 

· Hannibal commits suicide 

· 201BC Philip VI stars sending soldiers into major Greek states ---Greeks turn to Rome their allies 

· 200BC Rome enters the second Macedonian war

· 197BC Battle of Cynoscephalae: Rome defeats Philip VI army
· Antiochus III ruler of Seleucid Empire wants to expand into Greece
· 189BC Battle of Magnesia: Romans defeat the army of Antiochus III 
· 171 BC the son of Philip the 5th, King Percius , collected allies against Rome
· Romans declare war against Macedonia

· 168BC Battle of Pydna: Romans defeat them

· They drag King Percius back to Rome as a prisoner to Rome 

· The Achaean league was the supporters of the Macedonian monarchy, they were pretty tight

· 149BC son of Percius appears backed by the Achaean league, and wants to take out Rome

· The next year he was wiped out 
· 149BC Carthaginians and Rome enter the 3rd Punic War 

· Carthaginians raise up an army and go up against the Numidians, and lost
· 149BC Romans attack on Carthage, the seize lasted 3 years 
· 147BC Scipio Aemilianus runs for the position of Ido
· Scipio, even though under qualified, tries to run for consul, he has the popular vote 

· The senate says no, plebs say yes--- therefore elected consul
· Scipio is sent to Africa, he then wipes out the Carthaginians

· 146BC This is the end of the 3rd punic war  
· 146BC Carthage becomes the roman state of Africa

·  146BC Achaean league revolts against Rome 
· The revolt of the Achaean league ended that year; Romans beat the Achaean league

· 146BC Achaean and Macedonia becomes a roman state

· First eastern states; Achaean and Macedonia 
· Concordia: Actions done in the benefit of the state
· Near the end of the republic Concordia starts to fall apart, people are playing their own game
· Soldiers was voluntary, but if the farmer went to war, there was no one to tend to the fields or pay the mortgage, this land would then be up for sale cheap, and an aristocrat would buy it 

· The aristocrat would get slaves to take care of the farm, not hire people because that cost too much money

· There now becomes an influx of people going to the cities to find work

· Farm land doesn’t go to the people who need it, these farmers are trying to get more rights 

· The monstrous farms could contain as many as 700,000 slaves

· 136BC was the first slave war in Sicily 

· Ager Publicus  ---- public land/fields --- land is supposed to go to the people of Rome  

· The aristocrats would buy the land and then rent to the poor farmers

· Gracchus Brothers (Scipio’ grandsons)
· Tib. Sempronius Gracchus

· C. Sempronius Gracchus

· 133BC Tib. is Tribune of the plebs
· He made sure that public land was going to the people and not to senators

· 133BC king Attalus III of Pergamum, dies and in his will he leaves the province of Asia to the Roman people, the Romans are very happy, they have more land on the other side of the Mediterranean 

· The senate thinks that they are getting the land, Tib thinks he gets it to give to needy Romans 

· The senate and holy man beats to death Tib and 300 of his supporters 

· 123BC C. Sempronius is elected tribune of the plebs and tried to get Tibs laws re-enforced

· In 122BC when he was re-elected but starts losing support

· He is not re-elected, a commission is sent out to find and kill him

· C.Sempronius escapes and commits suicide
· King Jugurtha and his brother were fighting, unstable neighbours are not good for Rome 
· They declare war on Numidia 

· 111BC they attack Jugurtha and in 108BC C. Marius goes home to run for consul because he thinks that he can do a better job 

· 107BC he is elected consul and goes back to Numidia and crushed the Numidians

· Marius was consul 7 times, 107, 104-100, and 86BC

· Marius was successful because of L.Cornelius Sulla, a very good general and strategist

· Jugurtha was taken out in 104BC

· Marius reformed the military 

· Germanic Celtic tribes were bothering Rome and in 105 Rome suffered a severe defeat

· 102BC Battle of Aquae Sextiae; Marius defeated the Cimbri and the Teutones 

· 101BC Battle of Vercellae; Marius defeats the Cimbri

· After Sulla helped Marius defeat the Celtic tribes he was asked to deal with the uprising piracy in Cilicia

