Russia is involved in European Power Politics

Emergence of Congress of Vienna:
-emergence of a number of states to work in concert to preserve territorial borders and the integrity of monarchial regimes
· Russia is a player in this
-Russia is not as politically organized as dynastic states in Europe
· Industrial capitalism is maturing in western Europe 
· Western States are rational legal in western Europe
· Western States are connected to political regimes that are beginning to recognize and entrench rights of citizens
· Russia is trying to catch up to these more developed states
· Trying to rationalize their political institutions and structures
· So they can more effectively compete in inter-state society in Europe
· Oh boy, this was a dilemma

Early Forming States: France & Great Britain


Great Britain

State formation= Accommodation
-small states relinquish parliament of their own in order to become part of larger union
-all cases but Ireland Britain still recognizes distinct cultural features of these regions
Whales and Scotland are incorporated more fully than Ireland because of the Catholic allegiance Ireland has

· Composite/ Union State formation
· 1537- Whales incorporated into larger unit
· 1701- Scotland becomes part of composite state

Late Forming States: Italy & Germany; Belgium 

Nation-state

· more effective political institutions found within nation states
· multinational states are too divided to deliver solidarity and  integration as nation state

Nationalism- Shared sense of cultural identity that characterizes the population

· Nation States are ideal; but how many nation states should there be?
· 19th century optimal size of states is relatively large
· consequence of inter-state anarchy
· security from war
· economic security 
· lack of free trade necessitated strong intrastate trade
· post 1945 period state size discussion (The Long Peace)
· war is no longer an option for inter European politics
· free trade dominates 
· no longer necessary to become part of large state for security (economic or military)
· These factors encourage sub-state nations to contemplate freedom




Great Britain and France EARLY STATE FORMATION
· Both unitary states
· Britain: Last class composite state; union state

-Summarizing and defining the political rules of the game
· Rules that define power and authority allocation among political offices
· Formal rules- require codification, often constitution
· Informal rules- conventions, norms that determine political behavior, no document
· Constitutions separate day to day politics from larger principles

· aka challenge demand side explanations

Changes in political regime and economic structure
Fusion of economy and gov’t
· (1)Leads to the formation of new states
· (2)economic transitions
· from planned (economy imbedded in party state) to unplanned market economy (in which the economy is more autonomous)
· dual transitions imply that those who are transitioning have more to manage as a consequence of the duality of the transition
· Military aspect
· Communist model traditionally has subordinate military to gov’t
· During the transition the military still felt subordinate to the changes to the gov’t
· Transition is elite lead
· Not a bottom up process
· Democratic transition isn’t aimed at democratization

· hardliners-want cosmetic change softliners- are more willing to make deep change

transition and consolidation- Crothers
· consolidation- political actors are willing to play by the rules of the game
· willing to accept loss in an election in anticipation that in some point in the future there is the reasonable chance of returning to the office
· grey zone- forms of regimes that aren’t strictly democratic/authoritarian, and our conceptual vocabulary isn’t conducive to their understanding
· feckless pluralism

transition paradigm
· assumptions
· 1)any move away from authoritarian is towards democracy
· 2) once you move away from authoritarian rule you have set sequence/path
· opening
· breakthrough of democracy
· democratic consolidation
· 3) Key institution of democratic rule is election
· 4) transition paradigm puts too much emphasis on individual desire to transfer and not on historical and structural impediments to democracy
· 5) democratic transition in transition paradigm assumes functioning and coherent states
· fails to take into account the way in which democratic transition often has consequences for the territorial structure of states
· process of transition is a process of state buildings
· USSR Yugoslavia Checkloslovakia all lost territorial boundaries during democratic transition
