·  Henry has started a weight-lifting program.
· Weight lifters  are usually very strong.
· Henry will soon be very strong. (1,2)
· Anyone who is unusually strong can make the football team.

· Henry will make the football team (3,4)

· A normal clover has three leaves.
· Four-leaf clovers are very rare. (1)
· Four-leaf clovers bring good luck.

· AIDS has no cure.

· The detective has the reputation of being a racist.
· He is unlikely to be a convincing witness. (1)

· David Hume was a more lucid writer than Immanuel Kant.
· Hume was a first-rate historian as well as a philosopher.
· Hume’s contributions were more diverse than Kant’s. (2)
· Unlike Kant, Hume would never have said that the duty not to lie is so absolute that we should truthly answer even when he woudd-be murder asks where his intended victim is hiding
· Hume’s ethical thought did not suffer from the rigidity of Kant’s. (4)
