· Misconception continues: Black children entering the schools have no sense of black being there for generations and that there is 400 years presence and contribution of African Canadians in this country
· Such a distorted sense of history minimizes the claims of African people to a role in the making of Canada. 
· This Distortion suggests that racism is a new phenomenon in this country.
· The silence around the history of black people in this country is evidence of the ongoing colonial encounter that constitutes the Canadians national project.
· While mainstream feminism responds largely to the oppression faced by European middle-class women, its gaze has missed the mainstream oppression experience by women of African ancestry.
