Bus Transportation:                
Social: 
· When people use their own car to drive to different places, they are more likely to feel isolated from the outside world, whereas, when people bus together, there is a more sense of community rather than isolation
· Walking to your bus stop or destination = healthy and active lifestyle 
· Using bus transportation can help in decreasing the likeliness of casualties caused by car accidents
· Public transportation is also accessible to all people, no matter where they live, how much they earn, or how old they are, etc, (including people with disabilities)

Economic:

· Can use them for many things (not just for carrying groceries, but can also carry their books inside or lunch, etc) 

Economic:

· Even though grocery stores make customers pay only 5 cents for plastic bags, to the customers that is nothing, but over the years these numbers add up quickly and a portion of what they pay towards the bags goes to the economy (usually people would be frustrated at the idea that they will need to pay for their bags, but because they are environmentally friendly, the people are not bothered by it, so the economy makes them pay for them since they know that people will pay for environmentally friendly things, making the economy boost!!) 
· Companies make a lot of money from environmentally friendly products 
· To produce plastic bags, the economy requires petroleum, which is also a non-renewable resource meaning that it costs a lot of money (the more people reuse bags, the more they are helping the economy by saving resources) 

Environmental: 

· helps in decreasing the amount of paper that is produced, which means that less trees will need to be cut down

	Social: 

· Increasing awareness to people all over the world on helping the environment
· Routinely schedules for recycling (people are getting into the habit of recycling, rather than feeling the need to be forced into it)
· There is the usual recycling on specific days, and then there is the other kind of recycling where people can get paid for it (for example: recycling electronics; some people pay others for their broken electronics. Also, for metal. There are some businesses that pay people for their trash so that they can make more products from the things that they no longer use; also pointing on the topic of reusing) 
· In some cases, people get paid for recycling

Economic:
