- Logic is the analysis and appraisal of ideas.
- Philosophy is defined as reasoning about the ultimate questions of life. Philosophers ask questions like “Why accept or reject free will?” or “Can one prove or disprove God’s existence?” Logic gives tools to deal with such questions.
- An argument is a set of statements of premises (supporting evidence) and a conclusion (based on this evidence). An argument is valid if it is contradictory (impossible) to have the premises all true and conclusion false. Valid does not say that the premises are true, but only that the conclusion follows from them. Our argument is valid because of its logical form (how it arranges logical notions like “if-then” and content like “You overslept”).
- An argument is sound if it’s valid and every premise is true. An argument can be unsound in either of two ways: 1) it might have a false premise or 2) its conclusion might not follow from the premises.
- Logicians call statements true or false (not valid or invalid) and call arguments valid or invalid (not true or false).
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
