The evidence used by archaeologist are artifacts and fossils-material or physical evidence


Fossils
Very hard to preserve
Essential to the study of archaeology
Best preserved in water/ ice
Insects usually preserved in amber/ mammethis preserved in ice
Fossils have been found in coal/amber/limestone

Otzen-the man preserved perfectly in the ice, took note of his tattoos clothes and items in his bag
-found that the fruits in his bag were autumn fruits -gives us setting

With the rise of global warming we might have an advancement in the number of fossils found

Raised certain ethical concerns 
Native american graves protection act(NAGORA)
1990 US law returns remains to descendants 

Kennewick man  9000year old skeleton found in 1996 in washington state after battles in courts scientists won


Best practices in archaeology
Cooperation and consultation with living
Communities and descendants

Locating sites -sometimes the impression of organic objects such as post holes can provide clues
About the objects themselves and vegetation to winter at where homes used to be built between the ground to withstand cold winters 


Dating the past relative methods
Stratigraphy-based on strata in earths surface
Fluorine analysis based on fluorine absorption in fossil bone

Palynology based on the study of fossil pollen

Seriatien -comparision to known series 
Also life methods chronometric

Potassium-argon analysis k/ar
