Rudyard kipling: world war one journalist, poet, Kim 1901
The great game: intense rivalry between Russia and British
Keys of starting world war 1: nationalism, imperialisms, militarism
Nationalism: patriotic feeling and duty towards one country
Imperialism: extending country’s power and influence through diplomacy or military force 
Militarism: belief or desire for one country to have a strong military in case of war or extensions interests 
Alliance system: consequences joining and leaving allegiances, some alliance are bad, make sure alliance is strong in case u get stuck in context of rules, arrogance of leaders
Dual alliance: Germany/Austria central European powers, common in language but differences in language/culture, Hungary fought with Austrian empire many times in war, Germany and Austria formed a union called dual alliance, added Italy(Italy state), Italians are not Germany no connection between language (joined for strategic interests but no commonality), ottoman empire(turkey, and a lot of the middle east Iraq north Africa Egypt parts of Persia morocco) huge empire of different ethnicities and religion, 
Triple alliance: called triple alliance (Germany, Austrian, Italy) after Italy came in, Italy switched sides 1915 when war broke out as they didn’t agree on war in their original contract 
*alliance all signed in interest of defense and Italians avoided war and joined other side  
Other side of alliance power is called Entente power(meaning an understanding) 1902-1914, alliance made to respond to the other alliance, France and Britain both enemies but joined together in fear of other alliance, desperate situation had to involve Russia 
Social Darwinism: less then men is what they see their opponents, survival of the fittest 
On exam****Naval race: contest at sea, leads to world war 1 and intelligence, 1906-1914, this even stimulates espionage, starts with tremendous pressure rivalries economics, built to protect themselves, british ships are better and built better, 1900 century most important thing to be economic power is a strong navy, trade routes were everything to british, the sun never sets on the british empire, because they are so great as a economic giant everyone wanted to be british, so they need a navy to do it and protects trade route, when other countries build ships british build more and equals naval race, also refer to a scare, public panic from naval race fiction
HMS dreadnought: superweapon, hms: his or hers majesty ship, revolutionizes all of ship building, 1906, 
German navy law: challenge to British creating 19 new battleships and 23 cruisers in 20 years 
Kaiser Wilhelm 2: last german emperor ruling german empire
Bismarck: german battleship 
Spy scare: british believed they are losing the naval race and there is a lot of spies, government proposed a bill to get money to build more dreadnoughts ships and it was up for debate but government did not want to spend that much money, 500,000 people showed up protesting 
Committee of imperial defense: created to study the invasion threat, response to public panic 
Exam***British secret service: related to the spy scare, created to calm the claims of educated public, many officials do not think BSS is necessary and many don’t believe spies exist 
Military intelligence: 5: domestic, 6: foreign 
Mansfield cummings: head of MI6 1902-1923, in navy developed chronic sea sickness, lost leg, no formal training or understanding of intelligence world, mi6 starts with 3 people but doesn’t get anywhere, superficial agency, 
Vernon Kell:

Central natchrichtenburo: attached to Germany, also called the three B’s, started off small, specializes pioneering new technology in radio communications (fairly new technology during this time), 1911, Germany goes to war with france and Russia, not soley against Britain yet, 

Deuxieme bureau 1914: French creates the “second office”, attached to the military, 

Cabinet Noir: organizational head of France, military intelligence, specializes in political intelligence, mainly disinformation 	

*Disinformation: knowingly providing false information, spreading it, telling the truth sometimes, a mix

Networks: French developed networks to spread disinformation, had German spies report back to them, 

French spied on friends such as Britain, Russia, and sometimes USA

Trainwatchers: 2-3000 people watching trains for information, to see where people are traveling to and efficiency, can see what country is doing and going to war, 

La Dame Leblanc: The white lady, running in north france, several hundred of women children , reported to cabinet noir, 

Okhrana: personal domain of czars, basically goons, death squad, do biddings of czar, not really intelligence, 

Tsar: Russian empire 

Col. Alfred Redl(1910-1913): chief of austrian-hungarian counter intelligence, he is austrian, job is to root out all spies in country, he knows all the spies hunting in Austria, he knows all of their spies in other country, Russian identifies him and exploits that he’s gay, span of 3 years gets someone close to him young Russian agent assign him to Alfred, took money from military to put into vietmanese bank account fake name to escape, Russian asks agent to ask for more and more money, Russian leaks bank transactions to austrain government, Austrian catch him at a bank with a leftover hankerchief, 

Sexpionage: the use of sex for intelligence, 1 gets information upfront, 2 play long enough and destroy individual and system, 

Mole: spy working within

Lemberg 1915: Redl gave detailed information of likey hood of deployments where the Austrian army would go in war with Russian, Russian wins and crushes Austrian-hungary army, Russian army shows up exactly where Austrian was marching, they also find out where Austrian-hungary spy is given out by Redl, 

Schlieffen plan: devised to determine what germans would do in a war that will involve both france and Russia at the same time, intelligence strategy, france will mobilize more quickly then Russia, mobilization means everything is planned and equipped, economic and insdustrial thing for mobilizing, they make the wrong plan, fail to realize how fast Russia mobilizes, now germany has to divide forces, goes through Belgium closer to French, Belgium netreulity because England wants to keep the coastline, and british warned don’t attack Belgium, terrible intelligence of germany, miscalculation overestimating own capacity to redeploy, and exam question second point: diplomacy of Britain, british expidionary force in Belgium already waiting for german, german didn’t account for international opinions, USA wont go to war stayed neutral for 3 years,

Radio war: military strategic idea, 

Propaganda: people start to work with them for the population, or they become a propaganda supplier

Room 40: mastered communication, win over friends and allies elsewhere, worked with artists for propoganada, aiming overseas, have trained people travel to USA and talk to media people, intelligence agency to make united states a neutral country to help them, 

Woodrow Wilson: convince usa to join british not germany, asks american congress to declare war, “peace without victor” fighting for peace fighting to end this war(tells allies we are not allies we are associated), 

Zimmerman telegram: (do not say brings USA to war) (USA does not go to war for lusitana or Zimmerman telegram) americans went to war was **unrestricted submarine warfare(british never going after ships at sea, identify upfront) not going after neutrals, german will stop and announce before attacking, march 1917 send telegram to embassy, first telegram go to washington to uncode, tells mexico to go to war against America and give back all land taken by mexico, mexico just finished a long bad civil war and shows german desperate and stupidity, german feels war with america is unevitable, Zimmerman decides to go back to unrestricted submarine warfare, room 40 finds out about the offer to japan and mexico, thugs break into mexico western union, 

Qships: queer ships under disguise, from medical ship to armed navy, 

*block German ports so they cant reach USA, block all coastline, German has no supply from ships, british has blocked all neutral countries in trading with Germany, stopped American trade with germany, british put blockade, American will trade with british, complaints of blockades but cant fight against Britain navy to strong, 1917 germany hollow inside not enough resources vs enemies, germany does not have food and scarce resources so germany desperate to fight, pushing into eastern front and move slowly into Russia, in a few months and move them into Russia, german calculating on something that doesn’t come true, America to neutral even with sunken lustinana sunken, 

Somme 1916: airplanes, can see where goodies at, where to target

Saboteurs: called terrorism before, 

Welland Canal: in Canada joins lake erie and lake Ontario, 70km, german tries to blow it up 
Canadian pacific railway: german tries to blow it up
