Globalization: Term first used in the 1940s, took public by storm in 80s/90s.
· There is not much agreement on the concept of globalization, and not necessarily a right answer.  It is the world becoming more interconnected. Globalization is the processes that transform our social condition from one of nationality to globality. Globalization is a set of social processes enveloped by the rising global imaginary that propels us to the condition of globality. The process transforms social condition - experience, as a result of society and the political/economic climate. Five dimensions:

· Four qualities of globalization
· Creation of a new social network and multiplication of existing connections
· Expansion and stretching of social relations, activities and connections
· Intensification and acceleration of social exchanges and activities
· Involving human consciousness. 
***Globalization is an uneven process***
· Local-global nexus is what happens when local meets global (glocal dynamics). Events like the World Cup show the globalization occurring in the world (connectivity and flow – globally coming together). For example, the soccer ball comes from a German company with materials coming from all over the world, just to be produced in China. The Global Imaginary is people’s growing consciousness of the global connectivity (we feel more connected through the internet and being able to travel across the globe in a few hours). Globality is a social condition characterized by a tight global economic, political, cultural, and environmental interconnections and flows that make the most of the currently existing borders irrelevant. 
· Globalization is not a phenomenon! It has been happening since early times!
· Prehistory – 10,000 BCE - 3500 BCE. 2
· Agricultural settlement, towns & infrastructure, governance, technologies, divergence (people stemming from a single origin but moving and diversifying greatly over time and space). 
· Pre-modern - 3500 BCE – 1500 CE.
· Invention of the wheel, writing, geographical empires (Aztecs, Incas, Persian, Roman, Ottoman, Chinese, etc.), territory expansion, regional feuds, religious wars, trade routes, migration, disease.
· Early Modern - 1500-1750.
· The project of modernity came from the Industrial Revolution, Objective and rational science, human labour, and warfare as a catalyst of globalization.
· Modern Period - 1750-1900.
· Colonial enterprises expanding, the inequalities of the capitalist systems, utopian social experiments, TNCs, Communication infrastructure, Population explosion, migration, world wars (nuclear technology), and international governance. 
· Contemporary – 1980- now.
· Convergence (different and widely spaced people and social connections coming together). Global markets. Interactive communication technologies.


Political Dimensions of Globalization: the intensification/expansion of political interrelations across the globe. 
· Makeup of a country -
· Territory (psychical environment, defined by borders). 
· Culture (how people think, behave, live, and feel). 
· Population (unified, similar, or diverse). 
· State (the government and its powers). 
· How is an identity produced?
· Invention of traditions (poutine, hockey love)
· Memories and myths (ie Historical Canada)
· Shared history and values (free society, religious freedom)
· Modern Nation State:
· Nation is a group of people that see themselves as a people (having own identity, unit, distinct from others). Educated to it. 
· Nationalism is the drive of a nation to become a state
· State is the government of a country, it is the group of people responsible for making and enforcing rules and regulate the collective life of a people and therefore make an orderly social life possible in a given territory. 
· Origins of the Interstate System:
· The European history of colonization and imperialism brought random farming communities together into cohesion. The colonies provided obedience, subjects, brain drain, tax money and natural resources to the metropole who was the mother city and empire hub. In turn, the metropole exploited, and “protected” the colonies; there was military force and investment. 
· European Nation-States are the midway point between Greek City-States and Roman cosmopolitan empires.
· The Treaty of Westphalia (1648) is when leaders of Europe came together to stop religious wars. It was the precursor for the norm of non-intervention. Countries were responsible for determining their own governance, and assured political sovereignty and territorial integrity. European colonialism and imperialism was marked by political and economic exploitation and by ferocious military violence. International was established for rules of co-existence the goal is to create enduring relationships so state objectives can be met, responsibility for cross-border disputes, states are equal before the law, priority is to minimize impediments to state freedom. 
· Western civilization has a disproportionate impact on the current state of international society. We are marked by individualism, limited democratic government, free market capitalism, a history of Christianity, commitment to science and technology, urbanization and civil society. 

