A dead metaphor is a figure of speech which has lost its original imagery of its meaning due to extensive, repetitive, and popular usage. Because dead metaphors have a conventional meaning that differs from the original, they can be understood without knowing their earlier connotation.
An alive metaphor is something new and is being heard for the first time.

They are like frames of reference in the process of categorization  Using metaphors is like searching in the darkness with a flashlight... The light makes you see some parts of an object clearly but keeps the rest in the darkness. 
Cognitive Frames: The dominant way of representing one concept in terms of another which can shape our perception of complex phenomena.  Ex. The state is a family (guardian, care taker) Organizations are plants Diseases are battles and our bodies are battlegrounds...

2. Gender and communication. [Tannen and Gray discuss different styles in communication. You will be given a conversation as an illustration.] 
Please explain in what way this situation illustrates one of the common problems in communication between genders. (______/4) Suggest an improvement. (_____/2) 

Martians value competency, efficiency and achievement over all else. Men are goal oriented. 
Venusians value love, communication, beauty and  relationships. Women are relationship oriented. 
Talking about a problem on Mars is an  invitation for advice.  Talking about a problem on Venus is a way of building rapport and nurturing relationships.  
The bottom line is that women can often think and act more with their emotions than men. As a result, language is manipulated in different ways leading to communication barriers. Of course, every woman is different and it’s your job to learn all about her – how she thinks, how she speaks, and how she communicates with you. And if the relationship means something to her, she’ll put in the exact same effort. 
Women talking:
· Women 1: I have a problem… [I am feeling bad about something and want to talk to you about that… just listen to me and I will feel better]
· Women 2: I understand. I have a problem too…[I know how you feel. And I know I can share my feelings too and you will listen]
· Sharing problems helps with anxiety 
· When women bond through conversations about their problems, their bodies produce oxytocin, the hormone of love (result: stress levels go down)
Men talking:
· Man 1: I have a problem… [I need help fixing a problem. Any suggestions?]
· Man 2: I think I know how to fix your problem… [I may know how to fix it!]
· When men bond through a joint effort to solve a problem, their bodies produce testosterone, the male hormone crucial for good health (result: stress level goes down)
Managing men:
· allow them to work on their own 
· motivate them based on their ability to get the job done
· praise them by appreciating the tasks
· manage their stress by allowing ‘cave time’
· act as if you trust they will succeed 
· don’t offer unsolicited advice, don’t flesh out all their potential problems, don’t manage stress by asking the to talk about it, don’t act as if you do not trust they will succeed 
Managing women:
· allow for collaborative work 
· motivate by appealing to ability to help the group
· praise by emphasizing importance to group
· manage stress by letting talk and listening 
· pay attention and comment on the ‘little things’ she does
· don’t wait for them to bring up problems, don’t focus on tasks and ignore the relationship, don’t solve problems too quickly, don’t withhold positive feedback 
Lady-speak (according to Gray):
· women can often think and act more with their emotions than men

Felicity conditions: 
· There must exist an accepted conventional procedure that includes the uttering of certain words by certain persons in certain circumstances...  
· The particular persons and circumstances must be appropriate for the invocation of the particular procedure ...  
· The procedure must be executed by all the participants correctly...  
· ... and completely...  
· 
 If the speech act is unsuccessful due to  external circumstances, it is a misfire. (making a promise but something else comes up and you cant make it, but you have good intentions on actually doing what you said) If the act is insincerely performed, then it  is an abuse of a speech act:  For example saying: I bet ... with no intention to pay, or I promise ... when you already intend to break the promise.  
Sincerity clauses: 
(1) participants must have the necessary thoughts, feelings and intentions, as specified by the procedure, and 
(2) if subsequent conduct is called for, the participants must so conduct themselves.

Below are three examples of requests. Please evaluate these examples in terms of politeness strategies used. What kind of politeness is illustrated in each of the examples? Explain what linguistic means are used to achieve it? (______/8) 
Polite: showing good manners toward others, as in behavior, speech, etc.
· Refined or cultured
· Implies consideration for others and the adherence to conventional social standard of good behavior 
· Forms of activity that establish and maintain civility 

Negative face: is the need to be independent, to have freedom of action, and not to be imposed on by others 
· the need to be independent 

Positive face: is the need to be accepted or liked by others, to be treated as a member of the same group, and to know that his or her wants are shared by others 
the need to be connected 

Tact maxim: 'Minimize the expression of beliefs which imply cost to other;
e.g Could I interrupt you for a second? If I could just clarify this then.

Generosity maxim: 'Minimize the expression of beliefs that express or imply benefit to self; maximize the expression of beliefs that express or imply cost to self.'
e.g You relax and let me do the dishes. You must come and have dinner with us.

Approbation maxim: 'Minimize the expression of beliefs which express dispraise of other; maximize the expression of beliefs which express approval of other.'
e.g I heard you singing at the karaoke last night. It sounded like you were enjoying yourself! Gideon, I know you're a genius - would you know how to solve this math problem here?

Modesty Maxim: meaning to minimize praise or to maximize dispraise of self. 
e.g Oh, I'm so stupid - I didn't make a note of our lecture! Did you?,,,

Politeness strategies:

· Bald on record: do not attempt to minimize threat to the hearer’s face, used among friends and close relatives
· Eg. do the dishes its your turn
· Positive politeness: supports the positive face, used among people who know each other fairly well, attempts to avoid/reduce conflict 
· Eg. You’re my best friend and I know you want me to succeed, can you help me with my homework tonight?
· Negative politeness: presumes that the speaker will be imposing on the listener, desire for freedom and autonomy, considers the listener’s negative face
· Eg. Hi, please forgive me for calling you so late 
· Attending to negative face – when asking for a favor, add a way-out
· Eg. I know you’ve been strapped for cash and you might not be able to help me but could I borrow $50
· Indirect strategy: uses indirect language and so the speaker does not appear to be imposing
· Eg. wow its getting cold in here (intention: close the window please)
