
Methodological Universalism

· Universalize diverse cultural practices as oppressive, (E.g., veiling of women in middle east (Iran, Saudi Arabia, Egypt, Pakistan, and India),

Reasons of veiling

· War period (1979) – Veil as a means of solidarity with their working class sisters who protested in the street of Iran
· Post war period – Iran regime enforced the religious law for women to wear veil

Subjects of Power

· Colonization of knowledge on third world women
· Women as coherent group (generalization on the knowledge)
· Struggle of third world women situated within the power group (power relations structured in terms of unilateral power)
· Binary structure of Power: Power vs powerless
· Western feminism vs. Third World Women
· Western feminists as subject of power
· Judgment of legal, economic, religious and familial structure by western standards, (underdeveloped)

Deconstruction of Colonization Themes

· Object and Subjects dichotomy
· Women as victim of violence – objects
· Male as perpertrators of violence – subjects

Production of Dual system:

· “Juridico-discursive” model of power (Foucault)
· “cycle of prohibition”

Reductionist Approach

· World view on Muslim women – by Juliette Minces
· Structure in Muslim tribal family; Role of women as mother wife, and sister
· Assumption of single kinship system undermines the class and cultural difference across the societies
· Single world view on Muslim women does not reflect the existing struggles, efforts and achievements 

Post Revolution Struggle of Iranian Women

· Women’s Rights Movement in Iran
· Signature Campaign against the regime
· Women’s participation in higher education (60% women in University in 1990)
· Higher Participation of Women in Workforce
· 600 NGOs run by women in 2008 
· Women’s active presence in public sphere: female writers, filmmakers, lawyers, human rights activists, and scientists
· Evidence of heterogeneity of women in Muslim world 

Different Perspective on Western Feminism

Maria Mies (1982) Lace makers of Narsapur,

· Women producing lace dollies for the world market
· Women as “nonworking housewives”, “leisure time activity”
· Examines production and reproduction relations, sexual division of labor, profits and exploitation, and overall consequences of defining women as housewives,
· Analyze the ideology of housewife – women sitting in the house but providing for maintenance of production system
· Effects of historically and culturally specific mode of patriarchal organization
· Analyze the power network that form the basis of exploitation of women in hegemonic world market 

Effect of Western Scholarship

· Instrument for Contemporary Imperialism
· Constructed discourse on third world women have far effect beyond the nation’s border
· Western women as liberated is not either universal
· Differential wage rate in North America: (women earn 30% less than men in Canada)
· Violence, and harassment as social ills of society in North

Critiques of Western Feminism

· Binary positioning of women as constructivism 
· Continuous enforcement of power relations (undermining the complexity, diversity and multiform extant in both worlds)
· Western feminism discourses as colonialist discourse (one sustains the other – them and us)
· Process of othering is related with knowledge (and power acting through knowledge to achieve a particular political agenda in its goal of domination)
· White Man’s burden by Rudyard Kipling (savage=victim, others=third world women)

Critiques on GAD Theory

Gender and Development
· Preoccupations and assumptions of Western feminists on Third World women as “homogenised” and “victims” of their own cultures
· Women’s subordination in the third world as a consequence of colonial and post-colonial exploitation rather than the cultural construction of gender 
· Simplified representations of the third world women and the essentialities of “woman” rather than recognizing their voices 
· Gender awareness into international public policy as “token” of aid agencies in anti-poverty programmes 
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Global Gender Issues

· Representation (Global feminism vs. third world feminism)
· Security (national and international conflict, structural violence based on political, economic, and social priorities)
· Sustainability (social reproduction, and of resource depletion) 

International Relations and Feminist Theory

· IR theory silence the feminist theory
· - Due to the ignorance of feminist contribution in international relations
· Due to the fear of politicization of debates on feminist issues that may be counter attack to their mission

· State as key actor international relations while undermining individual roles and women

· Invisibility of Gender roles as transnational level

· Conceptual dichotomies from the misleading stereotypes

· Fact/values
· Public/private
· Universal/particular

· Gender dicthomy
· Masculinity (agency, control, aggression) vs Femininity (dependence, vulnerability, passivity)
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Under Western Eyes Revisited

