Labelling Theory (Howard S. Becker)
· All groups make social rules and at various times attempt to enforce them, and when a rule is broken the person who breaks it is seen as “special” 
· Rule compliance or rule non compliance
· Deviance is not a quality that lies in behaviour itself but in the interaction between the person who commits an act and those who respond to it 
· You are not a rule breaker until someone says you are
· Social groups create deciance by making the rules whose infraction constitutes deviance and by applying the rules to particular people and labeling them as outsiders.  Deviance is not a quality of the act a person commits, but rather a consequence of the application by others of rules and sanctions to an offender.  The deviant is one to whom the label has been successfully applied.  Deviant behaviour is behaviour that people so label.
· When you move into an organized group there are consequences: 1)more deviant groups rationalize behaviour rather than individuals, and 2)the individual carries on deviant behaviour with little problems 
Labelling Theory (Edwin Lemert)
· 2 types of deviance: Primary (first time you do something that is considered deviant by others), and Secondary (the behaviour continues and leads you to becoming a secondary deviant, and accepting who you are based on behaviour ie. A criminal)
· Steps: Primary DevianceGet caughtdo it againget caught again, face stronger and harsher penaltiesfurther deviation “this is what I do”strengthens deviant conduct”this is who I am”

· Once you label someone, you put limitations on that person 

Conflict Theory
· People believe we are pawns for the rich and powerful
· People who control power control definitions and who it is applies to
· Richard Quinney: Social Reality of Crime
-criminal law is an arm of a capitalist society
-everything defined as criminal is an ideology of crime constructed by the status quo
-when it involves people of influence or power, the government helps
-equality under the law is bullshit
1)official definition of crime – crime as a legal definition of human conduct is created by agents of the dominant class in a politically organized society
2)formulation definition of crime – definitions of crime are composed of behaviours that conflict with dominant class interests
3)applying definitions of crime – definitions of crime are applied by the power of class with power to apply them
4)how behavioural patterns develop in relation to definitions of crime – 4 specific action patterns: structured opportunities, learning experiences, interpersonal associations, self conceptions
5)constructing ideology of crime – dominant class broadcasts to the public at large what the penalties are, what the law is, etc., hegemony
6)constructing social reality of crime – Numbers 1-5 combined
