First conceptualization Qualitatively measured
 
Goodale and Bregha: Traditional and classical viewpoint of leisure in western society has largely evolved from ancient greece. “cultivation of self “ interpretation given by Aristotle - Goodale and Bergha “ Leisure is something that emphasizes and comes out of contemplation and enjoyment of self, in search of knowledge, debate, politics and cultural enlightenment. In reference to the work of plato and aristotle. “ freedom from the necessity of being occupied

Degrazia: Traditional and classical viewpoint of leisure: something that is divorced from time as a condition in a separate state from time.
Classical: Preper: Something that is an activity that is contemplative related his work to plato and aristotle 

Gray’s viewpoint of leisure: Leisure is an act of aesthetic, psychological, religious and philosophical contemplation  

Second conceptualization Quantitatively measured

⅓ of our time is leisure
Discretionary time view - free time

Many scholars claim that this viewpoint is the most important one. It is a quantitative viewpoint. “Leisure is the portion of time which remains when work and the basic requirement s of existence have been satisfied.”

Researched by faban - dynamics of change book: the impact of the industrialized revolution on leisure time.Many researches continue to research leisure through the discretionary viewpoint 

Third conceptualization tend to be quantitatively measured but can be qualitative

Lifestyle view

Veblen examined social class structure: how ruling class- theory of the leisure class

White, clarke and Gerstle have looked at correlation between leisure behaviour and different occupations and social status, level of education and correlation between leisure behavior and demographics, in their research they talk about the lifestyle viewpoint of leisure as being an important ne in determining leisure interests 

Fourth conceptualization Qualitatively measured 

The anti utilitarian viewpoint

Walter kerr: suggested that leisure is a state of mind that is a worthy and in itself. Leisure is something that is cognitive and comes from within, has meaning to the beholder. Different for anyone and everyone

Fifth conceptualization quantitative 

The non-work activity viewpoint

Berger: activities that carried out voluntarily in free time 

Summarization: according to this perspective, it refers to activities people engage in during their time apart from the obligation of work, family and society. 

Sixth conceptualization  Qualitative but can be quantitative in research
