Nike’s Girl Effect
-economic development in the global south 
Girl effect message 
-eduction: delays early marriage, reduces infant and maternal mortality 
-nike put $90 million dollars to support the advancement of the girl effect 
-if you invest in girls you get the benefits 
Trouble with the girl effect messages 
-no attention to power structures that shape girl’s lives
-power over girls 
-no links between girls of the global south and north 
-no attention to girls actually experiences of discrimination, violence inequalities 
-southern girlhoods vs northern girlhoods 
-seen as pitted against northern girls 
-uses images of privileged vs vulnerability 
-neoliberal ideology supersedes human rights discourse 
-powerful set of ideas 
-leaves no possibility for southern girls’ agency 
Impact of campaigns 
-affects actually girls lives 
-can harm actually people 
-global north empowerment vs. global south vulnerability 

Critique 
-who are the rescuers and who are the victims
-relationship of pity that is political 
Whats the problem?
-global north girls are urged to help less fortunate and ignore the ways same power domination impacts their lives in the global north 
--keeps girls opposed 
-doesn’t allow interconnections between the global south girls and the global north girls

-writes about violence about girls 
-FGM 

-knowledge is political 
Neoliberalism
-idea talking about to fix these girls 
ne·o-lib·er·al·ism
1. a modified form of liberalism tending to favor free-market capitalism.
"social and political issues surrounding neo-liberalism"

1. neoliberalism needs Actors who invest in notions of choice, individuality and autonomy 
2. neoliberalism Needs girls to think they can choose by buying stuff
3. neoliberalism needs to convinces you as an individual girls that you need to be resilient 
Choice 
-girls have power to make choices that are difficult 
-power makes choice difficult for differently situated girls 
-have a free market that replaces oversight so girls have to regulate themselves 
[bookmark: _GoBack]-girls then become both the problem and the solution for the economy 
Current lecture 
Malala
-is strong 
Education for all example:
-amplify education over all other issues 
See in this example:
-girls are the problem and the solution 
Education
Messaging: if only girls coul go to school and stay in school-they could become empowered girls like mala 
Image of mala:
-dual construction of girl
-victim of oppressive patriarchal culture 
-agent of potential, refuses to be silent, courageous, resilient 
Shenila Khoja-Moolji asks:
-questions about malala
Mala video 
-was shot on a school bus for going to school
-taliban is very used in Pakistan where Malala lives in swat
-malala has a compelling voice
-malala wants an education 
-oct 9th 2012, stopped school van and shot Malala (shot 3 bullets)
-hit her left eye 
-can not hear through left ear 
-she was listening to Justin Bieber at the time
-terrisosts aka Taliban misused the name of islam
-blasted school in only in swat 
-  “We realize the importance of our voices only when we are silenced.” 
-“One child, one teacher, one book, one pen can change the world.” 
-“When the whole world is silent, even one voice becomes powerful.”
-why are they stopping education for woman?
-because they are afraid of girls in education 
-those terrorists are afraid of woman 
-her dad did not cut her wings and let her fly
-education is the solution 
-malala won the noble peace prize

Malala combines discourses of education and empowerment 
-girls are threatened by poverty, disease,, violence and threats themselves 
-causes problems and holds the potential to solve the problems 
Malalas image:
-promote education 
-encourages girls to better themselves 
-active 
-fulfills a national obligation through individuals effort 
What does Khoja-Moodlji say is the “Malala effect”?
-stand as a symbol for all Pakistani girls 
-individualized in her courage 
-she is the expectation who succeds for all girls 
-an exceptional girl ‘
But there is a contradiction 
Contradiction:
-stand for all the oppressed Muslim girls and is the empowered girl who is not one of them 
Critique of Malala as contradiction is:
-emphasis on formal education, desire for success, ambition, courage 
-Dehistoricized 
Essentialist: education presented as the only ‘life script’ for girls who wish to be ‘empowered’
-no reference to context out of which is lives 
Disconnect
-mala the ideal figure we see in campaigns, at UN and on tv
-Malala is the actual girl who lives in Britain, goes to school, has friends and deals with the aftermath of her trauma 
Malala as a construction 
-how is malala put together for us 
-is it about education 
-malala is a construction, you put together from different knowledge of girls in the global south 
Concern:
-this way of seeing Malala pits empowered girls against Muslim girls
-empowered girls come into view only when they can be compared against what they are not
-what they are not is uneducated 
Empowered girls are not 
-what Muslims girls are 
-portrayal of Muslim girl is monolithic homogeneous and the other 
-harmful to actually Muslim girls because it disempowers them 
-intervention is necessary to rescue these girls 
This is why education for empowerment is ‘too simple’
-access to education 
-education for all 
-arguments are too simple for understanding girls of the global south 
-powerful campaign 
Ask yourself: does Malala
-actual change can happen when real lives come into view
