SLAVERY

Inscriptiones Latinae Selectae 8781 (Paphlagonia [Asia Minor]-[Turkey])

-In the 3rd year after the 12th consulate of Caeser Augustus [3 BCE]
-Paphlagonians swore this oath
-Pledge of total allegiance to the Emperor Caesar Augustus
-Pledging to be an informant to Caesar no matter whom it is
-Even to kill someone if need be or to lay down his life for Caeser
-If the person does anything to violate his obedience let his descendants and families be cursed forever

Roman Slavery

· Slaveholding society-Slaves were just like furniture to people’s homes, kind of a non-interesting entity that you paid no attention to or were not embarrassed in front of because you had no respect for them. Slaves were not unique to Rome. Society wasn’t able to function without slaves.
-Debt slaves are exactly what they sound like, except they had more rights. 
-Most likely close to millions in the height of ancient civilization.
