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Globalization first appeared in the 40’s but wasn't publicly known until 50 years later
Ohmae’s The End of The Nation State and Friendman’s The Lexus and the Olive Tree left readers with the impression that globalization was spreading the logic of capitalism and Western values by eradicating local traditions and national cultures
Globalization: Myriad forms of connectivity and flows linking the local(and national) to the global -as well as East to West, North to South

2010 FIFA World Cup
Global-Local dynamics: National teams playing in South African stadiums in front of a mixture of local and global spectators as well as virtual global audiences watching games on TVs and other digital devices
Financial issues are also equally global-local
South Africa used US $3.5 bill but $1.6 bill was raised in sponsorship revenue
In the end FIFA pocketed $1 billion pushing its revenues to $4 billion

Diego Forlàn and Shakira
Forlàn was born into a football playing family in Montevideo, and sent to English speaking schools
Older sister was paralyzed in a car accident.  He decided to earn money to support his family/ hospital bills he would become a professional soccer player
Set up a foundation in his sisters name.  He used his global celebrity status to denounce dangerous driving
He led national team to 4th place finish at the World Cup
Won Golden Ball for best player for World Cup
Took part in globalization by providing entertainment for local and global audiences while large part of his football identity remained firmly linked to their contracted clubs in global cities around the world.
Shakira was born in Columbia to NYC father with an Arabic background, and mother of Spanish-Catalan descent
Very talented with languages and was fluent in many
Personal background and style of music can be characterized as “hybridization” (mix of different cultural elements and styles)
2010: top female superstar in global entertainment business
At the FIFA event she wore an African dress made by and Italian designer
Both celebrities were a part of a multilingual upbringing
They are products and catalysts of globalization processes




Towards a definition of globalization
Globality: Signifies social condition characterized by tight global economic, politic, cultural, and environmental interconnections and that that make most of the currently existing borders and boundaries irrelevant
Signifies future social condition thats destined to give way to new constellations
Conceivable that globality will eventually transform into “planitarity”(new social condition brought about by successful colonization of our star system)
Globalization applies to a set of social processes that appear to transform our present social condition of conventional nationality into one of globality 
Affirmation of globalization implies 3 assertions:
We are slowly leaving behind condition of modern nationality that gradually unfolded from the 18th century
Were moving towards new condition of post modern globality
We have not yet reached it
Global Imaginary: Concept referring to people growing consciousness of global connectivity
People living in different parts of the world are affected very differently by this gigantic transformation of social structures and cultural zones
Globalization: Intensification of worldwide social relations which link distant localities in such a way that local happenings are shaped by events occurring many miles away
Globalization: A process that embodies a transformation in the spatial organization of social relations and transactions generating transcontinental or interregional flows and networks of activity, interaction and the exercise of power
Globalization: Compression of the world and the intensification of consciousness of the world as a whole 
4 additional qualities at the core of globalization:
Involves the creation of new social networks and the multiplication of existing connections that cut across traditional political, economic, cultural and geographical boundaries 
Expansion and the stretching of social relations, activities and connections
The intensification and acceleration of social exchanges and activities
Globalization processes don't occur merely on an objective, material level but they also involve the subjective plane of human consciousness 
Globalization: Expansion and intensification of social relations and consciousness across world time and world space
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The Prehistoric Period
Nomads lost out to settles tribes, chiefdoms, and powerful states based on agricultural food production
Decentralized, egalitarian nature of hunter and gatherer groups were prefaced by centralized and highly stratified patriarchal social structures headed by chiefs and priests who were exempted from hard manual labour
Best way to characterize the dynamic of this earliest phase of globalization: “divergence”: People and social connections stemming from single origin but moving and diversifying greatly over time and space

The Pre-modern Period (3500 BCE-1500 CE)
Wheel spurred crucial infrastructural innovations such as animal-drawn carts and permanent roads that allowed for faster and more efficient transportation of people and goods
Towards the end of the premodern period, existing global trade network consisted of several interlocking trade circuits that connected the most populous regions of Eurasia and NE Africa
Sprawling network if economical and cultural exchange triggered massive waves of migration which led to further population increase and rapid growth of urban centres
Cultural Clashes: Religions with only local significance were transformed into major world religions
High population density and more intense social interaction = new infectious diseases (e.g. bubonic plague killed 1/3 of China, Middle East and Europe)

The Early Modern Period (1500-1750)
Europeans north of the Alps benefitted from diffusion of technological innovations from Islam and China
Strengthening globalization tendency: New values of individualism and unlimited material accumulation 
Monarchs of Spain, Portugal, Netherlands, France and England all put significant resources into exploration of new worlds and construction of new interregional markets that benefitted them more more than their “trading partners”
Early 1960’s: National joint stock companies (Dutch, British East India) founded for express purpose of setting up profitable overseas trade posts
As these corporations grew in size and stature, they acquired power to regulate most intercontinental economic transactions
Implemented social institutions and cultural practices that enabled later colonial governments to place these foreign regions under direct political rule 

