CHEMICAL HAZARDS AND WASTE DISPOSAL
Diethyl Ether: 
· Hazards: HIGHLY FLAMMABLE. Keep away from open heat sources. May form explosive peroxides. Harmful vapour.
· Disposal: Put in “liquid organic waste” container.
Ethanol:
· Hazards: FLAMMABLE. IRRITANT.
· Disposal: Put in “liquid organic waste” container. 
10% HCl:
· Hazards: Causes burns. Corrosive. Avoid breathing vapour. Prevent contact with eyes and skin.
· Disposal: Dilute with plenty of water and wash down sink.
10% NaOH:
· Hazards: VERY CORROSIVE TO SKIN. Causes severe burns.
· Disposal: Dilute with plenty of water and wash down sink. 
Petroleum Ether:
· Hazards: HIGHLY FLAMMABLE.
· Disposal: Put in “liquid organic waste” container. 
5% NaHCO3: 
· Hazards: Use cautiously. 
· Disposal: Wash down sink with plenty of water.
Cinnamic Acid (trans):
· Hazards: Use cautiously. 
· Disposal: Put in “solid waste” container. 
Triphenylmethane:
· Hazards: Use cautiously.
· Disposal: Put in “solid waste” container.
meso-Tartaric Acid:
· Hazards: Use cautiously. 
· Disposal: Put in “solid waste” container.
