Abbasid Empire  - was the third of the Islamic caliphates, ruled by the Abbasid dynasty of caliphs, built their capital in Baghdad after overthrowing the Umayyad caliphate from all but the al-Andalus region. Descendants of the Prophet Muhammad's youngest uncle,  Abbas ibn Abd al-Muttalib (566-653), in Kufa in 750 CE and shifted its capital in 762 to Baghdad. tenth of the ten great Muslim caliphates of the Arab Empire , overthrew the Umayyadcaliphs,  750- 1258

Abu Bakr -  573 CE – 23 August 634 CE (father in-law of prophet M.) ruled over the Rashidun Caliphate from 632–634 CE when he became the first Muslim Caliph following Muhammad's death,

Abu Talib  - (549 – 619)  leader of the Bani Hashim, was an uncle of the Islamic prophet Muhammad. Abu Talib was an important supporter of Muhammad until his death, after which Muhammad and his followers left Mecca. 

Abraham - His story is told in chapters 11-25 of the Book of Genesis, In Jewish and Christian tradition, Abraham is the father of the Israelites through his son Isaac. In Islamic tradition, Abraham is considered a prophet of Islam, an ancestor of Muhammad, through Ishmael. Muslims regard him as an example of the perfect Muslim, and the revered reformer of the Kaaba in Mecca,  In the New Testament Abraham is described as a man of faith. He is regarded as thepatron saint of those in the hospitality industry.

Acculturation -  explains the process of cultural and psychological change that results following meeting between cultures, The concept of acculturation has been studied scientifically since 1918

Aisha - (612 - 678) was one of Muhammad's wives. Islamic writings, her name is thus often prefixed by the title "Mother of the Believers" Regarded by many as his favorite wife, contributed to the growth, development, and understanding of Islam
