· Valid law has an internal morality evident in, and inherent to, the craft of law making
· 8 minimum requirements of internal morality

What is Law?
· Conventional law was about government. Law and justice are both concerned with how subjects are ought to act given specific circumstances. Law recognizes that in our daily life we make 100 choices. Sometimes the choices that we make can have an incredible impact on one’s life (whether to obey a law)
What is Law’s function in society?
· As pedestrians, we know if there is a stop sign, we will stop. As people driving cars know that bicycles have the same rules as a vehicle. 
What are the functions through which it executes those functions- that is, what does law look like?
· We want to law the govern our relationships in such a manner, so we can predict what will happen. 

Max Weber: An order will be called law if it is externally guaranteed by the probability that coercion (physical or psychological) will be applied by a staff of people holding themselves specially ready for that purpose. (to bring about conformity (standards) or avenge violation)

Karl Max: Law as a widespread legitimizing ideology that masks relationships of exploitation that are essential to capitalism. He rejected the notion that the best possible society can be realized through state mediated justice (always trying to agree on both sides)

Donald Black: Law is essentially governmental social control, that is, the standard life of a state and its citizens. Different societies will give rise to different laws and legal structures. Law is a quantitative variable. 

Is the relationship between law and crime inverse?
· No
· Smaller, homogenous societies tend to have less conflict and thus require less formalized law
· Larger, heterogenous societies tend to have more conflict and require more formal law
Formal Social control = Large, heterogenous societies 
Informal Social control = Smaller, homogenous societies
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
