The Criminal Justice System
3 components (aka “hardware”)
· police
· first point of contact for majority
· courts
· provides formal processes as response to crime 
· corrections
· probation, fines, and other sanction (not only jail)
Criminal law (aka “software”)
· human enterprise
· part of the community
· involves decision making and discretion for all stages

Crime Funnel
· significant case attrition
· not every breach of law receives a response
· most cases end with a guilty plea
· few cases go to trial

2 years less a day = provincial corrections system
2 years or more = federal corrections system

Government Role and Responsibilities
· Constitution Act, 1867
· Separates federal and provincial divisions of responsibilities
· Federal
· Provincial/Territorial
· Municipal
· Policing and by law enforcement 


Federal Statutes
· Canadian Constitution
· Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms
· Criminal Code of Canada (CCC)
· Other federal statutes
· Youth Criminal Justice Act (2002)
· Sex Offender Information Registration Act (2004)
· Controlled Drugs and Substances Act

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Federal Government
· absolute power to create, amend and repeal criminal law
· sets procedures for prosecution and punishing crimes
· responsible for:
· Federal Police: RCMP
· Appoints some judges and manages courts
· Prosecutes some federal offences
· Controlled drugs and substances
· Operate Correctional Service of Canada (CSC)

Provincial/Territorial Governments
· responsible for administration of justice
· can pass quasi-criminal legislation
· apply to drinking/driving laws
· oversee:
· police services 
· prosecute offences
· manage courthouses
· employ judges
· run programs for offenders
· operate provincial correctional facilities

Municipal Governments
· enact city bylaws
· smoking prohibitions
· can only have minor penalties
· may not encroach on provincial or federal government jurisdiction
· may control police budgets, hire police chief
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
