1. What is development? How is it defined? (Human development)
· Development is associated with freedom and the matter of human rights. 
· Does not mean having money to buying something, development means true choice to make you own decisions.
· Experience of democracy is needed
· The UN development program developed the HDI (Human Development Index)
· 1. In the human development approach individual human beings are the goal of development.
· 2. The ultimate goal is to be treated as human beings
· 3. From his approach human beings are the most important source of development
· 4. Freedom of people
· 5. Understanding different human cultures 
· Coming from a political wheel from the people of the south
· Development should be considered a right
· Development means to have more productivity, rationalization.
· Harry Truman in 1949 offered a program for the development for the world.  (1949-1989 is referred to as the cold war period)
· Harry Truman said we must share the intelligent ideas with the people of the South to help them out.
B-Walt Rostov
· Wrote the book the stages of economic growth 
· In the book there are 5 stages of economic growth listed

· 1. Traditional phase – 
· Societies that have a low per capita income.
· Societies that do not have technical knowledge
· Low or limited social relations ( no contact with the modern world)
· Often have a agricultural mentality and follow religious beliefs
· Development as modernization (also referred to as economic growth)

· 2.Pre- conditions of take-off

· Expand your socio and economic connections
· Control the birth rate
· Need to accumulate the capital (money)

· 3.Take off stage 

· Societies increase the rate of investment with technology
· Develop factories
· Develop the social and political frame works and industrialise new ideas
· Increase their own foreign trade

· 4. Self Sustain stage
· What are the challenge with the self sustain approach (possibly a midterm question)
· The modernization approach
· Development must start with the mentality of people
· Critics: there is no size for all
· Critics believe that this approach: wrongly assumes or takes modernization as a pathway of development (must leave your tradition)
