FOCUS ON Early cold war period- 40’s, 50’s and into the 60’s 
· Political Containment-responding to Soviet Union
· Marshal plan- named after George c marchan: economic revitalization in Europe
· North Atlantic: NATO 1949- north Atlantic treaty, o was adding invasion of north Korean war, it indicated another divided part of EU might be at risk, whole Organization as created. (soviet power)
· US in other areas of the world- south east Asia, involvement in Vietnam driven by domino effect- the idea that the western world –if one country falls to communisms that others will too (domino effect) – idea had an impact on western policies that other countries would fall to communism 
End of cold war
· The ways in which gorbochev tried to reform the Soviet Union -Three diff ways he did this –econ way, financial way and relation way w the west. The idea of restricting the centrally planned economy – gorbochev focused on through market economic 
· Political openness- glassiness, allowing political opposition, things that weren’t allowed during the cold war
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Good relations with the west (part of grobochevs program) resources spent on military and convert it to the economy which required better relations with the west (arms control measures ect..) 
· Econ opened up, it could not provide for the soviet power, the system collapsed. Why the Soviet Union collapsed? 1, gorbochevs reform- the reformists weren’t happy and the ppl weren’t happy. - breakdown got out of control.  
· Military aspect that pushed the soviet union over the edge ( refered to as star wars) 
· Imperial overstretch- the reason why great powers will decline 
· Domestic decline- early 1960’s onward it was very apparatent tht the soviet system wasn’t working. So the reached out to the US and needed to have a 
· Soviet union collapsing= it’s the combination of all three. ( gorbochev, economic fall, 

Ways of explaining the world
· Levels of analysis- 1) the individual 2) the state ( look at the nature of the state ; communist? Authoritan? democratic? This shapes the state )  3international state 
· State; If you want to understand what’s happening g round the world, look at the ppl. ( hitler being born and influencing others ) 
· International system: the system is a palce where no one wants war, but the system forces ppl to war based on the there afraid the other prsn will go to war, stag hunt allegory= 5 hunters gone off to hunt, its so big that 5 have to kil it , if one kills it that’s his and the other 4 go hungry. This allegory parallels that there is no trust- forced to defect )  
Security dilemma: artic international system how to make yourself more secure intimidates other states= dilemma. There is no way to feel more secure which makes others start becoming more secure, which make you feel less secure = dilemma 

Idealism and realism
· Idealists think ppl are good: human nature is good and optimist, progress is possible, international orders matter and make a difference. War can be prevented. Progress can be made. 
· Realism think ppl are bad: human nature is bad its pessimistic. Anarchic, powers will always rise and fall there will always be warship. Its in international interest. 
Liberal theories 
· Seen as idealist way of looking at the world, 
· Theories/democratic peace theory :
1) democratic countries don’t go to war with each other
2) 2) economic interdependence= the likelihood there will be promotes  peace 
3) international institution enhances cooperation = promote peace around the world 
*all liberal theories//idealist **

Thinking in international relations/thinkers that fall into realism and idealism
Thucydides 
· 400bc- PALOPENNIAN WAR: ORGINS OF WAR- realist perspective
· He believes In the rise of Athens and the fear of Sparta that created that war even though Athens lost. (china and us example) – the alarm that it sparked in sparta is what sparked the war 
Genocide
· Milio dialogue 
· Island of milos- wanted to stay neutral during palopennian war – Athens forces milians to choose athens or Sparta. 
· Power in interantiaonl system – to do what they want 
· Realists think that military power is important
· Machiavellian- wrote the prince and he wrote a lot, remembers for the prince. Prince should always build up his power, build up military power, protect ppl at all costs 
(Machiavellian approach= realism) 

Idealims/Liberalism
-Immanuel Kant-wrote about principles of pertectual peace- there has to be some sort of attempt to end warfar
1) don’t intervene
2) don’t understate
3) downsize armies 
4) don’t some other states
- you have to try and strive for a system that will end an anarchic state- lead to league of nations.
-he falls into idealist- he sees progress in world affairs in international realtions. 

How to manage power in the international system? 

