Ambrose is a firstborn son of a powerful noble, he is Kvothe’s main antagonist for the most part, he is described as a typical noble who generally treats woman and the poor with disdain.
Haliax – The main antagonist of the novel, not much is known about him in the book, he is a mysterious figure that is always shrouded by shadows, he kills Kvothe’s whole troupe in beginning of the book, and only whispers of him are known.
The novels viewpoint is one of the most interesting things of this book, it is often compared to Arabian Nights. We get the story from Kvothe himself, he lives in a small town, as an innkeeper, a man named known as the Chronicler enters and figures out that this man is Kvothe.
