We use SER when we say where an EVENT will take place.
Ex. La clase de español ES en Langara.
On the other hand, we use ESTAR when we LOCATE the event.
UBC ESTÁ en Vancouver oeste.

SER when is an inherent characteristic and
ESTAR when the emotion will change
Ex.  Yo SOY feliz (happy) pero AHORA (now) ESTOY triste (sad).
