Jenks totalizing concepts mean something everyone has experienced. (we have all been children)
Lev Vygostky: stages of development aren’t natural, it is not something that happens within us but to us.
Children are born completely ignorant of social values:
Piaget: children learn through play and exploration, he conducted experiments on children.
Developmental approaches focus on: younger children
John Bowlby: research on attachment
Piagets influential account of stages focus on intellectual development
Consumerism: one of the topics to think about when regarding childhood.
Piaget: developed theories by conducting experiments with children
Judy Dunn: young children are socially competent in homes
Sociocultural appearances explore how our thoughts and experiences are shaped by our world.
The process in which children learn to become members of society in which they live is socialization.
Quantitative: Numbers (surveys, polls, not open ended, experiments)
Qualitative: Case Based (interviews, focus groups, surveys, observation)
Mixed methods: Taking pros from both and using them.
Piaget is known for: cognitive stages of development
Preoperational (0-2), formal operational (2-6), sensory motor (6-12), concrete operational (12+)
Jenks: childhood: totalizing concept.
Lev Vygotsky: challenged development as a national process.
Talcott Pearson: “Children are born unaware of social values”
Conducted a study on American families in the 1950s.
Erik Eriksen: 8 stages of psychosocial development
Bowlby: Studies Attachment
He was criticized for comparing human babies to animals in the way we get attached or imprint on our mother or just one specific person.
