Problem with Globalization 
· New forms of crimes 
· New regulations about crimes around the world
· New technologies within gambling that makes the house always wins
· It is hard to control organized crimes and corporate crimes
· We are used to crimes cooperating with judications
· When people have pathways blocked because of their means of living, it creates a problem of wealth and how people are under privileged 
· Are we creating perfect circumstances for organised crime?
· Organized crime is usually infused with businesses
· There are also state of political interests in corporate crimes
· International waste disposal 
· Increasing demands on proper disposals
· A market to dispose of these substances illegally 
· Cut corners to save profit 
· White collar crimes
· States do less and less to police private enterprises 
· They are under the radar and they can get away with a lot
· How the government used these illegal industries to overthrow themselves and have a cut of the profit

Social Harm
· If it really harms that they are dealing with then our attention must be drawn in the wrong ways
· Property crimes
· One of the most prosecuted crimes
· Petty property crimes
· The criminal justice system is caught up with dealing with these petty crimes
· Address the issue of harm in society
· There are things we can do other than punishing our way out of things

Beirne & Messerschmidt 
· We tend to rely on critical definitions of crime
· We need to step back and look at the bigger picture
· Political Crime
· Cause a lot more damage
· Crimes against the state
· The state is a powerful force that decides what is a crime and not
· Raised the greatest problems with these problems
· Political crimes are problems towards the state
· There is a contraindication between the state and the international terrorism 
· Certain groups have been picked out to be terrorists 
· Racial profiling 
· White people do not get the same hate and the same prosecuting as those images of who are terrorist
· When we think about political crime we need to look at everything differently 
· Government trying to overthrow the government

Comparative Criminology 
· We can only do things through our racial lens
· Crime is only determined through our own cultural beliefs
· We need to understand crime in different jurisdictions 
· We need to question things we never questioned before
· An opportunity too alters how we look at different races
· Its how we think about these problems that we react to them 
· You cannot look at crime without thinking about the process of criminalization 
· Dominance of the dominance of criminal justice 
· The harms in our own system are creating inequalities in our narrow lens

Major Questions
· Lots of unsolved mysteries of crime 
· How we are putting the blame on people 
· We are looking at the lower individuals and how they commit crimes
· You can see the crimes by the powerful overthrow the crimes of the powerless
· The related theory of deterrence 
· You cannot punish your way out of these problems 
· Is criminal law used to deal with individuals 
· Street crimes have this cultural factor 
· The law is best equipped for people that rob a store versus dealing with a multimillionaire taking money from the state
· Should we focus on criminal justice or reforms?
· What is this notion of objectivity 
· Can we afford to remain objective?
· Broader notion of crime 

Unresolved Issues
· We can rage a war on crime 
· What are the causes of these things
· Eliminating labels in society 
· Improve the conditions of the poor and the marginalized
· Strengthen the quality of community life

Future of crime and Criminology
· We have choices 
· Nothing is set in stone
· Will we continue to be a fearful and unreasonable society? 
· Ae going to go down this path of fear
· There is usually one type of person that becomes prosecuted by crimes
· We are taught to fear these street crimes 
· Will crime rate begin to raise again?
· If we continue down this path of mass inequality, then that’s going to create these traditional forms of crimes will be manifested 
· The greater disparity in society the more safety you have
· It is not about the study of control, it is about holding that mirror up to society 
· Discussion about how society defines and reacts to crime

Final analysis 
· Corporate crime 
· Rarely included in law and order
· Politics of fear creates more harm and fear in society 
· We put people in jail to stop the from reoffending but that does not happen 
· People will always be a criminal after they are in jail 
· The labelling theory
· We need to be skeptical about people and their quick fixes
· Politicians 
· Asking question about harm and how we can fix these issues 
· The way we respond o populations sets the tone for how we are going to react to crime in the future 
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
