· When one does not help criminals in their specific way they lash out and rebel towards the government and other correctional facilities

· The way organisations can get away with a lot more than the average person committing a crime because of the power and strings they can pull during trials. The fact of the matter is, corporations in capitalist societies they believe it is their company, so they are entitled to whatever they want.
· Crime is socially and historically situated 
· Some that should not be convicted but in society what they have done to change the government or go against the grain they are put away and destroyed by the state. 
· Its all about resisting the state and getting punished by the state as well as praised by society
· People that are heroes – treated like criminals
· People that have done wrong – treated well
Crime as a Social Construction 
· Images of violent crime dominate
· Violent crimes allow us to change out legislations and we start to see that there are other acts that are much more serious, but treated in a different way
· Distorted images of crime
· Consensus or Conflict?
· There are often not clear-cut parameters in crime
· Society controls the outlook, the state controls how it is dealt with and what must be done
· The change in punishment over time
· Things become more serious in the present versus the past
· What should be criminalized?
· The example of robbing a bank, they have a gun and they are using it for a threat. It accidentally goes off and the robber kills someone. That individual will be punished severely, but someone that owns their own business and makes their employees do crazy dangerous things and eventually someone dies. These two crimes would be treated quite differently 
· Two crimes – Spot the difference
· How we are unpacking this sort of what crime is
Our Modern Obsession with Crime
· The types of crimes that are committed mirror the type of society we live in
· What is wrong in society 
· Crime is also shaped by the media
· The media allow themselves to change how we look at different crimes and how we should ultimately react 
· Myths about crimes; Crime is rampant violent, lower-class crime, youth crime out of control, stranger danger
· It is not just homeless and lower-class individuals commit crimes, there are also extremely weather people that commit some of the worst crimes in history
· We see crime, we need to create legislations
· Our image about crime comes from the culture that is obsessed with crime (tv shows and America)
· Different crime patterns in society, depending on where you live and how old you are
· Crime is not just one thing, it varies 
Conceptualizing Crime (and some themes of course)
· There is a range of criminality
· Different people get treated differently, and changes in the criminal system are because of these cases
· Ever-expending criminal law
· Most of us violate the law 
· Its all the young men that commit most of the crimes
· Difficult to distinguish between criminals and non-criminals 
· Crime varies across time and space (it is socially constructed)
· What is once a crime might not be crime today
· Changes and bettering our society changes what can and cannot be a crime
· No clear consensus about crime
· When we still pulling apart crime, we see there are multiple things people do not agree on everything.