· 101BC Sulla conquers Cilicia and makes it a province

· Allies --- Socii, the Latin allies feel like they are treated poorly  
· 91BC – 87BC Social War --- Soccii declare war on Rome, Socii just wanted their fair share

· 87BC allies south of Po river (ones that didn’t revolt) became full citizens, north of the Po river received Latin League rights 

· 89BC Mithridates VI King of Pontus attacks Roman territory in Asia 

· 88BC Mithridates takes Pergamum, capital of Asia and kills 80,000 Romans 
· Romans send Sulla to take care of Mithridates 

· Marius is upset and strips Sulla of general and consul

· 88BC Sulla finds out and takes half of his army to march on Rome, the other half is left to fight Mithridates

· Sulla exiles Marius to Africa and then confronts the senate, they apologize and Sulla goes back to war against Mithridates, which doesn’t end until 85BC

· 87BC L. Cornelius Cinna is elected consul, senate doesn’t like his policies so they declare him an enemy of the state. He joins Marius and they seize Rome together 

· 86BC Marius and Cinna make themselves consul, two weeks later Marius dies 

· Marius and Cinna made a hit-list of people that supported Sulla, reward was land/money

· 83BC Sulla gets back to Rome and conducts a yearlong seize 

· 82BC he takes out Rome and makes himself dictator for 2 years, during which he killed Marius and Cinna supporters 

· 80BC he relinquishes his dictatorship, retires and dies 

· Sulla leaves the empire in the hands of 

· Cn. Pompeius Magnus

· M. Licinius Crassus

· Q. Caecilius Metellus

· 80BC Q. Sertorius governor of Spain rebels, Metellus and Pompeius is sent to deal with him and later on just Pompeius until 72BC
· 73BC Spartacus and Crixus break out of school and run rampant 

· Spartacus wants the slaves to break out and settle in northern Gaul, Crixus in southern Italy 

· Spartacus settles in Gaul and then starts his march on Rome 

· Senate, at this moment poor, asks Crassus to fund an army and defeat Spartacus 

· 71BC Spartacus is killed in battle, Pompieus leaves Spain and helps Crassus, Crassus defeats the army and crucifies them along the Via Appia

· 70BC Pompeius and Crassus are elected consuls 

· 67BC piracy is on the rise in Crete, they send Metellus to take care of it, he makes it a province but doesn’t stop the pirates 

· Pompeius wants to stop the piracy, so he asks the senate to allow him to take his army out of Spain. This is the first time a Roman governor is given absolute power outside of his state 

· 67BC Pompeius sails for Crete and finishes off the pirates within a year

· Mithridates VI declares war on Rome 

· 66BC Pompeius goes against Mithridates and in 65BC Mithridates is forced to leave Pontus

· 64BC Pompeius makes Pontus a province 

· 64BC Pompeius makes Syria a province
· Pompeius seizes Jerusalem and names it Judea, it is made a client kingdom with a puppet king

· Pompeius is now richer than Crassus and Rome has more money than it knows what to do with

· First Triumvirate: Pompeius, Crassus and Caesar 

· 59BC Caesar is elected consul, and starts to introduce Pompeius’ legislation 

· In 58BC Caesar gives up consul and runs for pro-consul

· He secures pro-consulship in Cisalpine Gaul, in 58BC he is made governor and is in control of Illyricum army, and later Transalpine Gaul

· The senate gives him a 5 year governorship 

·   Gaulic Wars --- Caesar’s diary of his conquests in Gaul
· 55BC Crassus and Pompeius are elected consuls 

· 55BC Caesar’s governorship is renewed 

· 55 and 54BC Caesar invades England 

· 53BC Crassus and Parthians go to war

· 53BC Battle of Carrhae; Crassus’ army is destroyed 

· Crassus is captured and killed by pouring molten gold down his throat 

· 51 and 52BC Caesar goes to war against Prince Vercingetorix

· Pompeius is now the only consul, he plots to take away Caesar’s army and make sure he can’t come back to Rome 
· 50BC the senate takes away Caesar’s army 

· 49BC the senate declares him an enemy of the state

· Januray 10th 49BC Caesar marches to the boundary of the Rubicon river and takes his army over and into Rome, starting a civil war 