Economic Dimensions of Globalization
· Economic globalization is the intensification and stretching of economic connections across the globe. Economic globalization is traced back to after WWI when the north reversed their protectionist policies of WWII. We measure economic growth by GDP, productivity, and the standard of living the people in the country have. 
· Bretton Woods is the foundation for IMF, WB, and WTO. 
· What drives Economic Growth? Labour power (workforce), productivity (economic output per worker), incentives, GDP. 
· Natural resources, technology and innovation, research and knowledge, || human capital, social institution, productivity. If either side is not even, the country is disproportioned.
· Interest rates – dynamics of fluctuation, control, monetary policies, and inflation/deflation. (How much it costs to buy money. Controlled by the Bank of Canada’s monetary policies and how much money is printed). National currency – Gold standard (fixed currency vs. floating). 
· National currency used to be based on how much gold a country had in coins. Some countries lost their physical currency in wars. Now, it is a floating system, it is not based on gold, but on fluctuation in the market. The currency is meaningless when they do not reflect purchasing power anymore. 
· Ex. Greece – in 1942, 50 000 drachmae became 8 100 000 000 000 drachmae. 
· GDP is BOOM (growth phase) and BUST (contraction phase)
· C + I + G + (X-M) = GDP.
· C = consumer spending 
· I = Foreign investments from businesses, the country wants other countries to be confident in their investments 
· G = government spending. 
· X-M = exports – imports. What we sell (export) generates currency minus the imports (what we’re buying, therefore losing currency). 
· TNCs have a huge impact over the flow of economic capital. Oil is a top revenue source.
· What causes underdevelopment? Legacies of colonialism (exploiting people and making large economic differences), violence and political instability, geographical isolation, population growth rates (impact on human capital), domestic inequality, size of the rural sector (agriculture vs. manufacturing), dual economy, weak financial system. 
· International trade: the movement of goods and services across national borders in exchange for money. This allows people to do what they are good at, and trade with those who are good at what they do (COMPARATIVE ADVANTAGE). It divides labour. GDP is dependent on imports and exports. If we import more, we are in deficit. If we export more, we are in surplus. We may want to trade to receive products that cannot be produced at home or to expand market for a product.
· Policies: 
· Autarchy/Mercantilism: determined self-sufficiency. You are unable to get a variety of goods and services unless they have a lot of money. Workers focus on the agricultural sector, even if they would be amazing in the technology sector. This can create conflict because of hoarding resources. Reduces dependency. Mercantilism wants the national government to play a leading role in economic policy (maximize resources and use them to develop or strengthen the nation). 
· Free trade/Internationalism: there are open borders; trade is not based on government rules but because of market fluctuation. The countries involved do not use protectionist measures. 
· Export-led development: open restrictions to trade freely (South Korea opened regulations for trade when they did well with their technology). Use mercantilism and protectionism to grow selected industries until they can compete on the world stage. 
· Protectionist measures: how to protect goods we have monopoly over – tariffs, quotas, bands, subsidies.
· GATT/WTO (international trade organizations). Some countries only have agriculture and no resources to participate in global trade.  To reduce tariffs on manufactured goods. Successful, lower. Leads to ore trade and richer economies. MNCs have stakes for products in many borders, but the headquarters is in one country. TNCs have people involved from all over the world, and many offices worldwide. It involves products from across the world. This creates inequalities, as a very small percentage of the population is making a lot of money, while others are working in the company’s sweatshops (ie Bangladesh). 

Population/the Environment:
· Global effects of globalization
· Loss of biodiversity                       - Transboundary pollutions
· Population growth 	                  - Patterns of consumption
· GMOs                                            - Hazardous Waste, industrial accidents, warfare
· Food security/Disease	                  - Global Warming/Climate Change
· Loss of Biodiversity: 7/10 biologists believe the world is now in the midst of the fastest extinction of species in the living history of the planet. Experts predict that up to 50% of all animal and plant species will disappear by the end of this century (habitat loss, logging, melting arctic, hunting, clear cutting). 
· Population Growth: This is due to more healthcare, higher life expectancy, a better economy, lack of access to birth control. This will have an environmental impact, because the world is a finite resource – there is not unlimited carrying capacity. The Tragedy of the Common thesis is that when people use collective resources, people lack responsibility. People are less willing to take care of it, because they leave it to someone else. Urbanization means a flight from rural, so a decrease in food production, refugees and migrant workers are travelling across the world. Some countries have pronatalist policies, such as the baby bonus, because in developed nations, there are typically less children being born. 
· Patterns of Consumption: Per capita consumption patterns – USA has 6% of the world’s population but consumes 30-40% of the natural resources because of their consumerist ideologies. 
· Transboundary Pollution, Global Warming, and Climate Change: Who’s regulating our resources? Protocols (Kyoto from the UN Conference on Sustainable Development – Brazil 2012), interstate and intrastate agreements (line 9), CO2 emissions, Global warming.
· Interstates – in the state.                Intrastate – between states. 
· Food Insecurity, GMOs, and Disease: GMO is a genetically modified organism. It is the manipulation of genes so it’s better. The Green Revolution and Gene Banks (Svalbard Global Seed Vault). C-difficil is a common infection that people get in hospitals because of excessive antibiotic use. Basically, we have too much dependence on certain things and we’re causing problems for ourselves. 
· Hazardous Waste, Industrial Accidents, and Warfare: people have heavy reliance on an oil economy. There are environmental protections, the will to change; Thomas Malthus has a pessimistic view. He thought population would die off because we will run out of resources. We depend on resources for life, but the earth is going to die out because when things are owned commonly (Tragedy of the Commons), the quality decreases because people do not take responsibility. 