· Highlight on common political project than failing of western feminism
· Shift in political economy through the globalization
· Religious fundamentalists to the rights of women
· Anti-capitalists feminists practices
· Cross national feminists solidarity against capitalism


Categorization of World

· First World: Developed industrialized and capitalist countries (North America, Western Europe, Japan and Australia)
· Second World: Former communist-socialist industrial states (Soviet Union, Eastern Europe, Cuba, Vietnam, China)
· Third World: Underdeveloped/developing world: Africa, Asia and Latin America 
· Forth World: Indigenous People who make up 300-600 million of the world’s total population 

Vs. 

Labeling in International Development

· Global North: Countries with high Human Development Index (North America, Western Europe, and Japan)
· Global South: Countries with Low Human Development Index (Latin America, South Asia, Middle East, Africa and Pacific) 







Transnational Labeling

Metaphorical (Arif Dirlik, 1980)

· Global North – Pathways to transnational capital vs. Global South – Marginalized Poor (pathways to labor)

Non-essentialist Categorization:

· One/Third – Social minorities
· Two/Third – Social majorities 


Indigenous Perspectives

· Bicultural vs. multicultural understandings of nations
· Native women’s struggles different from post colonialist assumption; inclusion-exclusion, racist, or heterosexist
· Claims for sovereignty, lifeways, and environmental and spiritual practices
· Visible and central under the categorization of social majority – two third


Shift in National Landscape

· Economic Globalization 
· Influence of neoliberal policy
· Trade liberalization
· Deregulation
· Privatization
· Cut off the public spending

· Political globalization
· Increasing trend toward multiculturalism
· Influence of global governance in national sovereignty
· Decline power of self-governance 

· Cultural globalization
· Conflict between modern and traditional values
· Rise of religious fundamentalisms
· Identity politics 



Feminist Challenges

· Identify the locus of struggle in the face of capitalism
· Re-examine the economic and political processes of globalization
· Relation between micro and macro politics
· Examine the link between economy and culture 

New Directions on Feminist Methodologies

· Epistemic effects of social location: focusing on most marginalized communities of women
· Materialist and realists perspectives vs. post-modernists relativism
· Analyze the casual link between marginalized locations and the experience and ability of human agents to analyze the effects of capitalist society

Basis of Anti-Capitalist Struggles

· Historical materialism as a basis of capitalism
· Process of capitalism which marginalized gender, class and race
· Critical to focus on women’s experience in two thirds of the world (e.g. status of poor women in affluent and neocolonial nations)

· Social Justice or Inclusive Paradigm
· Not oriented to “special interest group” – most deprived vs. privileged community
· Necessary to focus on marginalized communities of the world
· Analyze the politics of power and knowledge 

Feminization of Globalization

· Intellectual property rights of WTO – Bandana Shiva e.g., BT cotton
· Pirating Indigenous knowledge to form intellectual property rights
· Colonialist and corporate power to capitalize the private property – as normative power
· Exclusion of collective knowledge of tribal and peasant women
· Intellectual common not with the purview of corporations privatizing the property and profit
· Profit vs. Justice – related with the space of social locations 







Experiences of Tribal Women in India

· Epistemologies of tribal women
· Everyday experiences of tribal women (invisible in national and international accounting)
· Micro-politics of anti-capitalist struggles and Macro-politics of global restructuring
· Macro-politics of global restructuring 

· Epistemologies of Western
· Undermines the value of indigenous knowledge based on the community relationship as opposed to profit based hierarchies 
· Interest and knowledge of tribal women is made invisible
· Intellectual common not the interest of profit making corporations 


Gender Injustices of Globalization

· Economic injustice
Social injustice
· Political injustice
· Cultural injustice 


Anti-globalization Pedagogies

· Internationalizing women’s studies curriculum for dissemination of feminist cross-cultural knowledge
· Comparative feminist studies or feminist solidarity model as the best model
· Theorize a complex relational understanding of experience, location and history
· Common differences and unequal power relations