The Modern Period (1750-1980s)
Europeans and descendant on other continents took it upon themselves to assume role of worlds guardians of civilization and morality
They were oblivious to their racist practices and appalling conditions of inequality

The Contemporary Period (From the 1980’s)
The best way to label the latest globalization wave: Convergence: Different and widely spaced people and social connections coming together more rapidly than before
Unprecedented development of horizontal networks of interactive communication that connected the local and global was made possible through worldwide diffusion of the Internet, wireless communication, digital media, and online social networking tools
Globalization is not a single process but a set of processes that operate simultaneously and unevenly on several level and in various dimensions
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The Political Dimension of Globalization
Political Globalization: Intensification and expansion of political interrelations across the globe

The Modern Nation-State System
Origins can be traced back to 17th century political developments in Europe
1648: Peace of Westphalia concluded series of religious wars among European powers following Protestant Reformation
Newly formed sovereignty and territoriality, ensuing model of self-contained, impersonal states challenged medieval mosaic of small polities in which political power tended to be local and personal in focus but still subordinated to a larger imperial authority
Westphalia model contained the following:
The world consists of and is divided into sovereign territorial states which recognize no superior authority
The processes of law-making, the settlement of disputes, and law enforcement are largely in the hands of individual states
International law is oriented to the establishment of minimal rules of co-existance; the creation of enduring relationships is an aim, but only to the extent that it allows state objectives to be met
Responsibility for cross-border wrongful acts is a ‘private matter’ concerning only those affected
All states are regarded as equal before the law, but legal rules do not take account of asymmetries of power
Differences among states are often settled by force; the principle of effective power holds away.  Virtually no legal fetters exist to curb the resort to force; international legal standards afford only minimal protection 
Centuries following piece of West Phalia saw further centralization of political power, expansion of state administration, development of professional diplomacy, and successful monopolization of means of coercion in the hands of the state.
Mature expression at the end of World War II in US President Woodrow Wilson's famous "Fourteen Points" based on the principle of national self-determination
assumption that all national identity should be given their territorial expression in sovereign "nationstate" proved to be extremely difficult to enforce in practice
lent some legitimacy to those radical Ethnonationalist forces that pushed worlds main powers into another war of the world proportions
Wilsons commitment to nationstate coexisted with internationalist dream of establishing a global system of collective security under auspices of new international organization, the league of Nations
1945: giving international cooperation was realized with founding of UN
1970's: globalization tendencies grew stronger it became clear that international Society of separate states was rapidly turning into global web of political interdependencies that challenged forms of national sovereignty
1990's: Bush pronounced dead the Westphalian model by announcing birth the New World order whose leader no longer respected idea that cross-border wrongful acts were a matter concerning only those states affected
Does this mean that the modern nation-states system is no longer viable?

The Demise of the Nation-State 

Most consider political globalization a secondary phenomenon driven by more fundamental economic and technological forces
argue that politics has been rendered almost powerless by unstoppable techno techno economic juggernaut that will crash all government attempts to reintroduce restrictive policies and regulations

Pronouncing rise of "borderless world" Hyperglobalizers seek to convince public that globalization inevitably involves decline of bounded territory as a meaningful concept for understanding political and social change
suggests political power is located in global social formations and expressed through global networks rather than through territorially based states
argue nation states already lost dominant role in global economy
as territorial divisions become more irrelevant, states are less capable of determining the direction of social life within borders
example; global capital markets dwarf ability to control exchange rates or protect currency, nation states become vulnerable to discipline imposed by economic choices made elsewhere, where they have no practical control
insist that minimalist political order of future determined by regional economies linked together in seamless global web of production and exchange
Group of globalization questioners disagree:
Highlights central role of politics in unleashing forces of globalization, especially through successful mobilization of political power
Rapid expansion of global economic activity can be reduced neither to natural law of market nor to development of computer technology 
Originated with political decisions to lift international restrictions on capital made by neoliberal government in the 1980s and 1990s
Insist on continued relevance of conventional political units, operating either in form of modern nation-states or global cities

Recent economic developments (ex: trade liberalization and deregulation) significantly constrained set of political options open to states
E.g. much easier for capital to escape taxation and other national policy restrictions
Global markets always weakens size of government to set independent national policy objectives and impose own domestic standards
The government can still take measures to make economies more/less attractive t  global investors 
Nation states ave retained control over education, infrastructure, and population movements
Immigration control (and population registration and monitoring) often cited as most notable exception to general trend toward global integration 
Government seeks to restrict population flows