1) Collective security (internal)
2) Balance of power (external)
3) Harmony of peace- see threat that I pose and acting against it 
1)- Ppl are part of the same system all part of the same team. Taking the same threats amongst us. Looking inward from threats amongst us- have t identify the aggressor and everyone will also see this threat  
-premised on deterrence (deterring ppl that aren’t part of the same team)
2- Balance of power: its premise doesn’t external threats – two different teams – tis externally oriented. Addresses threats from the outside. Looking at making sure no states dominate international system which is the end goal. The goal isn’t to stop war bc they think it might be beneficial= to ensure the survival of that state system 

· Collective security (internal) – war is bad, have alliances- designed that we all answer in the same way
· Balance of power, external – think wars might be benficial – sometimes we act sometimes we don’t

· Un and inter community is set on the Westphalia of states – states and state soverity an they don’t intervene 
· You shouldn’t just stand by and watch horrific incidences arise. You need to act and that is the dilemma 
· How to reconcile the sovereignty of the state w a compelling mission to help ppl within that state 
· R2P from 2001-  document looked at this and when to intervene in a country 
· R2p – is there a just cause? - 
· Intervene for humanitarian reasons =right intention 
· Intervene only if it’s the last resort
· Reasonable prospect of success- Intervene if you think its right 

Pluriferation- the spread of nuclear weapons 
· Why countries aquire nuclear weapons = for security 
· North korea= feeling secure from the rest of the world, iran= sercutiy can explain why its acquired nuclear weapons 
· Prestige: explains why china has nuclear weapons- the idea that  they’re not a modern powerful country unlress they have nuclear weapons 
· Autonomy- that’s why france wanted nuclear weapons= in 50 and 60’s bc they didnr want to be dependent on the US for these resoruces
· Isolation= diplomatically isolated countries which exaplins Africa and north korea 
Stoping Plurifiration
· Signed in 1968- Soviet Union, britain and us
· Nuclear non-purification
· Talked about terrorism
· Obligations associated w behaviour – us can’t spread nuc tech 
· Non nuclear states- can’t acquire nucs 
· Successfulness- there has been some spread that 5 nc powers, and now there is 9. There has been some spread. 
· NPT- not successful bc there has been spread- 
· Criticized nuc tech- they’re supposed to share civilian 
· Creates a norm- not creating nuc weapons 
· If you want to quire them- you need to do them underground, secretly- harder to acquire nuclear weapons 
· There are pluses and negative 
· Glass half full or half empty

The bigger picture the way the world looks today in terms of power
· Three dimensional chess board- what he argues is that you can look at the world as a three dimensional chess board, top=, middle =, bottom = 
-unipolar world
-board =multi-polar world 
-bottom board= transnational players, multinational corporations
this is how he says we can understand the world today  
· Rise of the west: the rest of the world is rising, US isn’t the only area rising. There rest is catching up. 

Individual Countries 
· BRICS – brazil, Russia, India and china ( identified in 2001)
· Talked about history and economic – mostly systems of government and compare them with other countries
· They all have diff governement structures
· Brazil= a democracy= presidential system, they have 26 states – federal system of govnt- similar to Canada, they have a house of commons, senate, prime minister comes from lower house just like Canada. They have ahead of state = president
· Russia: authoritarian regime- not totalitarian- competitive govnt regime. Not fully democratic, one person is clearly in power. 
· India: 
· China: communist system, centralized w Chinese political powers, all levels of govnt’ are fully dominated by communist system. Capitalist competition. Most powerful and moving beyond the BRICS. 

Rise of china or have entered a new cold war 
· Predicted since mid 1800’s
Perspectives 
1) China is a revisionist- there will be conflict w higher power ( us) , threatened staus quo and  ultimate end product of this will be conflict b/t china and the US. They will conflict ( realist perspective)
2) China can be accommodated into existing international system
3) China has benefited from it and they wont overcome the system 
4) Transition bt greatest powers from Britain and the us – there wasn’t war- they are prediction that this will happen again 
5) Russia- weather we’ve entered a ne cold war- Russian activity capabilities and intentions (military capabilities- to economic) – they’re becoming more tech advanced
6) We see it a lot in the arctic regions ( canada)
7) Pattern of Intentions – the concern that the Baltics will be next and of course Russia in Ukraine- intention based = no cold war underwear 
· Thoughts on why have things gone downhill in terms of relations = Western expansion through NATO and through EU union eastward.
· Some say that it’s a reaction of feeling surrounded by progressive outward expansion of the west
· The west of course, has a diff perspective= coutnries are free to chose whatever org they want to 
· If Ukraine wants to be part of EU union, that’s theyre choice. Countries should have a choice 
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