· Pompeius flees to his army in Dyrrhachium

· Caesar takes out Rome and makes himself dictator 

· 48BC Caesar takes his army to Dyrrhachium, Caesar loses and flees east

· 48BC Battle at Pharsalus; Caesar defeats Pompeius 

· Pompeius flees to Alexandria, Egypt and is met by Ptolemy and Cleopatra who kill him

· When Caesar arrives he is greeted with Pompeius’ head on a platter 

· Caesar gets caught between a civil war between Ptolemy and Cleopatra, he takes her side

· She gives birth to his son, Caesarion

· 47BC Civil war ends and Cleopatra is made regent of Egypt and Caesar heads back to Rome 

· Mithridates son Pharnaces declares war on Rome 

· 47BC Battle of Zela Caesar takes out Pharnaces 

· Veni Vidi Vici --- I came, I saw, I conquered 

· Pompeius’ sons start an army with Pompeius supporters

· 46BC Battle of Thapsus; his sons flee from the battle to Spain and most of their army kills themselves 

· 45BC Battle of Munda; Caesar defeats Pompeius sons, only one lives and the army is crushed
· 44BC Caesar made a coin with his face on it, Dictator Perpetus was also written, dictator for life

· M. Iunius Brutus and C. Cassius Longinus plot to kill Caesar 

· Killed by 23 stab wounds, he rolled down and landed at the feet of Pompeius the Great 

· Theatre of Pompey – first stone theatre 

· Died 15th of March 44BC 

· Marc Antonius and M. Aemilius Lepidus assume Caesars power

· Caesar had a puplic funeral, and his will read that his land goes to the people along with 300 sesterces per person

· People want Caesars death avenged 

· C. Octavius Thurinus was named Caesar’s successor, whose name was changed to C. Julius Caesar Octavianus 

· He goes to Rome and starts a popularity war against Marc Antonius, he asks why the people haven’t been given the money Caesar left to them 

· Octavianus sells his family’s property to fulfill the promise in Caesar’s will, which gained him lots of support
· M. Tullius Cicero expresses his disdain for Marc Antonius and made pleas to the senate to replace him with Octavianus, Octavianus agrees to kill Marc Antonius 

· Imperium --- right to pass judgement on life

· 43BC Octavian goes to Cisalpine Gaul to attack Marc Antonius, he defeats him, but Marc Antonius gets away and goes west to meet Lepidus

· Octavian learns that the two consuls died, and he goes to the senate and declares they make him consul

· 43BC Octavian brings 8 legions (40,000) into Rome, the senate makes him consul

· Lepidus and Octavian start working together and Octavian reconciles with Marc Antonius 

· 43BC they form the Second Triumvirate, and they begin to look for Caesar’s assassins 

· Lepidus stays in Rome, Octavian takes 20Legions and so does Marc Antonius

· 43BC they find and kill Cicero, they chop off his head and right hand and nailed them to a platform in Rome

· 42BC the deify Caesar and Marc Antonius learns that the assassins fled to the east 

· 42BC Battle of Philippi (in Macedonia) Octavian and Antonius defeat Brutus and Cassius, who commit suicide 

· 40BC they decide to split up the empire, Octavian gets the west, Antonius gets the east and Lepidus gets north Africa 

· Marc Antonius wants to go against the Parthians, and sets up his home base in Alexandria 

· Although he is married to Octavians sister Octavia, he starts messing around with Cleopatra 

· He sends Octavia back to Rome and has a bunch of kids with Cleopatra who lends him ships for his war

· Octavian hears about Antonius’ behaviour and starts a campaign against him

· Antonius is accused of; creating a dynasty that rivals Rome’s, conquests were going to Egypt

· 36BC Octavian defeats Lepidus, he is allowed to live but is not entitled to North Africa

· 32BC Everyone is pledged to Octavian and 31BC He goes against Antonius

· September 31BC Battle of Actium, Antonius and Cleopatra are defeated and escape to Alexandria 

· 30BC Octavian arrives in Alexandria and attacks, Marc Antonius and Cleopatra commit suicide