Comparative Culture:
· Steger calls culture the symbolic construction, articulation and dissemation of meaning. Global cultures are similar because of TNCs, the spreading of pop culture, and the globalization of languages (including a decrease in the number of them). Orend calls culture a way of life – the way they think, speak, behave, and spend their time. It is seen in politics, religion, and new media. It is how we learn how we’re supposed to think, act, and do. Globalization of how cultures influence each other.
· Architecture as a global culture: it reflects the importance and the negotiation of a public space.  In Turkey the Taksim Square is a cultural centre and it was made to look modern (concrete and heavy). It is the idea that Turkey is using the architectural style of Europe, potentially to look more cosmopolitan. It is a place used for protest, a flashpoint for groups to do demonstrations. Public space points to the future; it is how a group wants to reimagine themselves. 
· Cultural practises have escaped fixed localities such as a town and nation, eventually acquiring new means in interaction with dominant themes (Steger 75). Hyperglobalizers
· Pronounce the rise of a borderless world.
· Bounded territories no longer have meaning.
· Political power is found in global social formations and networks rather than in nation-states. 
· Pessimistic hyperglobalizers suggest (with regard to culture) that we are moving towards sameness; culture is becoming homogenized. We are losing languages and the world is becoming McDonaldized. Optimistic hyperglobalizers suggest that this is a good thing, as it can contribute to things such as the spread of democracy.
· Glocalization is the complex interaction of global and local characterized by cultural borrowing. Hybridity is combined culture; it is a culture with elements of many other cultures. Hybridity is the outcome of the process of globalization. 
· Religion and Culture: Theocracy is no separation between church and state. Monotheistic vs. Poly. Secular society includes atheists, agnostics, and secular humanists. Christianity, Islam, then Secular Humanism are the most popular. 

Structure and Ideology of the State:
· Political ideology is the words, ideals, and values surrounding how to best run a country and how to organize its people and shape their way of life (Orend 68)
· Principled vs. Unprincipled State: 
· Unprincipled: There is no set of principles or ideals that the country is working for, it is more for self-gain. It could be run by the military. 
· Principled: It has a set of principles or ideals that the government is working for, it is an actual government.
· Conservativism: Aversion to change and a desire to conserve the heritage that has been handed down from previous generations. It has an organic view of society – it believes that society is greater than the sum of the individuals who compose it. It is a living organism and the state is the most important part, not the people. The role of the government is to further the organic entity. It has a positive role. The government is the entity that should guide process. It is generally believed that some are good at leading and should therefore be able to. It was a reaction to the French and the American Revolution. There was a lot of unrest and unstableness, so Conservativism was an attempt to stabilize.
· Liberalism (neoliberalism, welfare liberal): Believe that inequality really isn’t that great but still accept it. We should have freedom. Liberty is the freedom of individuals. There is a atomistic view of society. It is believed that society is nothing more than the sum of its people. People are more important than the state as a whole. It has a negative role. Neoliberals do not want the state involved. They want to keep private lives private. There is natural inequality, but they want to make society more accessible by working towards human rights. They are typically less patriotic and more cosmopolitan, more about themselves (life, liberty, pursuit of happiness) and looking towards the future. 
· Socialism is the rejection of inequality. It has an organic view of society and believe everyone should share resources. They have a positive view of the state, the government should help negotiate sharing, but not by the entrenched elite group (as conservatives believe). They need to look to the future as an opportunity, the past is something to overcome. There is democratic and scientific socialism: 
· Democratic: A collective process where a socialist party wins by votes. This is what Canada would want. 
· Scientific: Comes through a cultural revolution, imposed by the government (such as Cuba or North Korea). There is no private ownership (of property).
· Welfare Liberalism: An attempt to combine liberalism with socialism. Liberalism is the commitment to democracy through elections, the economic commitment to capitalism, and a concern for human rights. Socialism covers the concern about inequality, established the welfare state. This is done by a graduated tax system, giving money to the poor, getting rid of inequality, and the establishment of infrastructure to make it better.

Presentations:
Line Nine (Adam)
· Line Nine runs right through Six Nations Land. It is an Enbridge line that is going to flow from Sarnia to Montreal. It flows along the 401, right under York University. The project was proposed by Enbridge in 2009 but was rejected because they wanted to do it all at one time. Then, they proposed a new idea, to do it in two parts. The first section (starting at Sarnia) was approved, and the second hearing is in October to talk about the second section, which flows directly through city centres. 
· It is crude oil and needs to be refined in oil rigs and barracks, so it will be processed and then pumped. However, it is tar sands, so it needs more water to get the oil, meaning it is thicker and harder to get through the pipes. It needs more chemicals, making it more corrosive and thicker. Tar sands are heavy and it sinks if it gets in water. This is risky because it runs beside many rivers and lakes; the pipes could burst and go into the water. If it sinks, the bottom must be dug up. It kills plant life and destroys ecosystems. Enbridge would not be dealing with the repercussions if the pipes did explode. 
· 117 Enbridge plans are not up to safety regulations. They have a bad track record for spills, so this is discouraging. It is quite likely that it will spill, and then it is an issue of cleanup. The Waterloo region would have to clean it up if it spilled in the Grand River.