Feminist as Tourist

Feminist as International Consumer – White women’s burden or colonial discourse

· Focuses on Non-Euro-American culture and racist cultural practices
· Add women as global victim or powerful women and stir perspective
· Visible difference and distance between local (self, nation and western) and global(other, non-western, and transnational) 
· Creation of monolithic images of Third World/South women 



Feminist as Explorer Model

Larger intellectual project based on area studies other than US

· Foreign woman as object and subject to knowledge
· Non-European American – local and global
· Women’s issues based on spatial, geographical and temporal/historical categories located elsewhere
· Us and Them attitude however focused on contextual understandings of feminist issues in particular geographical spaces
· Courses – women in Latin America, Third World women’s literature, Postcolonial feminism
· Separation of world culture courses from race and ethnic course studies 

Comparative Feminist Study Model

· Conceptual, material, temporal and contextual links of globalization, then focusing only on the physical territory
· A comparative focus and analysis of the power directionality
· Relation of mutuality, co responsibility, and common interests for promoting the feminist solidarity
· Shift from add and stir to complication/solidarity one

Anti-Globalization Scholarship

· Links questions of subjectivity, agency, and identity with those of political economy and state
· Rethinking patriarchies and hegemonic masculinities in relation to present day globalization and nationalism
· Re-theorizing gender aspects of refigured relations of the state, market, and civil society
· Resistance to the hard effects of global restructuring on women
· Discourses on globalization, market over state, global over local, consumers over citizens 

Anti-Globalization Movement

· Narmada Bachao Andolan in Central India
· Small farmers movement around the world
· People’s movement against IMF and World Bank
· Ant sweat student movement in Japan, Europe and US
· Civil Rights movement, Indigenous movement, feminist movement 


Fundamentalist Movements

· Islamic fundamentalists movements across Middles east and North Africa
· Difficult transition to modernity – conflict between traditional and modern norms, relations and institutions
· Significant cultural changes around the world; internationalization of western popular culture
· Islamic Movements supported by external forces (Saudi Arabia, and US) and MENA governments to undermine the left wings movement 
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Feminization of Labor

· Emerging gendered labor relations born out of the rise of global capitalism
· Rapid increase of women in labor force in paid work, (70%, at global level, and 60% in developing countries: UNDP, 1999(
· Flexibility of labour for both women and men, (shift in nature of employment: (e.g., part time, self-employment, informal sector)
· Decline of unionization due to deregulation of labor markets

(Pat Armstrong, 1996) 

Context of Feminization in Labor

· Rise of export based Industry: (non-commodity products: clothing, electronic assembly, etc.), 
· Subcontracting (Formal to informal sector; e.g., IT industries linking with small workshop producing the parts)
· Shift from traditional to non-traditional (cash crops vs. food products) 

Harmonizing Down

· Restructuring of labor force with neo market policy
· More women in the labor market – working with low wage rate except few standing on high positions
· More men shifting towards informal sector as a result of loss of jobs in manufacturing, construction, and utility
· Similar experience between men and women in labor force because men taking traditional jobs
· Women entering into the labor force in absence of alternative options


In formalization of Labor

· New employment contract: less stable, shift job, flexibility and adjustment
· Shift in employment from core to periphery
· Reduction in hierarchical levels within the core themselves
· Sharp increase in employment instability, insecurity, in jobs
· Growing income polarization; low opportunities for low skilled labors vs. high opportunities for high skilled labors 

Women in Global Assembly Line

· Increasing women labor force in Manufacturing export-led growth
· Pearl River Delta in Southern China (economic hub)
· Rural urban migration to escape rural poverty
· Young women as engines of thriving economy of China
· Harsh working conditions
· Temporary contract
· Low wage labor
· Low quality accommodations
· No labor regulation
· Growing world of EPZ (3500 zones with 66 million workers in 130 countries) due to world trade flows 
· Expanding labor-intensive manufacturing (garments, electronics) 
· East Asia, Mexico, and other parts of Asia and Latin America
· Ghettoized women in these countries (“sticky floor”)