Political Globalization and Global Governance

Chinese provinces and US states established permanent missions and points of contact
International cooperation on municipal level is rise of powerful city networks like World Association of Major Metropolises-they develop cooperative ventures dealing with common local issues across national borders
Global cities like Tokyo and NY tend to be more closely connected than to many cities in home countries
Regional level: extraordinary production of multilateral organizations and agreements 
Regional clubs and agencies sprung up across world and leads some observers to speculate that they'll eventually replace nation-states as basic unit of government
E.g. European Community began in 1950 wth French Foreign Minister Robert Schuman’s modest plan to create supernatural institutions charged with regulating French and German coal and steel production
Global level: government fired number of international organizations (UN, NATO, WTO)
Legal membership open to states only
Decision making authority lies with representatives from national government
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Countries
International Studies: Studying things between nations by looking how different countries relate to and deal with each other economically, politically, culturally and militarily
International Public Spaces: Unclaimed by any country (Antartica, High Seas)

Countries have 4 basic elements:
Territory and Resources
Physical environment defined by borders: Territory and natural resources
Most important natural resource: water, food crops, other plants, animals, timber, useful rock and minerals
Top countries by territorial size (2010): Russia, Canada, US, Brazil, Australia
Population: Peoples and Nations
Countrys population can be highly unified and quite similar (racial and ethnic background, cultural backgrounds, languages spoken, beliefs and behaviours) ex. Japan or Iceland
Countrys population might also be highly diverse 
Immigrant Societies: Countries populated by waves of immigrants (Australia, Canada, Israel, US)
Nation: Group of people that sees itself as belonging together in some meaningful sense as a  unit and having its own identity
Nation has shared characteristics:
Racial or ethnic background
Common language
Shared historical experiences ad memories
religious beliefs and cultural practices
Nationalism: Drive of a nation to get its own state
Inspires people, creates deep sense of belonging and identity 
Also cause numerous wars ad armed conflicts 
Population is highly valuable to countries as a source of labour an talent.  
Core Infrastructure: Every country must concern itself with these needs
Culture: High and Low
Culture: How people live, think, and behave
High Culture: Especially good quality, or enduring merit, thought to represent the very best and most meaningful pieces of culture
Low Culture: More common or widespread forms of belief and behaviour, such as dietary practices, popular music and books, sports, ways of speaking and dressing
Secular: Non religious belief systems
Culture defines what a country thinks and feels, what it does and how it behaves
Culture can serve to unite like minded countries but can also divide countries and cause war
Non-State Actors: Non governmental grouping or institutions (business corporations, charities, churches, fan clubs, sports leagues)
Non Governmental Organization/NGOs: Most charitable non-state actors
Social Movements: Broad based and widely dispersed groups of people devoted to certain cause (e.g. environment)
Interest Groups: Share similar shape, but more highly organized and politically involved
Most influential and important non-state actors are:
Multinational Corporations: Big businesses with multiple units in multiple countries 
Aid and development charities or NGOs
Social movements or international interest groups [those connected with peace, health, human rights, and environmental issues]

Terrorist Group: armed group deliberately using violence against Citizens in hopes that the resulting spread of fear amongst people will further narrow political agenda
Insurgent Forces: revolutionary armed groups committed to violent overthrow of the government
Private Militias: armed groups that are not part of any countries official military. They either have private political agenda or sell military services to highest better

The State: Government and its powers
State: Government of a country
Group responsible for making and enforcing rules that regulate collected life of people and making an orderly social life possible on given territory
Government makes rules and enforce them with police the arm and train national military forces to protect society from external attack and to keep peace internally
The government decides what is legal and what is not
With taxation, they have enough financial resources to realize their will
Set standards for immigration and membership
Interstate System: prevailing order of international affairs, specifically regarding how countries relate to each other
Contemporary interstate system has origins in European history, and through European colonialism and imperialism, spread to cover whole world
Privatized: sold to for-profit companies

State formation in Europe
Need for government began after earliest human stopped being nomadic hunter gatherers
Nomadic hunter gatherers: moving from site to site in pursuit of animals for food
First agricultural settlement; people realize they could effectively raise their own food instead of chasing it
City states: tiny cities, usually on coasts or waterways, ruled by local/municipal governments
Empire
Empire: System of governance forged in military conquest
Metropole: “mother city”, “Hub of Empire”
Colonies: Conquered and subjected lands 
Substantial inequality between metropole and colony, and determinate and subjugation of latter by former, are essence of empire
Metropole conquers colony by force
Also offers military protection to colony
Metropole usually has to invent in colony (physical infrastrcuter-roads)
Investments highly selective and mainly designed to maximize extractive agenda of metropole
Metropoles sometimes offer citizenship rights to attract best and brightest from clones to metropole
At heart of logic of empire is growth and success of metropole.  Exchange for benefits of military protection and being part of empire=people must offer to metropole:
Political allegiance, taxes and financial tributes, local troops to help with protection and defence of colony
Brain Drain: Best and brightest people from colony seek better opportunities within heart of metropole =the colony suffers from this 
Roman Empire was one of the most successful 
The rise and collapse of the Roman Empire contributed substantially to start formation in Europe. Taught them how to do things (military, trade)
Cosmopolitan Governance:  At odds with modern nation-state 