· Julius Caesar and Cleopatra’s son Caesarion is killed

· Octavian takes over Egypt, it is now a Roman state

· Octavian was consul from 31BC to 23BC

· 13th January 27BC he gives up the last of his powers
· 16th of January 27BC the senate begs him to come back, he is governor of Spain, Gaul, Cyprus, Syria and Egypt

· Senate gives him the title of C. Julius Caesar Augustus 

· Augustus means revered one

The Principate 27BC – 284AD 
· 25BC – 6AD Augustus was responsible for the acquisition of 11 new provinces 

· 14AD Augustus dies at the age of 87, he reigned for 44 years and died of natural causes 

· He named Tib. Claudius Nero as his successor, who later became known as Tib. Julius Caesar Augustus and marks the start of the Julio-Claudian Dynasty 

· Tib. Julius Caesar Augustus 14AD – 37AD

· He was a military man, he didn’t want to be emperor, didn’t like politics and the senate didn’t like him either 

· Tib. relied on his Praetorian prefect L. Aelius Sejanus, but he had an agenda, he wanted political influence, anything Tib sent out went through Sejanus first 

· 23AD Drusus the Younger, Tib’s son was killed by Sejanus, so that he could be the next emperor 

·  Tib. is upset and goes traveling and leaves Sejanus in control of the empire, but he gets wise and tells the senate to kill him
· 31AD Sejanus dies 

· 37AD – 41AD C. Iulius Caesar Augustus Germanicus, nicknamed Caligula (little army boots)
· He restored more power to the senate, transparency of government, went to a lot of public events
· 38AD he suffered a fever and almost died, when he got better he wasn’t the same, brain damage?
· He started killing all of his relatives and friends, takes away power from the senate, spoils his horse Incitatus; marble stable, jeweled collars, soldiers to make sure he slept well, consul etc.
· When his sister died he had her deified as a goddess, makes large status of himself

· Tells Herod Agrippa I that he wants to put his statue in the holy of holies, but he didn’t  
· 41AD his praetorian guards killed him 

· 41AD – 54AD Tib. Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus  (he was Caligula’s uncle)

· He was lame and deaf in one ear 

· The praetorian guard elevated him, the Romans didn’t like people with deformities, but it was better than giving power over to the senate 

· He married 4 times and the last one Agrippina the Younger seduced him, but already had a son named Nero but her husband died

· Claudius named Nero his successor even before his actual blood children

· 54AD Claudius dies, possibly by being poisoned by Agrippina 

· 54AD – 68AD Nero Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus 

· He was only 16 when he became emperor , his mother was very much a part of the government, later on he had her killed 
· Nero’s wife was barren so he divorced her and married his friends wife, when she was pregnant with their second child he kicked her in the stomach

· Nero didn’t get along with the aristocrats because he put on plays (embarrassing for emperor) but the people loved him
· Summer 64; while Nero was outside of Rome, there was a fire on Palatine Hill, built back Rome and made a golden castle for himself 

· Nero blamed the fire on the Jewish people in Rome, this starts the persecutions of the Christians by attaching them to crosses and setting them on fire 

· 66AD First Jewish Revolt; sent T. Flavius Vespasianus to deal with it

· 67AD senate declared Nero an enemy of the state and stripped him of his imperium

· 68AD Nero kills himself after hearing about this
· Senate elevates Galba to be emperor 

· Galba is escorted by Otho 

· Otho bribes the Praetorian guard to kill Galba, while the army elevates Vitellius as emperor 

· Vespasianus is also elevated to emperor by his army and goes back to Rome 

· Otho goes against Vitellius and loses, so he kills himself

· Vitellius goes against Vespasianus and loses and dies 

· 68AD – 79AD T. Flavius Caesar Vespasianus Augustus 

· Elected by his army in Judea and goes to the senate to get approval, he leaves his son to carry on war at Judea 

· He releases Lex de Imperio Vespasiani  makes all of Augustus’ powers legal

· 70AD His son Titus storms Jerusalem, destroys the temple of Jerusalem and steals the goods

· 79AD Vespasianus dies of natural causes and leaves empire to his son 

· 79AD – 81AD Titus 

· 24th August 79AD the top of Mt. Vesuvius blew off and smoke filled the air, 2000 people stayed in Pompeii 