Gender Impact of Transnational Migration

· Economic upliftment of family through remittances 
· Improved education and health of families
· Redefine traditional gender norms of men and women
· Discrimination at work place based on race, class and ethnicity
· Exploitation of migrant women in care industry (domestic worker)
· Emotional Price (Human rights issues)
· Care deficit – Global care Chain 


Women and Sustainable Development

· Environmental impact of large economic projects
· Large deforestation in developing countries
· Depletion of renewable resources in the developing countries
Women: major food producers (70%), in developing countries, 
· Animal husbandry (50%), Sub-Saharan Africa
· Low control of resources (land) of women (lack of ownership)
· Shift in rural agrarian economy and roles of women
· Women’s role invisible in rural economy


Case Studies

· Philippine Garment Industry (ILO 2001)
· Establishment of industries in country side (industrial states) – opened opportunities for men and women
· Women as of attraction for gender notion of docility, flexibility and nimbleness
· Low wage rate, no unionization, and sexual exploitation
· Horticulture in Chile and South Africa (Barrientos, 1999)
· Employment of contract labor in commercial farms
· Large number of women working in these farms
· Seasonal employment without contracts
· Women performing both household and farm labor 

Gender Dimensions of Global Economy

· Economic justice 
· Trade liberalization has disproportionate effect on women – who consist major labor force in service sector jobs
· Free trade Zones – “global assembly lines” – women as international industrial proletariat (Jaggar, 2001)
· Product restriction of small-scale agro based industries that employ more women
· Effect of structural adjustment – reduction in public service spending – e.g. Health, education and child care services 

· Migration

· Feminization of labor migration with focus on domestic workers

· Global care chains, the migrants care workers leaving their children in other’s care

· Human Rights

· Neoliberal policies has infringed the rights of standard of living for health and well being


Inequalities and Democratization

· Growth of Inequalities 
· Free flow of subsidized product overshadows the domestic products cutting down the prices and the labor costs
· Blue-collar unemployment, rise of part time and temporary jobs, informal sectors, and self-employment, 
· Flexible and feminization of labor force
· Income inequalities at National and International level
· Inequalities between classes, sexes and countries
· Democratization (Third wave democratization)
· Rise of social movements and democratic discourses in South (political liberalization in MENA region with some restrictions; freedom of civil and political rights of citizen) 

Feminists Concern on Global Economy

· Economic citizenship (ILO)
· Social Rights (CEDAW)
· “Reproductive Tax” (Palmer, 1995) 
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Feminist Perspectives to economic globalization 

Gender and Economic globalization

· Gender and GDP
· Gender and domestic labor
· Gender in Farm Labor
· Gender and wage labor in export farms
· Gender in Spatial economic zones 

WTO and Globalization

· Create the rules to govern the International trade
· Promote international trade agreements
· Facilitate and negotiate regional and multilateral trade agreements (e.g., free trade agreements FTAs)
· Trade related intellectual property (TRIPS)
· General Agreement on trade and services (GATS)




TRIPS and GATS

· TRIPS agreement is concerned with the freedom of transnational corporations (TNCs) to protect their brand names and production know-how from copying or adaptation by others without agreement”
· GATS is the General Agreement on Trade and Services to regulate trade in services and to systematize the markets

Implications of Trade Agreements

· TRIPS
· Protect the pharmaceutical companies that produces drugs to treat the communicable diseases
· Prevents other drug companies to produce the same drug in its basic form and to market at lower prices

· Gats

· Commercial companies buy and run the essential services in poor country (e.g., health sectors, education, sanitation and communication)

· Higher cost for basic services restrict women’s opportunity for strategic needs (Molineux, 1985) 


Impact of Trade Rules on Women

· The multilateral trade rules are considered to be “gender free” (Pearson, 2003:61)
· Government budget and tax systems are deeply gendered (e.g., reducing subsidies for food production and shift to export production)
· Men control the larger scale of export oriented production, (women will have difficulty in accessing distance markets, without access to resources (finance, information, technology etc.)
· Women as a major labor force of Non-traditional agriculture exports (e.g. kiwi fruits and grapes) 