Westphalia 
Treaty of Westphalia: National leaders of Europe got together to make a deal for peace
Man credits this as forming real birth of modern interstate system
“Lets stop trying to kill ourselves over our religious differences”
People will decide on their own what religion they want to have
Modus Vivendi: Way to live; Something we can all live with, even if its not our preference 
State-Centric: Place countries or nation-state at heart of international affairs and at centre of global system of power and order

Sovereignty and Territory
Political Sovereignty: Right of a group of people to rule themselves 
Political: power
Polis: Group of people living together as an ongoing community
Sovereignty: Entitlement to rule, power of a king; self ruling 
Political sovereignty is most basic right of a country in modern international law and global affairs; right of a country to make its own laws and to govern itself 
Territorial Integrity
Territory: Community or country has a right to some liable territory and is considered to be the general owner of all natural resources on/above its land 
Integrity: Groups right not to have other countries invade its territory or attempt to take its resources 

Spread of State Formation from Europe Throughout the World
With Westphalia, European interstate system was formed and nation states agreed to deal with each other in terms of values of political sovereignty and territorial integrity
Westphalian System
European colonialism and imperialism drove the world to share same structure
Established interstate system where:
Countries are major players in international affairs
They must deal with each other on the basis of political sovereignty and territorial integrity 

End of European Imperialism
Rivalries between European empires
They engaged in fierce competition to see who had the biggest, richest and most powerful empire
Treaty of Versailles: Ended Great War, broke up German, Austro-Hungarian, and Turkish empires
Steep terms of punishment and reparations payments placed on Germany.  Hitler promised to tear up TOV, re- conquer lost lands of German Empire, and grow German economy through military build-up, modernization
Decolonization: 1945-1975
2 wars resulted in too much damage and costs that Europe had to shed their colonies
Old European colonies became independent nation-states

North vs. South
The North: Countries in Northern hemisphere, above Earths equator
Lower rates of crime, poverty and unemployment
More stable government and social peace
Longer life expectations
The South: Countries south of the equator 
Less wealthy, less educated
High emigration than immigration
Political instability  
Imperialism and colonialism are reasons why North is so advantaged and why south is so disadvantaged 

The West vs. The Rest
Civilized: Urban, wealthy, educated, well mannered
Uncivilized: Rural, poor, uneducated
Civilization: Pervasive culture/way of life shared by many countries
Tends to have same/similar systems of law and government, economic organization, patterns of living and settlement 
Western civilization has 2 meanings
1. simple geographical reference to western Europe and the colonies it created
2. much more important reference to shared values, regarding how to run society 
Core ideals of West are commonly the following:
1. Individualism: Every individuals human rights to life, liberty and pursuit of happiness&in contrast yo civilization in which primary unit of c concern might be family, nation and job of individual is to fit and contribute
2. Limited, Demographic Government: Gov. is servant of people, kept under control by written constitutions, rule of law, checks and balances
Democracy: Free and fair regular public elections when theres one person, one vote and majority rules
3. Free Market Capitalism: Capitalism: Economic system that:
a. allows for private-property ownership
b. allows business people the freedom to set up their own businesses and to keep some of the profits they earn for themselves
c. Encourages trading between buyer and seller as means of distributing g/s 
d. Uses money as means of exchange 
e. Features a court system of public laws for peaceful handling and non-violent resolution of economic disputes 
Communism: State owns and controls everything, and private profit motive is not so central, because state taxes back all gains for its own public purposes 
Barter exchange: good for good, favour for favour, non money exchanges 
Forced exchange: use of violent coercion to conquer and control means of economic production
4. Civil society: All associations of people that aren't official government grouping or institutions 
Authoritarian Regimes: State doesn't allow other institutions to rival its influence and prestige & outlaws them or keeps resources low 
Secularization: lack of religious belief 

Relevance of Civilizational Differences: Huntingdon’s “Clash of Civilization” 
World civilization differs because of their core beliefs, their structures of government and how people lead their daily lives 
Cold War:  Multi-generational global showdown between US and USSR
US and Russia were the 2 big winners in WWII
They didn't trust each other 
US: Free market, capitalist/democracy
Russia: Police state, planned or command economy communism 
Proxy Wars: US would not support one side and Russia would not support the other 
Mutually Assured Destruction: US and Russia never fought directly because they were both nuclear powers, and each feared total destruction at hands of other nuclear arsenal 
US eventually won the war.  Russia's not for profit, command and control economy wouldn't out produce American capitalist economy over long term.
Russia fell broke trying to keep up with the US’s military spending 
Crusades: Christianity vs Islam
Huntingdon’s theory predicted that with lots of historical and geographical flashpoint contact but with maximal distance on values and practices, next war involving Western powers would be in Middle East, against countries where majority are Arab & Islamic 
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Policy: How a community should run and why
Domestic Policy: The way ones national community is or should be governed 
Foreign Policy: The way one country does or should relate to other countries and their national government around the world 
How one should best relate to ones neighbouring countries and o ones allies and opponents around the world