· It started raining stones and rocks, and on the 25th the gas descended and cooks the people alive or die from asphyxiation, the ash and mud settled on the people and preserved everything

·  There was also a plague in Campania and in 80Ad there was a fire that destroyed Rome

· In early 70’s he started to build Flavian Amphitheatre, aka the colosseum 

· 81AD – 96AD Domitian

· He insisted that Romans worshiped him, there were numerous plots to kill him

· He invested a lot of time in the army, he elevates General Trajanus and killed a lot of people

· His wife and prefects killed him in 96AD

·  Damnatio Memoriae --- senate condemned Trajanus from existence
· 96AD – 98AD Nerva 

· He made a period of good emperors, he brings up status and livelihood of the people
· Senate chose Nerva to be emperor 

· 97AD names Trajan as his successor 

· 98AD dies of natural causes 

· 98AD – 117AD Trajan

· Spent most of his time campaigning and was generally well liked, he was a military man and was concerned with the expansion of the empire 

· 115AD Second Jewish Revolt; Jews of Cyranika, Cyprus and Egypt, 117AD Trajan defeats them. As punishment he kills 250,000 Jews in Cyprus

· He died mysteriously on the way to another campaign

· 117AD – 138AD Hadrian

· He stops the expansion, and also puts up a 70 mile wall called the Hadrian Wall

· Third Jewish War; also called the Bar Kokhba Revolt (son thought he was a messiah) 

· Hadrian disallowed circumcision and wanted to level and rebuild Jerusalem 

· Aelia Capitolina – the city he wanted over Jerusalem’s ruins

· Syria Palaestina – the province he conquered 

· 138AD – 161AD Antonius Pius 

· He named two Caesars 
· Marcus Aurelius (161AD – 180AD) and Lucius Verus (161AD – 169AD)

· Marcus Aurelius was the senior ruler, very philosophical, he funded universities, and when money was needed he sold his own possessions instead of raising taxes 

· Obtained the state of Danube by allowing them to join the roman empire, he hated warfare

· Lucius Verus died of a stroke in 169AD

· Marcus Aurelius had 15 children,only one survived to adulthood, made his son successor

· 180AD – 192AD Commodus  

· He gave most of his powers to administrators, and depicted himself as Hercules, he elevated a slave to Praetorian Prefect, he wore military armour instead of togas, wanted to rename Rome, Commdiana, people set out to poison him but it didn’t work, so an athlete strangled him

· They thought about erasing him from history all together

· 193AD the senate elevated Pertinax to be the next emperor, but the Praetorian guards kill him after 3 months

· The praetorian guard hold an auction for emperor, Didius Julianus (193AD) won 

· The armies also name their own emperors

· Pescennius Niger (193AD – 194AD) Syrian emperor

· Clodius Albinus (193AD – 197AD) Britannia emperor 

· Septimius Severus, Upper Pononia 

· Sepimus Severus stirkes a deal with Albinus to make him junior ruler

· Severus crosses the empire and kills Niger 

· Didius is killed after being names an enemy of the state 

· 193AD – 211AD Septimus Severus is emperor

· Makes his son Caracalla his successor, and has Albinus killed 

· He increases the pay and rights of soldiers and also gets rid of the Praetorian guard

· He made Caracalla Co-ruler and made his other son Greta Caesar 

· Severus dies in 211AD and Caracalla (211AD – 217AD) and Geta (211AD) become emperor

· Caracalla ran Rome and Geta the east
· Caracalla kills his brother while he is in his mother’s arms, he often announced his brother’s murder publically, he was not ashamed by what he did

· Caracalla was the cruelest emperor that the Romans ever had 

· He purged Rome of Geta supporters and let his army sack and plunder Rome 

· He learns that Alexandria, Imperial place of Geta, is putting on a play depicting him killing his brother 

· He goes to Alexandria and rounds up all of the important people that ran it, under the pretense of throwing a banquet and kills them

· He tells the people of Alexandria that he is raising an army, and for all of the eligible men to come to his tent, he then kills them
· 217AD when Caracalla is traveling near Carhi, his personal guard kills him

· Good things: Build biggest Thermae, good favour towards army and in 212AD granted citizenship to everyone in the empire