Gender Effect of New Economic Order

· WTO’s rule for dismantling government protection: (e.g., subsidies for local producers and taxes on imports) lessen the government revenue 
· Cut of in social services (child care, heath, and education) by state disproportionately affects women 
· Access to social services as a determinant for women’s production and reproduction capacities
· The high costs of anti AIDS drugs patent by pharmaceutical companies have a direct impact on women and children (TRIPS agreement) Link between practical and strategic gender needs (Molineux, 1985) 

International labor Regulation

· No labor regulation in international trade rules of WTO
· Debate on “Social clause” to protect the labor force involved in international production
· Opposite views: Social clause as obstacles for growth of trade
· Preserve the ILO – that represent governments, employers, and trade unions only for dealing with labor related issues than the trade
· Economic globalization restructuring the global labor force; e.g., young and women labor force in free trade zones 

Gender in Informal Economy

Subcontracting vs. Direct investment

· Women occupy majority of labor force in export manufacturing and agriculture
· High access to employment but with low wage rate and less security (poor working conditions with little benefits)
· Often subject to harassment and abuse in the work place
· Safety and health hazards 

Feminist Responses on 

· Codes of Conduct:
· Develop Voluntary code of conduct (VCC) by women (e.g. contractor responsible to pay and for working conditions)
· VCC more accessible for women’s worker organizations to negotiate with management 
· Trade union less accessible to women
· VCC proves better for women for “work with dignity”


Applications f VCCs

· VCCs represented different stakeholders: women’s organizations, NGOs, and coalitions of groups involving women workers
· Positive and negative implications of VCCs
· VCC capable to focus on women’s priorities at work place, (e.g. CAWN (central American women network) effect on policy making for women’s job security, emotional and physical safety) 
· VCCs instrumental for advocacy against the exploitation of TNCs 

Gender Equity Clause in WTOs

· ATC (agreement on Textile and clothing) vs. MFA (Multi fiber agreement)
· Assumptions: To provide access of market for textile industries located in the South
· TNCs take advantage of open markets and deregulated labor forces, who constitute the majority of women
· Clause of gender equality: buyers access to the competitive international market, and reduce the protection of local industries in North and south
· Gender equity to comply with the needs of women’s interests and priorities in International trade agreement 

Tobin Tax and Maria Tax

· Tobin tax coined by James Tobin
Tax on foreign currency trading to stabilize the exchange rate
· Result in growth of export promotion industries
· Increasing women labor force in informal economy
· Maria Tax – reinvestment in the initiatives to promote gender inequality (e.g., child care facilities, reproductive and occupational health facilities etc.) 

Gender Budget

· Gender budget: A separate budget for gender oriented programs and activities
· Tool for gender mainstreaming policy – for ensuring accountability of government and institutions for implementing gender based activities
· Gender budget: an attraction of bilateral and multilateral agencies (like CIDA, UNDP, and World bank) 






Counting Women’s Contribution (Marilyn Waring) 

· United Nations system for National Accounts (UNSNA) 
· National economy = consumption +investment + savings

· Women invisible in production results invisible in distribution of benefits (Marilyn Waring, 2003) 
· Measurement problems: services in informal sector, e-commerce, and other hidden economy
· Necessary to count the values that contributes to efficiency 


Challenges in Measurement

Consumption Boundary (UNSNA, 1993)

· Non-counting of the personal and domestic services provided by women inside the same household
· In subsistence household, there is no demarcation between production inside or outside the consumption boundaries
· The reproduction tasks done by government agencies or voluntary agencies are counted and paid
· “Indicators of Welfare” – uncounted tasks
· Location of production boundary is a compromise – to exclude all personal and domestic services by household members for their own consumption (Warling, 2003)

International labor Organization

“Production of economic goods and services includes all production and processing of primary products, including that for home consumption, with the provision that such production must be an important contribution to the total consumption of household.” (Waring, 2003: 36)

“Subsistence workers are those “who hold a self-employment job and in this capacity, produce goods and services which are predominantly consumed by their own household and constitute an important basis for its livelihood”