Power: The ability of a country to get what it wants
Hard Power: bucks and bullets 
Soft Power: Ones ability to get others to think the way one does
Cultural influence and impact of ones culture and values around the world 
Great Powers: Those countries with richest economic and largest armed forces
Permanent members of the UN Security Council main peace and stability around the world 
Both hard and soft power, both military and economic capability 

Middle Powers: Have a level of influence and capability in between that of great and small powers 
Northern/Western, developed and quite wealthy societies but lack population size, military force, cultural impact and ambition to become great powers
Likeminded and mutually supportive 

Small Powers: Developed or developing, in North or South, and only have small degree of impact on international decision making and global life 
Population, economy and militaries are too small to influence globally 

Rogue: Undisciplined, irresponsible or unpredictable actions 
Bad International Citizen: Refuses to play well with neighbours, and creates trouble and instability on an international scale 
E.g. some state government support terrorist groups by giving them weapons or safe haven
Iran: government committed to extreme version of Islam-supports some terrorist groups 
North Korea: Has nuclear weapons and leadership is insecure and unpredictable
Sells weapons to anyone who is willing to pay
Containment Strategy: Attempt to handle and control an outlaw country by fencing them in to minimize damage they can do
Used if a country is too dangerous to confront otherwise 
Positive Incentives: More power, more recognition, more cash
Negative Incentives: Threats to withhold coach or use military force 
Confrontation: If containment measures fail, depending on danger, confrontation can be considered

Failed State: Government exists but can no longer effectively govern its people or provide for their basic needs
Failed states often produced by ways and often cause wars as groups fight over state 
Also cause by desperate poverty, internal corruption or fear of widespread diseases and outbreaks 
Refugee Flows: People, struggling to escape poverty, flee failed state for other safer countries 

Emerging Powers
China
Emerging Power: Country who's economic and/or military stature is increasing
As Chinese economy grows, average Chinese consumer has more money to spend, with result of sellers of goods looking to sell in Chinese market
Diaspora: Spread or dispersion of vast numbers of emigrants to other countries
China has a lot of emigrants but they send a portion of their wages to their families in China which helps Chinas overall economy position
India and Pakistan
British administered India and Pakistan together as single unit as part of British Empire until 1947 then partitioned and made operate countries after WW2
Pakistan lacks political stability and is home to many radical Islamic groups and border it shares with Afghanistan is one of the worlds most dangerous places
Indias economy is starting to grow and marge middle class of consumer is emerging
India enjoys financial benefits of having large diaspora of ethnic Indians around the word who have done well for themselves and are favourable disposed towards one country
However, India still suffers from extreme poverty and doesn't have large territory relative to its population
Germany
Largest nation by territory and population in Europe, has Europe’s largest national economy 
Limits to Germany’s growing influence include:
Lack of military strength
Relatively small territory compares with that of great powers like Russia, China, US
Must contend with other EU members who don't always see things the same way Germany does

Declining Powers
Russia
Declining Powers: Nations who's impact on world stage are diminishing 
Russia is not as influential and dominant since the Cold War
Cold War: Multi generational global showdown between US and USSR
Only recently Russia achieved political and economic stability but nowhere near international strength and influence it held wen rivalled with US as other superpower during Cold War
America
During cold war, world was bipolar: 2 powerful countries, each dominating separate sphere of influence 
Unipolar Moment: When USSR collapsed in 90’s a period where there was only one polar power, one centre of global political gravity
Hyperpower: Striding planet like global giant 
As rich and powerful America is, its clear that countries like China, India and Germany are getting ticker but its unclear for US
US heavily depends on other countries 

The Goals of Foreign Policy in General
Any country foreign policy must address 2 fundamental issues:
1. What is the goal of its relations with each and any other country?
2. What are the means it should use to achieve its goal?