· Systematic measurement problem with boundaries …

Index of Sustainable Welfare (ISEW) – Herman Daly and John Cobb

Sustainability vs. Growth

· Personal consumption
· Distributional inequality
· Household labor services
· Consumer durables
· Services provided by highway and streets
· Improvement in health and education

Costs:
· Costs of communiting
· Costs of personal pollution control
· Cost of automobile accidents
· Costs of water, air, and noise pollution
· Losses of farmland, wetlands, 
· Depletion of non-renewable resources
· Long term environment damage
· Cost of ozone depletion
· Net capital growth 
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Preferences for Female Participation

· Highest preferences for female labor participation in Scandinavian countries, and in North America
· Traditional male breadwinner model in Eastern European countries, like Czechoslovakia

Policies Affecting FLF Participation

· Optima taxation – lowering the marginal tax to those individuals with high elastic labor supply
· Evidence of high marginal tax rates: reduce labor supply; (labor supply more elastic for females than for male, so high impact on female labor participation)
· Shift from equal treatment of families to equal treatment of individuals since 1970s (individual work incentives)
· Family based tax measures in some countries (joint, split) 
· Average rate of taxation of the household (as opposed to the second earner) had an income effect on the participation of the second earner 

Child Care Subsidies

· Justification of Child care subsidies
· Tax and benefits discourage female labor supply
· Excessive compression on wage structure
· Imperfections in credit markets

· Effects of child care subsidies: Increase female labor supply

· Reduce the effective tax burden on mothers

· A partial fix for the access to child care for mothers affected by compressed wage,

· Child development 

· Gender equity


· Reduction of effectiveness of child care subsidies
· Substitution effect: public child care support vs private child care
· Formal child care vs. informal child care
· 10% increase in mother’s employment vs. 19% increase in paid child care (Blau and Hagy, 1998)
· High quality market care vs. high quality free care (Michalopoulos, 1992) 


Child Care Subsidies vs. Benefits

· Child care subsidies: increase female labor supply
· Child care benefits: may reduce the labor supply
· Child benefits less desirable than child care subsidies though helps to reduce child poverty
· OECD countries spend 0.7% of GDP on formal child care (1999) – highest in Nordic countries and lowest in Asia pacific
· Child benefits average (7.5%)






Parental Leave

· Maternity, parental and child care leave; instruments for boosting female participation in labor market
· Paid parental leave increase employment rates in nine OECD countries
· Extended parental leave however, can deteriorate labor market skills, and damage future career paths and earnings
· The average paid leave in nine OECD countries in 26 weeks, and some countries have no paid leave (Australia, US, NZ)
· Variation in paid leave in different countries less than 3 months in UK, Ireland, Kapan, Turkey and Mexico

Working Time Arrangements

· Part time job as an integration of women in labor market
· Women (25-24 yrs.) in part time jobs in OECD – 25%
· Netherlands – 54%/ Austria, Japan, Switzerland and UK – 50/50%
· Preference for part time jobs in Austria, Germany, Ireland, Netherlands and UK
· Decline in part time jobs in Scandinavian countries over 20 years, while increase in other European countries
· Increase in part time jobs due to responsibilities to child care and elderly care

Determinants of Female Part Time Labor

· Gender roles
· Women’s educational level
· Tax incentives
· Available and affordability of child care
· Parental leave 

Motives for Part time employees

· Optimal staffing model (to match labor to a changing workload)
· Secondary labor market model (to get advantage of cheap labor or wen full time contracts benefit from high employment protection)
· Responsive firm model (to meet the need of the firms especially in female-dominated sectors)






Anti-Discrimination Laws

· Introduction of anti-discrimination laws to lower the gender pay gap (Australia, UK and US)
· Equal pay Act (1970)
· Sex discrimination Act (1975)
· Modest employment losses for women in US and Australia but not in UK
· Minimum wage laws (helpful when large % of women are at the bottom)