Realism: Objective of countries foreign policy should be to advance its own national interests
National Interests: Those things that benefit or enhance position of a country, they boil down to ingredients of hard and soft power 
Do whats best for your society in terms of natural resources, and augmenting cultural and political influence around the world

Unconstrained Maximizer: Must always put our own interest at forefront in very obvious, unconcealed, aggressive way
People often turned of by unconstrained maximizers, decreases the ability of them getting what they want
Constrained Maximization: Ones motives are fundamentally selfish but hides it behind a policy of negotiation, compromise and reasonableness 

Assurance Problem: Fundamentally, countries cant trust each other
Too many differences between them , their world views, interests and strategies and their histories, experiences and cultures
No effective world government to help them align their policies & countries have nobody to reply on except themselves
Internationally, no guarantee of good behaviour from others 

Idealism: View that your goal as a country when dealing with others, ought to be to do your part and make the world a better place

National Security: One country and group , and self-centerdness is clear
For realists, this is about strengthening the nation and providing protection for it, done mainly with strong and capable military force
Human Security: Universal, transitional implication: concern is for all humanity and not merely one subgroup within it
Focuses on:
Healthcare spending (hard to feel secure when you're sick)
Education spending (hard to feel secure when you're illiterate)

Multilateral: Many sided
Unilateral: One sided
Idealists response to realists assurance problem is that countries should take multiplayer approaches to international problems
Instead of doing it on your own, join others so that everyone can help each other 

Idealists portray realists as unprincipled, selfish, ruthless, jaded and cynical
Realists character idealists as utterly unrealistic, naive and out of touch with the way the world is
Realists see themselves as having factual knowledge while idealists have theoretical beliefs 

Diplomacy: Attempt to persuade another country to adopt your view and act accordingly. Might involve talking, negotiating, lobbying
Embassy: Official resident of your country ambassador: in charge of representing interests of their home country in host country
Consulates: Smaller diplomatic offices

Positive Incentive: Use of money
Negative Incentive: Imposing fines on a country, withholding ongoing payment to country, refusing to trade, imposing economic sanctions
Economic incentives in an effort to gain leverage on another country and influence them to do what you want 

Sanctions
Stepping it up a notch in terms of hostility and displeasure you're willing to show relations with another country
Small sanctions include most symbolic actions like withdrawing ambassador from other country or closing embassy entirely, or expelling target countries diplomats from your country
Targeted Sanctions: Measures of punishment, non-cooperation, and interest thwarting aimed at hurting only the elite decision-makers in target country
E.g. 1994: US slapped targeted sanctions on leaders of military coup in Haiti
Coup leaders had American bank accounts and assets frozen 
Coup leaders and families couldn't enter US
Daughter of coup leave studying in US and American visa revoked and was deported
Goal of such measures is to punish and to be discriminate in whom one is punishing
Sweeping Sanctions: Measures of punishment an non-cooperation that either deliberately target or at least directly affect the majority of citizens in target country
Embargos on Trade:  Refusal to trade with any part/person of target country 
Cause more harm to punishing countries than to target countries 
By preventing much trade and this decreasing wealth and income[image: ]
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Goal of International Law: order relations between nation-states through rational, predictable and mutually beneficial rules of conduct
International Organizations: Institutions created to uphold international law 
Inter-Governmental Organizations: Creations of national government designed to help coordinate behaviour and solve common problems facing modern government from trade disputes to cross-border organized crime 
Non-Governmental Organizations: Not created by national government but by private individuals or interest groups trying too improve international like (e.g. ed Cross, Doctors without Borders)

Origins of International Law 
Treaty of Westphalia (1648): Most experts claim this is when international law was given birth
Peace treaty that brought an end to Thirty Years War, a battle of religious between European Catholics and Protestants
European leaders came together to make a peace deal
Deal came with mutual acknowledgement that neither side in religious conflict could fully kill off other and agreement that it should be left up to government of each country to decide which religion would prevail in its own state 

The Two Core Principles of International Law 
Political Sovereignty:  Right of a group f people to rule themselves; Most basic right of a country in modern international law; Right of a country to make its own laws and to govern itself provided that it respects right of all other countries do the same
Territorial Integrity: Country has a right to some liveable territory and is considered to be general “owner” of all natural resources on, under, or above its land; Groups right not to have other countries invade its territory and try to take its resources 

International Law, Defined 
International Law: Comprises all agreements and undertaking that different people or nations make between themselves, presumably for mutual benefit, sums of all treaties between countries 
Treaty: Contractual deal between countries, a promise to do something
Other sources of international law other than treaties:
Custom
General principles of law
International legal decisions
Custom: Habitual practice
If countries behaved a certain way for a long time, they're accepting a law-like rule to adhere to that way
Laws of the Sea: Regulate shipping across oceans and such
General Principles of Law: Most elemental rules continued in national or domestic legal systems the world over (e.g. rules against theft and murder)
International courts that make decisions on international cases brought before them and devotions become part of international law and help shape future decisions, ensuring consistency and predictability in these rules 
Learned lawyers, judges, and professors of international law write expert, peer-approved articles and books on various aspects of international law 

The Process of Treaty-Making 
Detailed deal and contractual agreement becomes a clearly worded treaty
Usually produced after years of negotiation, fact finding, deal making
Guidance from powerful officials
Once deal is made and agreed by countries involved, treaty’s drafted and approved by international lawyers from both societies 
Form Singing Ceremony: Especially if treaty is important topic’ Ceremony is public, political event, great photo opportunity with everyone smiling and shaking hands
Signature represents head of states promise to take this treaty back to their country and then either treat it like the law straight away or introduce the treaty as a bill that needs to be turned into a law under countries national or domestic constitutional procedure for turning a bill into a law 