Women’s Decisions for Participation

· Labor market policies;
· High female unemployment rate vs. high male unemployment rate
· High welfare and other income support discourage employment and activity of low skilled people with low potential earnings
· Job search obligations (single mothers at the age of youngest child) 
· Labor market programs for “mother returners” (Australia)
· Excessive regulation of the service market discourages the female participation
· Affordable child care: immigration policies, school hours 

General Environment for Female Participation

· Mainland Nordic countries Austria and France
· Promote a model of full time female participation
· High participation of prime age women
· Northern Europe and Pacific countries
· High prevalence of part time work with low level of child support 
· Female participation rate: Germany and Swiss
· US and Canada and lower income countries
· Low level of child support and low-part time incidence
· Very high level of participation in US, Canada, Portugal and Czech Republic
· Very low level of participation in Korea, Mexico, Spain and Turkey 
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Feminist’s Critiques on CBT

· Assumption of equal power relations (Minow & Shanley, 1996) 
· Inadequate description on the nature f familial relationship especially the importance of communities in forming the ties
· Hold a negative view of state (state law regarding families)
· Denies public interest (if state should enforce child support responsibilities even if the parties do not agree) 

Rights based Theories

· State intervention to protect the rights of vulnerable individuals within families
· Public articulation to individual rights as a basis of familial relations
· Family and marriage institution constitute a pivot of societal system of gender
· State intervention to establish the power balance and to protect the dignity and freedom of individuals 

Feminist’s Critiques on RBT

· Danger of demanding protection in view of feminist claims of gender equality for equal treatment
· Hard balance between rights and responsibilities 
· Complex familial relationship: rights become problematic 

Community based Theories

· Acknowledge roles of state to promote good family institutions
· Positive view of state and family and negative view of untempted individuals market values
· Shared life of civic virtue
· Relationships of moral connection and dependency
· Martial relations to be based on tradition, and collective judgments 
· Focus on family stability allowing parents to be parents 

Critiques of CBT

· Hard consensus on “what is good” (Newman and White, 2012)
· Family stability in line with other goods: women’s equality
· Fear of social conservatives and community based theorists on declining of two-parent family
· Childhood problems linked with family stability 

Evolution of Family

· Traditional Family (heterosexual couple and their biological children)
· Natural, organization, hierarchical and indissoluble private association
· Wives under the protection of husbands not to be their own agents
· Father as the legal guardian exert full control over the children
· Amendment on common law in 19th century
· Legal rights to vote
· Woman’s access to labor market

Multiple Marriages

· Federal criminal code prohibit bigamy and polygamy
· Ontario Family Law Act recognized the polygamous marriage. If it is celebrated in jurisdiction that considers it valid
· Same rights for spouse in two different countries
· BC family relations act contradicting with Criminal code
· Issues of diversity prohibition of polygamy against Islamic culture
· Feminists’ critiques negative implications on women’s equality 

Family Law and Public Policy

· First National Divorce Act 1968
· Renewal in 1985 (No fault system) Martial breakdown as only ground of divorce 
· Feminist critiques
· Fault based system provided bargaining advantage for innocent spouse
· Current divorce laws

Family and Domestic Violence

· Common Law women under the protection of husbands, Men’s rights to correct women behavior and apprentices to children
· Rule of Thumb Husband’s authority to use violence to control his wife
· Martial rape included in criminal code
· Replacement the sexual assault for rape
· Structure of sexual assault based on the degrees of violence
· Non consensual sex touching
· Sexual act that do not involve penetration
· Defined the meaning of consent and reasonable steps to ensure consents



Non Cooperative Model

· Independent choice of individuals to spend in household goods, to work in home or in market to maximize his/her utility
· Direct process of negotiation and the nature of cooperation
Evolution of cooperation over time as the consequence of non cooperation
· Bot cooperative and non cooperative model based on “scientific empiricism”
· Attached to neoclassical standard of methodological individualism, gendered assumptions replaced by symmetrical treatment of men and women
· Bargaining models incorporate both men and women’s view of reality 

Critiques of Game theory

· Assumptions of people to have well defined utility functions 
· Internalized gender norms are hard to incorporate
· Little analysis of negotiation process
· No bargaining in bargaining models
· Only effective for using quantative data
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