Kinds of Treaty
Bilateral Treaty: Two sided; denotes a treaty between 2 countries 
Multilateral Treaty: Many sided; refers to any agreement between 3+ countries 
Regional Multilateral Treaty: Negotiated by 3+ counties in a close, covert geographical region
Global Multilateral Treaty: Negotiated by all, or almost all, countries in the world 
Canada-US Free Trade Agreement (FTA): 1989; example of bilateral treaty
Deals with trade of g/s across Canada-US border
NAFTA: 1994; example of regional multilateral treaty between Canada, US and Mexico on the flow of g/s between these 3 countries
Charter of the United Nations: Example of global multilateral treaty; deal founding UN and detailing its branches and how they should work 

Technical vs. Economic vs. Political Treaties
Technical Treaties: Those that deal with practice issues of very little political controversy
Addresses thinks like how many gets transported across borers, how luggage is handled on international flights, how radio waves should be distributed
Very detailed, little political controversy and pertain to matters hat everyone has a clear interest in seeing run smoothly and efficient 
Political Treaties: More controversial since they have deeper implication for how society runs itself
E.g. International human rights treaties are much more contentious and hard to negotiate successfully 
Economic Treaties: In between, in terms of controversy 
E.g. trade agreements (like Canada US FTA)
They are contentious because they can have implications for how the government collects tastes and what kinds of goods can be sold to its people
But if every country can come to see they they will benefit in some concrete was from a deal, common sense and rationality will typically win

Enforcement of Treaties
Enforcing international law can be problematic
Some believe international law doesn't deserve the term law because theres no effective world government to back it up and enforce it 
Regard for international laws get stronger over time because:
Countries have substantial self interest in keeping promises they make.  If they don’t, they get reputation for defaulting on their commitments and other countries will refuse to deal with them, limiting the power and benefits accessible to them

International Organization
The League of Nations
1919 after WW1: League of Nations (first IOs and IGOs) was founded 
First serious attempt at true global governance was a project of American pres. Woodrow Wilson
He hoped the league would move humanity towards cooridnated, worldwide solutions to international problems
Hampered from the start, US refused to join

League condemned fascist Germany and imperial Japan for aggressive invasions in 30s and they withdrew from the league
From experience, international institutions don't work well without support of great powers
WW2 in 1939-League collapsed and first attempt at global government failed 
The United Nations
US Democratic pres. Franklin Roosevelt and Harry Truman tried to create international body charged with global government 
Founded in San Fran in 1945: UN headquartered in NY 
Only national governments could become UN members 
UN advances global government but its crucial o note that its not a world government
UN budget comes from donations/contributions of national governments 
Goals of UN
Prevent war and secure peace 
Help realize everyones human rights 
Serve as a symbol of our common and evolving humanity 
UNs Parts and Functions
General Assembly (GA)
Heart of UN-every nation (192) is a GA member 
Inclusive club, equality shines because smallest country votes the same as the biggest
Resolutions passed by GA are generally non-binding(not mandatory) on member states.
GA raises and allocated UN’s budget and remains broadly accountable for overall aim and direction of UN
GA meets regularly-heaviest schedule during late fall
GA is one of the very few international institutions where countries in Global South have majority say
The Security Council (UNSC)
Tasked with maintaining international peace and security
Resolutions passed by UNSC are generally binding(mandatory) on all member-states 
UNSC has power to declare thrall to international peace and security and structure a response to it
E.g. possible response: mandate all UN members impose sanctions on threatening country (done with Iraq)
Another possible response: authorize peace-making mission:Designed to impose peace on warring nation (UN tired to do so in early 90s during civil war)
Response involving peace making decision: Opposing sides have halted hostilities but require neutral body to separate forces and keep peace while they negotiate terms of final ceasefire ad broader peace agreements
UN peace keeping has been more successful that UN peace making
With peacekeeping, peace of sorts has already been achieved by sides in question
With peace making, UN must intervene in a hot war and try to force a settlement to which at least one side or possible all disagrees
UN succeeded in some peacekeeping missions (Middle East, and Southeast Asia)-received Nobel Peace Price in 1988
Success depends on quality and funding on UN forces and local situation 
UNSC only meets when there is a threat to international peace and security
15 members, 9 votes are needed for resolution to pass
Critics
Only China is a developing nation amongst current UNSC permanent members
Some feel at least 1 islamic country should be permanent
Some feel UNSC should be expanded so every continent has at least 1 country as a permanent member 
1990s: Brazilian effort to pass reform measure that following countries would become new, permanent members with vetoes: Brazil, Germany, Egypt, Japan, Indonesia, Nigeria
Got some support but ultimately failed 
Huge problem: Any of 5 permanent members are entitled to veto proposed changes and usually one or all have serious problems with reform proposals
Expanding UNSC=less power for them
Realist tells us not to expect UNSC to reform anytime soon
The Secretariat 
Comprises all employees and civil servants un UN system (63 000)
Salaries paid in tax free USD
UN offices globally but denser concentration in NY, Geneva, Paris
Head of UN organization: secretary general (SG)-chief exec officer of UN system - responsible for running UN on daily basis and for personnel/bureaucratic decisions
Called upon to help nations use UN system to help solve problems
Nominated by UNSC, permanent 5 must support him
Holds office for 5 years, may be renewed 
SG has the power to force the UNSC to meet to discuss a problem
The World Court
Judicial branch of UN aka International Court of Justice (ICJ)
15 judges-serve 9 year terms and must be approved by both UN Security Council and GA
Hears cases brought voluntarily by member states-looking for neutral expert opinion on complex issues between 2 states
Only state governments can bring suits to ICJ
ex: 1992, ICJ settled border dispute between El Salvador and Honduras
Lacks Enforcement power and can only issue decisions
Decisions have some moral authority-parties in lawsuit voluntarily agreed to submit dispute to court
ICJ not always used, countries prefer to settle disputes on their own 
The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC)
In charge of helping coordinate economic and social policies among member countries of UN
54 members, each one has vote but no veto
Members serve 3 year terms and are elected for membership within GA
Very effective and powerful part of UN system-some of greatest successes come from here
Issues they deal with include: access to food, child welfare, drug control)
The Autonomous Agencies
Report through ECOSOC back to GA
Focus on achieving high concrete progress in measurable ways, on issues of little political controversy and with clean practice relevance 
The Trustee Council
Closed shop
Set up in 1946 to aid European Decolonization through Africa, Asia, and Latin America
Became defunct in 1994 after Namibia became independent 

UN Pros and Cons 
UN has amazing practical and technical success tories
Children become literate and educated, refugees staved from starvation, international trade increased and grown wealth worldwide
UN is a slave to sovereign stats which compose it and generally only works ell when great powers want it to work

The European Union (EU)
International institution with clearer record of success
Regional, multilateral organization centred in Europe and help together with array of treaties, organizations and increasingly shared beliefs and practices 
Sometimes called trans-national or supra-natural institution
27 countries speaking 23 languages
16 countries use common currency (Euros) and share common central bank which sets interest rates throughout Euro Zone
Tension: National security, defence and foreign policy
Membership criteria and “The Five Pillars”
Copenhagen Criteria: must be considered when becoming member of EU
Country must be:
European
Have a free market economy: allow entrepreneurship, ownership of private property, open business competition
Resecting and realizing everyones basic human rights 
Most important treaties in European integration process: Single Europe Act (1985) Seminal Treaty of Maastricht (1991) Treaty of Lisbon (2009)
Treaties helped to create a Europe that looks like this:
EU is economic system designed to generate, through cooperation and integration, wealth beyond what a country coulda achieve on its own via competition 
Does this through free trade area (allows tariff-free/tax free on exchange of g/s across national borders of member states)
EU is customs union: Theres free trade internally within EU but all EU members are to keep identical tariffs/taxes on g/s traded with non-member countries
EU is common market: Allows both labour and cash to flow freely within Union
Person born in England can work in Italy without a visa
Investor in Germany wanting to build a hotel in Greece can do so with ease
Currency and central bank shared by most EU members: one currency eliminates inefficiency of working with multiple currencies, one central bank keeps borrowing costs level and predictable across whole zone
EU committed to a kind of equalization formula regarding standard of living and quality of life
Poorer member states receive funds from centre to invest in projects that promote prosperity and trade
Projects focus of physical infrastructure (bridges, roads railways) and human infrastructure (education, healthcare)
Union’s Common Agriculture Policy (CAP): Provides subsidies and other financial support to farmers
Whatever subsidy a government offers to its farmers must be matched by all other countries with EU money
EU farmers enjoy EU-wide support and protection in terms of loans, tax benefits, price supports 
Last issued caused substantial problems in international trade - Angering US
Structure of the EU
European Parliament: Sits in Strasbourg, France
Parliamentarians elected by people every 5 years and are typically affiliated with Europe-wide parties 
Do NOT sit as representatives of countries
Acts as democratic watch dog overseeing other institutions within EU
European Court of Justice: In Luxembourg 
Judicial arm of Europe and much stronger than parliament in terms of function
Interpreting and enforcing EU law
European Commission: Brussels 
Proposes new laws and measures, and executes them
Been the active , daily hub of growth and success of Europe from get-go
Reputation of being remote, bureaucratic, and technocratic (operating within demanding environment of technological skill and expertise)
Report both to parliament and European Council
European Council: Oversight body composed of president and one person (usually head of state or head of government) from each member country
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
