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The PanHellenic (Stephanitic aka Crown Games): All Greeks could compete in all the games, there wasn’t ever any overlap. Only a crown from the organizers. There were 4 of them. Fixed time for when these games were held. They were considered to be a cluster of events different from other events in the Greek world. If a certain event becomes a part of one of these games only then you begin to see them in other parts of this world. The 4 games were called a period. Which means something that comes to a full cycle. 

· The ‘period’ (circuit): 4-year cycle
· Year 1: Isthmian/Olympic
· 2: Nemean
· 3: Isthmian/Pythian
· 4: Nemean
· 5: Isthmian/Olympic, etc.

· Nemean and isthmian were held twice as often. So its less prestigious to claim a victory in these games bc you have twice the chance. 
· Olympic games were the most prestigious. 
· On the tombstones, each grave would have its symbol.  order of putting it on your grave if you won in it: Olympic, Pythian, then the other 2 PanHellenic games, then other various competitions.
· No conflict with each other. Worked together so all 4 could coexist and other athletes can take part in all. 
· Winning all 4 of them was the HIGHEST honor. Aka “winning all 4 majors”.
· Seen as part of a whole (a period)

OLYMPIC GAMES
· Founded in 776
· Help at Olympia (its not a farm or village, its just a field in the middle of nowhere, where the Olympics were held)
· Run by Elis (which was the nearest polis aka a political city) 
· Every 4 years 
· Held around late fall depending on when the full moon falls bc different Greek cities had different calendars eg 2nd full moon after the longest day of the year  August or September
· In honor of Zeus (so its origin was out of activities that took place when they were holding a religious festival to honor Zeus)
· Prize: Crown of Olive Leaves




THE HILL OF KRONOS AND THE EARLIEST STRUCTURES 

· Kronos (father of zeus) who as kicked out by his son zeus. When his body landed on earth it was here. the whole location is called a sanctuary (aka sacred/sanctify). It is just a region of land scared to a supernatural being. In this case it was sacred to zeus. 
· There were clear boundries marked when you entered sacred boundries.
· The Atlis (Sanctuary Boundaries) originally. Someone in the year 776 had a random idea to have a footrace while having this festival and then eventually grew into a full fledged competition. Before there was nothing in the area. People would just come here and worship zeus. 
· The “Black Layer” and the Altar of Zeus. Assume the altar is near the hill of kronos. This is also where the stadium was held and they would run from the stadium to the finish line and receive these prizes.
· Behind TZ (temple of zeus) in the center white building—that’s where the altar was meant to be built. 
· Makes sense to be near the hill of kronos. Another reason is that the stadion was a foot race from some point up to the alter. 
· 3rd reason is that archeologists have found in the south west of the hill of kronos rich carbon deposits as well as figurines and statues. They call that part of the land the black layer. The belief is that all the carbon is the remains/ashes of all the sacrifices and animals that were killed every year to honor the Olympics. (BBQ where they killed ox’s and ate them)
· The altar doesn’t survive. 
· This is the oldest structure. 
· Altar is the first place visited during parades  then made their way to alter of Zeus  then make its way around Atlis.

F.17 VIEW FROM THE EAST. It’s a good thing Olympia was in the middle of nowhere bc you can see things more clearly than if it were inhabited. We assume the hill of kronos/alter next to TZ

· All of the figurines fonund in that black layer are ALL MALE.
· Olympics open ONLY to men. Women (adults) couldn’t enter in the atlis while games were going on.
· Archaic period
(slide 6 image) > is it zeus? Or just some other male? Its not clear. 1st 3 found in the black layer which was rich in remains.


1ST PHASE OF BUILDING ( C620)

· When Olympics weren’t being held, sheep would graze in the area. 
· When the Olympics were going to be held, they would cut the grass and mow the hay to prep for it.
· No hotels or toilets nearby. ONLY the alter.
· Heraion: OLDEST BUILDING. Ancient temple to Hera (wife of zeus) built of wood originally. Eventually as the wood started to rot they came rebuilding it with marble. Eventually all marble. 
· No roads leading to there (?)
· The thing attached to--- “ON” eg Parthenon means connected with.
· Oldest structure there Is a temple to the queen of the gods. 

(learn layout image)

· Pelopion: The story of pelops. (5 sided temple in honor of him). According to the main myth telling us why it came to be is that some king in the area wanted to marry of his daughter Hippodamia and says anyone who can beat me in a chariot race will get my daughter, if you lose u dead. Pelops this greek hero, put forth his name and bribed a slave of the king to replace a mechanism on the wheel to keep it from falling of(cut the breaks basically). It worked but the king fell of the chariot and broke his neck and cursed pelops. In honour of his victory  instituted the Olympics. Curse stuck and his 2 children feuded with each other and one killed the others son and fed him to him and the other slept with his wife and this family became cursed--- agamamenon and thyesties are all part of this cursed family. They were a famous family. This may have been co opted meaning, you introduce a preexisting story and say oh yeah it was bc of pelops. 
· So why is a founding story about cheating/manslaughter? Is there a moral message? Myths aren’t so straight forward. Originally this myth was a Dorian story from souther Greece. So you cant interpret all the myths as literal. 


· Prytaneion (the “home fire”) every greek city had it. It was the place where the city burned sacred fire and it was the essence of that city. There would be priestesses there and sacrifices would be made. (previous slides: the polis’ elis’ essence wasn’t in the city it was down there in this sanctuary in Olympia**). That’s were all the athletes would march in a parade at the sanctuary and are back at the prytaneion. 
· Center of Olympia was the Prytaneion. Olympics would begin and end there. Elis DID NOT have a prytaneion, but Olympia did. 
· Held in August (very hot)  used the moon to set a universal date. 
 
TEMPLE TO ZEUS

· At the time was considered the largest temple and the prestige of Greek art.
· There were statues carved in the walls.
· It talks about Hercules and the 7 labors. It was designed so he couldn’t do it. Eg: hydra, the lion with the impermeable skin etc. Some not as manly eg cleaning manure in stable.

F.170 Hercules cleaning out all the manure from the stable and he is being helped by a god. He diverted a river and it swept through it and he cleaned it up.

· IVORY-GOLD STATUE OF ZEUS: greeks considered it one of the 7 wonders of the world situated in the central of the temple. He’s holding goddess of victory in his hand (nike). Made by the sculptor who designed the parthenon back in Athens. The sculpture was so huge that if it ever tried to stand up it would hit its head on the ceiling. 

2nd PHASE

· Always free. No admission needed to go to the sanctuary so there was a lot of expenditure. 
· All funded privately. There was a round the clock security to guard the statue. All of his was done without mandatory admission fees. So how did they keep order? (next weeks’ class)  
· Vaults that would hold anything. Treasuries  all along stadium, various Greek cities would construct their own small buildings that would hold any offerings made by athletes connected to their polis. If someone from your polis won event, would offer something to Gods in thanks. So the treasuries would hold these precious items. 
· Zanes  begin to appear, statues that were set up at entrance of stadium. Money from monetary fines would pay for these statues (on it would give the reason). Monetary fines: cheating, doing something incorrect. This would set a permanent example to cheating. 
· Workshop of Pheidias  modern site for tourists to see. Olympics not became independent of Zeus. Kept workshop for the “seventh wonder of the world”. Metronome is the temple to mothers. 
· Bouleuterion: Olympic Council  Boule = council. Needed a building for people who handled the admin work. 
** if a job was done for wage  considered degrading. 
· Baths: added in baths very early on.


3RD PHASE – After Alexander the Great
· Major surge of money that poured into Olympia 
· Gymnasium/Palaistra Complex: an athletic practice compound for running, javelin and contact sports.
· Leonidaion Hotel: didn’t charge money. Bc usually those hotels that charge was gross and had brothels so no decent person would stay here. 
· Exedra (Nymphaion): nymphs = water creatures. Running water (?) 

TUNNEL ENTRANCE
· In the Hellenistic period, they built a covered entrance and began to improve the stadium. Dramatic entrance for athletes. 

ECHO STOA AND APODYTERION
· Long building just like a porch, open on one side but not attached to anything. Can go in to take a seat/rest  if you were in it, you could call down and it would carry an echo; stoa  porch
· Back of Echo Stoa = stripping room/oiled themselves etc. 
· Apodyterium-Stripping and oiling room. Undressing room. Stadiums. Smooth grass area for people stand. 
· Apo  to take off clothing.

STADIUM
· Stadium never had seating. People would sit on the grass and watch. Rustic character. 
· (Image) black spot was where the stadium was but buts of bottom.

HELLANODIKAION
· Place for greek judges. (box)
· On the other side there was a spot for a virgin goddess of pasture. ONLY adult female allowed.
· Demeter: one 1 adult women was allowed in the sanctuary. It was the priestess and this goddess. Demeter was a virgin goddess so you can’t have a man do it. 

PYTHIAN GAMES (next added)
· Panhellenic in 586
· At Delphi (not a city, its just a sanctuary) – run by a council of 12 different tribes held every 4 years for Apollo = god of art, medicine and science 
· If you were bared from the Olympics, its also enforced at the other games. So they worked together administratively too.
· All tribes got together to organize Delphi (the site itself)
· Prize was a crown of laurel leaf.
· Mousikos agon: music competition. Competitive part of this game that has music (guitar, flute, singing etc.) 

OLYMPIA VS DELPHI
· Delphi: site was right at the foot of mount of parnases and unlike the olympics, wasn’t in the southern part of Greece, but in the northern part on a well-travelled pathway

PERIBOLOS (SACRED SANCTUARY) 
· Had a theatre, it outdid Olympia in terms of statues that were there. 
· Have people making offerings 
· Flourishing local, unlike Olympia which was in the wilderness but not independent --> 12 tribes government. very wealthy, lots of activity 
· Around the year, things always going on unlike Olympia
· ** pythian theater: non athletic events such as singing and acting held here.


KLEOBIS AND BITON OF ARGOS
· two famous brother who carried their mom all the way to Delphi.

STADION AT DELHI
· marble seating much nicer and richer with a gym.
· Much more spread out and parts of athletic competition that would take place outside the sanctuary 
· Pynthia: god of the arts
· **Olympia and pythia: most prestigious. 

ISTHMIAN GAMES
· Panhellenic in 580
· At Isthmia (a little strip of land between two bodies of water)
· Run by Corinth
· every other year
· Mousikos agon: like pythian games, also had a musical component
· For Poseidon
· Pine wreath, then celery
· Ino & Palaimon > Founding: woman named Ino and her son, had abusive husband and fled  flung herself into sea to escape him. Geographically strategic spot which was near water. Both died but in honour of son, games were set up. Son became central figure in these games. 
· Palaimonion (the sanctuary): dedicated to the little boy. Not much remain. geographically strategic area  lots of troops passing through. 
· Became part of Roman empire  buildings knocked down and marble used to create defensive wall.

NEMEAN GAMES 
· Panhellenic in 573
· Held at Nemea  Southern Greece in Dorian portion known for competition and athletics.
· ** Nemea meaning to graze/to pasture  pasture ground run by Argos (city where only smaller group could run the games)
· Run by Argos
· every other year
· For Zeus (2nd game in honor of zeus)
· celery leaves = prize
· Cyprus trees = trees associated by death, judges wore black robes 
· Funereal
· Opheltes  Founding: little boy(opheltes) can never touch the ground, if he does he will die. Nurse set him down on celery and snake came and killed him. Heroes passing by, competed and this is how these games came about.

· Strictly a Gymnikos Agon

· “Flat place”: not in bad condition. Well preserved. Temple to opheltes.
· MODEL -- Shrine: has mound that was the resting place for Opheletes. 
· Nothing else at the site earlier (no prior history) 
· At Zeus Temple, had long marble structure alter where they would offer sacrifices. (also at the Ismean Games)  conclusion = competition that they created, made up a story, didn’t come about from previous history. Inventing things/back story/plagiarized long alter 
· Very interesting site bc it just begins like randomly??? 

ENTRANCE TO STADIUM
· Still intact
· Ripped off of covered entrance from Olympic games
· Copying all other games!! 
· Boy has died under mound but not actually 





























LEC 007 – The Olympic Games 

· 300 BCE Olympics is what we are studying
· no athletes had an amateur status. Most were not a full time job but would be honored for winning and competing. 

Leonidaion and the Altis

· Athletes had the first crack at staying here. This was built primarily for them. So what if there is excess space in the hotel? Or during other points of time not during the Olympics?
· Participants could stay for free. In the west (roman hostel—image) this was for visitors and charged money. (not clear what type of hotel it was tho). 
· The leonidaion was built in the Hellenistic area and bc it was built outside the altis (this was the name for the scarred land/sanctuary) so it signifies that you’re not allowed to conduct business INSIDE the sanctuary. << includes vendors. So since its outside, safest guess was that they did charge the visitors and was in use other than for the Olympics. But its primary use was for participants during the Olympics.
· “profain” meaning outside the sanctuary.
· The atlis is the area surrounding the the white place in the image. There would be a parade from atler to alter making sacrifices going through the atlis.

Image: they added a bunch of alters in the altis so you could offer a sacrifice to a certain god. 
Remember zeus (he protects you against flies) – he had an alter in the altis. Zeus had A LOT of different roles and titles. And this is whats interesting about greek religion. Its that every event can have a number of different versions and that’s okay. They didnt have a strong desire to get just one version of the story. Like pelops winning the hand of hippodomia and that was the founding of the Olympics. Another version is that it was hecrules who engaged in a wrestling match. A third version was the Olympics got started when zeus, the king of the gods, defeated his father kronos, the former king of the gods, who used to eat his kids. Zeus avoided this by wrestling him and his body is on the hill of kronos where the Olympics were held.

MYTHS OF OLYMPIC ORIGINS 
· They would pray to all, so they don’t offend anyone and thank every god for the founding of the Olympics.
· IMP REMEMBER; the Olympics were a RELIGIOUS festival with an athletic component. 

THE POLIS OF ELIS AND (ELEANS);aka the citizens
· The polis of elis, was in control of Olympia – which began as an area of land.
· There was a tour guide who provided descriptions of various sites. 
· Image F202 s what a typical greek polis looked like. A couple of public buildings and then most people lived on farms around. Not a very urban set up. They have a central area where they would come to meet debate have trials etc. 
· There is an entire building entirely dedicated for the judges. That’s the place where when judges were selected they would go to start their training. They would be selected and training 1 year before the Olympics and each year there was a difference judge. 
· There were 2 training facilities. 
· Then he goes on to say every town had a market place. 
· The eleans called their downtown area the hippodrome (which meant horse race track) – this was their civic center.
· So this polis is very skewed by its association to the Olympics. 
· Another building set aside for the Olympic council. 50-member boule. Unclear what they do. Textbook says that if an athlete felt that there was something wrong in the competition they can appeal to the council. There is a ton of things that somebody had to be doing, but we don’t know who did it. So when we look at these groups, we wonder who many the decisions like eg who can set up a building. And he suspects this council who oversaw everything. They were kinda like the supreme court for the Olympics.
· So a host of buildings set up for administration of the Olympics. 
· We don’t know who chose the agonothethes?


ELEAN OFFICIALS AND ADMINISTRATORS 

· Boule (Council) of 50 oversees; one possible function would be over seeing unfairness and also approval of whether or not athletes can put up statues or not.
· Agonothetes (sponsor) – the guy who puts on the competition, he pays for everything, aka sponsor. One person who would be chosen. He had to be from the pols of elis. It was an honor and it was not something you avoided. He’s the money man. He pays for the food, sacrificial oxen, etc. As a sponsor you would not make any money, but your name would be associated with it. 
· 10 months before the Olympics, the Hellanodikai have to start training > these are the judges (10 of them). No idea what the training involved. – they would be housed in the judges building. They are trained by “guardians of the law. They were probably ex judges and they are on site to educate them.

TRUCE DECLARED F 203
· At some point in the year prior, you have to send out a bunch of people from polis to designated spots in Greece and had to announce a truce saying that ANYONE going to the games cannot be harassed or prohibited from going. The heralds were the ones who proclaimed truce. Every community had to send up one person saying they honor the truce. It was written in stone and it had protection to and from the place.

1 MONTH PRIOR: ATHLETES ARRIVE

· Athletes arrive at Elis a month before hand and if they didn’t without good reason they were fined, whipped or punished. So athletes had to devote at least 1 whole month. This would weed out the people who weren’t dedicated.
· Trial matches were held. Spectators could come and watch.
· Required to acknowledge that you are greek with no criminal record, and have been training for 9 months (pre approval)
· They declared whether you were a man, boy , or beardless youth 
· No passports. Just assign kinda or adult completion. 
· There was a non greek king who wanted to enter, but he wasn’t allowed to compete.
· Some would withdraw as they thought they weren’t fit enough.
· Prep the site as it had no happened in 4 years.

SITE PREP 204
· Lay down chalk, fix hippodrone
· Athletes would help and pitch the tent.

DAY BEFORE: JOURNEY FROM ELIS TO OLYMPIA

· The judges all come in from Elis to Olympia and walk 60 km. 
· Athletes must take vow to promise honor and be worthy of the Olympics
· similar in modern code of ethics of purpose of Olympics 
· Judges had to be sprinkled with pigs blood to wash away impurities.
· non greeks could come and watch. So could slaves. BUT ANY MURDERERS were forbidden at all times from Olympia. No grown women as well.

ARRIVAL DAY
· there is a parade to the bouleuterion. That’s where the judges/council (group of 50) had their HQ.
· Assessment and oath. Here is the ACTUAL approval. Previously it was unofficial. Here they say I am a greek citizen with no criminal record and trained for 10 months. People could dispute it and say hes not a greek citizen. Here they make the discrimination and say you are a youth or adult. This 2nd assessment was an opportunity for the spectators to thrown in their thoughts. 
· Starts in elis and goes over night.
· They judged you on your accent and checked if you sounded greek. 
· Judges had to take public oath that they woudnt be bribed and 2nd oath to honor the Olympics.
· Family of the participants or spectators had to take an oath that they wouldn’t do anything to interfere/disgrace the Olympics.
· There was a non greek who said “you allow the judges to compete in the Olympics?” he said they ought to be restricted. But the only rule was that judges cannot participate in the equestrian events. 
· Two “Extra-Olympic” Contests held – trumpet and loud voice hellelas




THE OLYMPIC EXPERIENCE 

· Plato, from Athens, was a good athlete (not Olympic level). His nickname was big shoulders that’s what this name meant. He went to elis once as a spectator and he made friends there and wrestle each other and hang out. His friends visited him in Athens. They wanted to meet the philosopher plato (plato was a common name) the famous one. And then he blushed. So this is the kind of socializing that would go on. YOu make good friends.
· Socializing 
· Entertainment 
· Entrepreneurs 
· Philosophers liked to go to the Olympics and debate with each other. He was debating and squatted down, picked up his robe, and took a dump. So you get this kind of atmosphere where there is something going on everywhere. 
· Greeks had a high value on being able to control themselves. Eg: hold his alcohol, emotions, cannot get an erection.
· Dominated by upper class.

DAY 1: Parade through Olympia ; equestarian and pentathlon

· Parade through the compound at dawn. – starts at Parthenon.

DAY 2: PARADE, SACRIFICE, BOYS’ EVENTS
· Starts at the alter of zeus.
· 100 male bulls (oxen) which are slaughtered to be eaten 
· Of the 100 oxen, it would feed everyone 
· Theory is that in the afternoon the boys events would take place 
· Some people are against this, experts say you would not be down to watch events after feasting and drinking.

DAY 3: FOOTRACES, FULL CONTACT RACES
· Order of events determined by the Olympic council
· Could be changed to accommodate any particular athlete.
· ‘normally the diaulos goes after the stadion, but because of this athlete , we will switch the order..’
· We see this a lot for contact events 
· The Olympic council once held 2 events simultaneously, so that one particular athlete could not compete and win in both.
· The track had 22 lanes, if you had more than 22, you would do multiple runs
· In the contact sports, how is it orchestrated?
· Today its like 32-16-8-4-2-1 
· Or you could do a round robin 
· Olympics used the knockout system 
· But if there were 31 wrestlers competing, one would get a buy into the round of 16 
· You would reach into a vase and pull out a letter
· Some method from ordering you from alpha to omega (1-22) and 1 would go against 2, 3-4
· Some of the pebbles had a blank
· If you drew a blank, you got a buy 
· Wrestlers stood in circle in front of judges to ensure no trading and cheating
· Could not look, unclench hand until everyone had theirs 
· An obsessive concern with getting it right, perfect and fair. 
· Yet, they do not care about the arrangement of events. They post-pone, move, swap, etc. : no consistency compared to drawing the lots for wrestling  
· planning of events and would determine events to let athletes heal and recuperate, well attested that the Olympics once deliberately ran two Olympics simultaneously to make it impossible to win both events.

DAY 4: AWARDS

· Crowns prepared in advance 
· A golden knife was used to cut the olive leaves from a special tree next to temple of zeus 
· Prepared in the temple of hera, on an ivory and wood table 
· This was the only award given to athlete 
· The winning athletes winning would get to run around the stadion, people would throw flowers, ribbons 
· Feasts would happen at the Prytaneon in honor of the winning athletes
· When the athletes returned home, they were treated like royalty, - food, jewelry 
· Amateurism for the ancients was not the same – you could turn your victory into a benefit for yourself, and monetary value often was given 
· -Olympic victory could turn to a lifestyle
















LEC 008 – MONEY GAMES

· No restriction to Olympic athletes entering other athletic events 
· Most athletes were amateurs in the sense that it was not their profession, but they made lots of monetary gains and rewards. 
· Most of the competitors at this time did not support themselves by competing. It was a fruitless activity 

DIFFERENCES BETWEEN STEPHANITIC & CHREMATITC GAMES

· Stephan means crown 
· Chrema means money 
· This is a gravestone (image)
· It says isthmia, the shield of argos (shield games) and the person put Panethaniac games prize here 
· This dates to 1st century AD. At this time, the crown games were diminishing in importance and needed aid from roman empire and wanted to be remembered for competing.
· That is why the Panethaneic prize is shown first. 
· -Chrematitic would be given something of intrinsic value a calf … something of money value
· -sense of community
· -at least 19 games in Athens alone honouring gods where money was given to those in the community through small sporting festivals
· -many holidays would incorporate the games
· -This is not uncommon to competitions hosted even in local Ontario
· -Military or civically minded competitions are seen in “money” games

THE ASKLEPEIA

· for god of healing
· part of a healing center
· near Epidauros
· It would be rare to be given cash – tripod , olive oil, something of intrinsic value 
The other main difference to Crown Games:
· Chrematitic games are regional
· Though the crown games started regional, they became panhellenic, open to all greeks
· There was a strong identification of the money games with a particular region 
· The events are closely ties to myths or something dominant in that community 
· There were many chrematitic games – in honor of many different gods or heroes 
· They would be held constantly , throughout the year, - mostly, it was only people of that community that could compete 
· In athens, about 50 days / year were holidays – most would have athletic comps. They would show up and compete
· The money games are much more military than the crown games 
· Sannctuary at epidauros – below athens
· It was a panhellenic healing center where you could go. Priests would tell you what to do – knowledgeable care takers 
· Athletic competitions were held here 
· come down to this head of god and give offerings and would document in stone the miracles that helped the issues of the people.
-ladies would give this advice to them
-Held athletic competition in honor just outside epidauros

SANCTUARY 
· People would come here and priest would say “the gods say sit in the hottub and exercise ”. So priet would recommend this solution to help their problems.
· So they made use of these in the money games – events in the stadium, musical competitions
· This would consist of signing with kithara, flutes ETC
· tired nightmares/back pain = lift this relax in hot tub and would report being healed

STADIUM
· no equestrian events here
· hidden entrance to the stadium
· You first see it at the Olympic games, then the nemean games, then at these money games in ephidauros 
· Seems like people are copying the Olympics 
· set standards for events and architecture.

THEATRE AT EPIDAUROS
· competitions for singing events 


The Panathenaia Games: Sacred and Civic athletics

· for Athena at Athens
· most famous money game
· Social functions of money games : Over the top advertisement for Athens. Parade went all the way up to the city to the Parthenon and Celebrated the greatness of the Atheneians. Temple just outside Athens would celebrate the great event and would try to make the games available to everyone.
· held yearly
· Three age classes (men, boys, beardless youth)

· The origin of the torch race 
· “in honour of everything athenian”
· Homer knew there was a competition here – from around the year 800, knew about it. 
Greater Panathenaia
· Extra athletic events every fourth year that were open to all Greeks
· Begun by a tyrant in 566
· Some dude (he was a tyrant) financed these 
· Every 4th year, there would be an additional event at which all greeks could compete (as all the other ones, they were only to Athenians)
· In 566, this was decided.
· Prizes of olive oil

The panathenaic amphora
· Olive oil would be given in this jug – amphora – be decorated with the scene that the athlete prevailed in 
· The stamp would say ‘made by Athens for the panhellenic festival’
· The stamp was put in because there were knockoff amphora being made. Wanted to make them legit.

2 sets of administrators

· Selected at random – its an honor to be selected.
· First set: Group of 10 for secular activities – take care of non secular aka non religious handling
· second set: sacred activities – the festivals and worship ceremonies.
· funds: both public and from administrators – partially funded by the electees, partially funded by the Athens government 
-- we don’t know if there was a fixed amount to pay, or if it was variable from year to year 

The Greater Panathenaic program
· Anywhere from 7 to 10 days
· Panathenaic Way 
· Events would be held right on the major highway – unlike Olympia – it is being held right in Athens 
· Athens was the most populated city 
· Held on the panethanic way (the road going in)
· Stadium built 4th C
· Open and Athenian events

Days 1 to 3: open music and drama
· Called musikos (musicals) – anything involving arts 
· Athleticos – athletes
· Hippicos 

Days 4 to 5: open athletic

Day 6 : closed equestrian
· Anthippasia: mock cavalry battle – men on horseback, charging at each other in mock battle
· We don’t know the rules of this 
· Military event with horses going against eachother 

· javelin throwing from horseback
· throw military javeline with no thong, and try to hit a target 
· So all these events have a close relationship to warfare
· Unlike discus, pankration, etc. 
· Here, it is clear.

· Apobates
· 4 horse chariot with 2 people
· One person was the charioteer, one man would hop out and run on foot, and then hop back in
· This modelled a military tactic used by the Greeks 

Day 7: open equestrian
Day 8: all other closed events
· Pyrriche
· Close non equestrian events
· Looks like a military ballet/ military synchronized dance
· The pyriche seems to be like that – in some armor , nude otherwise 

· Hoplomachia
· ‘the  battle between hoplites’
· Hoplites is the term for infantry men 
· How was it judged?
· Not an actual war game, but very easily to see the military connection 
· Athenians got to see their young men in military prowess, 
· Fufilled the Athenians by showing them capabilities of young men
· And saturating Greece with lavish prizes – a form of branding 

· Euandria
· Provoked lots of speculation
· Word means good man, comp of the good man
· Went to the man who was chalos (good or handsome)
· People would just look at the man and give him an award for being the best, most fit, most handsome?
· Not clear whether it was given to the man for just being aesthetic, or most useful body for war?
· Winner would be at the front of the parade later on
· Torch race
· Not an Olympic event 
· Relay race
· 10 teams, one from each district in Athens
· Race would have battons that were on fire. If the fire went out, DQ
· You would run and make your way through all of Athens

· Warship race
· Row boats – 168 men would row
· Athenians only
· Race off the coast of the polis of Athens 
· 

Day 9: Parade and feast
· Huge parade 
· Some people say the parade goes right in the middle
· Because if you are not Athenian, maybe you leave after day 5, so you would not be at the parade
· Some people say the feast was on day 4 
· We ‘already know the open events’
· up to the Parthenon w/ Animals and gifts (robe for Athena)
· Parade all the way up to the acropolis (high point) and the Parthenon 
· Robe would be presented to the high priest

The Eleutheria (Freedom)
· held in Larissa
· open only to Larissans (so closed games only for citizens)
· in honor of Zeus

Taurotheria
· Men on horseback would ride on horse and lassoe bulls to bring them back 
· A skilled horseman could calm a bull down and bring them back
· Some sources say they would have to wrestle the bull
· The coin is from Larissa , the bull is somewhere here
· Larissa was known for its horsemen 
· They wanted to celebrate this 
· Events closely associated with whatever the city identifies with 

Spartan Sport and Physical Education

· Largest polis in Greece
· Spartan physical education
· A polis much different than others
· Largest land mass
· Most Spartans did not go to the west – that was where their servants were 
· They set up a community to the west where people, servants, worked for them to the west 
· So the Spartans did not work
· So they had to become very proficient warriors, elite soldiers, to prevent the rise up of the servants 
· As a baby, the Spartan government would look at you at decide if u live or die (you had to be perfect, no defects)
· At age 7 , taken from family ‘up until 30, you would live and train with other people your age 
· Sport and spectacle questions these accounts bc they are not from Spartans 
· People were not allowed into Sparta unless accompanied by an official, Spartans were not allowed out
· Closed community that was dreaded by others – so we excpect exaggeration by outsiders 
· ‘Spartans would have to steal food from others’ – to build stealth 
· Spartans required to parade naked in front of other Spartans – either be praised or berated for their physiques 
· We don’t know TO THE EXTENT that this is true, but the Spartans were badass 
· The women would have ‘trainign’ but not militaristic 
· Kicked out of barracks given map and robe on winter on their own, stealth and toughness
· Every ten day parade naked infront of spartans to praise or ridicule physic

KARNEIA
Spartan games were not really money games
· Spartan athletes who won at these games, or at the Olympics or other games – would be given a prize: be at the front position in battle
· Spartans were not allowed to note their athletic victories on gravestones first 
· Those had to come last – they downplayed athletic acheievments 
· First – name, father, military, what u did for community, then athletic acheivements…
 Festival was the Karneia 
· For the god appolo 
· Founded in 676 
· Had musical events , equestrian
· Had the macros 
· An extra long foot race – longer than the dolichos 
· Then there was a penta dolichos – 5 times the length of the dolichos 
· Wanted to test endurance
· No submission contact sports – boxing or pankration
· But had wrestling 
· Spartans only entered the Oympics – we don’t see them entering other Panhellenic games
· At Olympics, do well at Pentathlon
· But don’t win at boxing, pankration – they tough submission was unmanly. They did not permit athletes to engage in those 2
Rugby game 
· Can run or throw a ball across the other teams line 
· An activity that lots of greeks did but did not compete in 
· But the Spartans made it an event here at the Karneia 
Reverse Tug of War
· Put 2 teams on an island 
· Try and rip the opponent off the island into the water 
Not at Karneia 
Fighting a male pig (boar)
· For the Spartans, this was quite deadly 
Not at the karneia 
2 lines of men 
· One by one, run through the middle to the alter 
· Lines in either line would have sticks and they would try and beat you  as you ran to the alter 
· You could be beaten to death
· If you kept trying , but were beaten to death, you would be given a statue in your honor 
· This was important for the Spartans 
· There would be cheese on the alter, had to grab it before beaten to death 

-no boxing or pankration
-only entered Olympics
-do well in pentathlon and running
-did not like idea of submissions
Episouros
- Rugby and would advance ball through line lots of Greeks did but did not compete in fun pastimes for most greeks
-made event at there games 
-tug of war on two islands and would have to get them all into the water
-People fight male pigs and were very ferocious
-quite deadly
-exaggeration but there are testimonies
· Two lines of men would race to the women on podium and lines of men would beat men to death  as they tried to make it there. Those who died while really really trying were memorialized in statue
· Chance to get this cheese one notorious game






LEC 009 – WOMEN IN ATHLETICS 

End of the ancient Olympics

· AD 394: last recorded games
· Christian prohibitions
· Rediscovered in 1766; excavated 1875-81
Christians closed down all non Christian buildings. So olympia would have to have end.
· The last dateable bronze inscription dayes to 385
· Olympia was converted into a Christian site and games ended. Then lost in time. 
· Olympia, which is not an urban center, was lost and re discovered in 1766, or atleast identified as olympia. And then excavation began 100 years later. Before that year people who did the digs were often just amateurs, military men and they would just take what they needed and destroy the site. 
· But olympia was excavated after that time, which was done by professionals, so we have good samples, so we can talk about it in confidence. 

The Olympics of Allusion and Illusion 
· Modern olympics kicked up emergence around the same time. 
· Frenchman pierrer, he develops this idea of holding atheletic contests. Around 1880 he pursues this idea, which a the time there was a devastating french defeat by germas and loos of national prestige and he said it was bc the french youth were not manly enough in physical activity and he wanted to revive this and came up with this idea where he was pitching this idea of competition/fair play
· He critiques his stature as an innovator. He added this brotherhood of athletes who would come from the European (not just friend, german russian greek) to compete against each other and he thought this would be beneficial.
· So he refashioned / overemphasised the fact that they were all amateurs and not professionals, all they had in common was the desire to compete against each other.
· International Olympic committee was formed and they discussed how to do this (IOC)
· But they were at a limited level--- eg greeks only, or british only.
· So he wanted PAN EUROPEANISM. (all types of people)
· Problem: little interest in sport at the time. Most sport was viewed as a diversion, something you did at uni, or something you abandoned as an adult. 
· Lack of interest in boxing, baseball or any of the events he wanted to include in the Olympics. 
· It only emphasizes fox hunting, others not really regarded. 
· He saw atheltics as a way to reinvigorate the french bc he saw a decay in the youth 
· He held it in athens.
· Instead of zeus he had athena
· Then he through in a cross (cristinaity) 
·  He brought together kids from countries all over to find the best athletes they made a “modern olympics”
· 1896 was a continuation of the Olympics
· could not hold in Olympia … held in Athens in plate of the fact of the Athenian Olympics, throws in a cross something Olympic he wants to honor that but there is confusion in fact checks no such restrictions
· origin of ancient olympics were confusing and so compiled list of athletes in ancient times
· olympic victor list from 776,772…more names become present.

Quagmire of Olympic Origins
· Reliability of the Olympic victor list
· Ancient schematization: We should always be skeptic when the ancient world provides us with a list that appears to be complete. Bc ancient people when they don’t have enough info will lie or become over exact to compensate for the fact that they don’t have enough info. So most of his criticism is that its too neat. It works out too well.
· Modern critical bias- Corresponding bias/modern bias in the book to be critial. everyone thinks x but I wanna advance the idea that Y is true. To try an undermine ancient sources. 

· Archaeological insights – what archaeology shows us
· Tumulus (MEANING MOUND) (3rd millennium)
- how they would bury someone. If they didn’t’t know where they were buried they just created a mound. 
· Cult to Zeus (11th C.) – at olympia. 
· Pelopion built around this (in around 7th centuary): The pelopion is a structure in honour of pelpops around the tumulus. 
-Pelops is the greek who won the chariot race to win the hand of the girl and was said to be the mythical founder of the Olympics.
· One scholar said the games thook of bc the greeks were contrantaly colonizing and leaving the homeland and going to italy. There was a desrire to come back to greece and olympia became the thing that was the center of gravity for the greek world. 

Athens
· Silver medals were given instead. ONLY TO THE VICTORS
· Only 1 per event 
· Big thing bc Greece had just been established as a nation.
· So they in part were celebrating that by building the stadium
· 60,000 spectators; Silver medals
· 241 competitors from 14 countries

· 1900: first women participate
· 1908: 3 Medals
· 1916, 1940,1944: Olympics cancelled
· 1920: Olympic flag(5rings) & oath; Opening ceremonies (judges also gave oath)
· 1924: Winter Games
· 1928: Olympic Flame
· 1932: Olympic village
· 1936: First torch relay
· 1956: closing ceremonies
· 1968: Olympic Mascots
· 1980: Olympic “branding”
· 2010: Youth Olympics
· 2014 Olympics cost $44 billion USD
· 2016: 11,237 athletes from 207 nations


WOMEN IN ATHLETICS 
· Social ideal of the citizen woman: her purpose was to provide legitimate offspring to her husband. He needs to continue the family line. He needs a woman to do it and it cant be woman from his own family. If that is the main function for a woman socicaly this emphasis is put on her virginity and chastitity and her fathfullness. Hence greek culture, prefer that women marry as soon as they have their periods and that they be virgins and while they are married you limit the possibilyt of aultery (to pollute or alter)– you alter the bloodline. Hence in the greek world women were veiled when they went outdoors. Over their head. Indoors with lmit contact with other men. If men came to the house (both daughter and mother) would go upstaris. And men and women don’t dine to gether. Men don’t come into the house when the husband wasn’t there u can be subject o penality for adultery. Murdering a cheater is permitted. So we have a hard time determining if women are indeally indoors, seculded what can we say about women in atheltics? To even name some female member of someone’s family is an offence. 

· The bias of literary primary sources: So we have a bias in our literary sources. They wont talk about women unless it something extraordinary (bad and good). But if we wanna know the typical, we cant rely on this bc only exceptional tasks are mentioned. Textbook talks about 1 man  he mentioned he married his wife when 14 and he was 30. and he had to train her bc she was young. She didn’t know anything. One day he found she was tryna put on makeup. He said if she wanted to look healthy she should do house work and that would bring colour to her face. It was suspious bc who are you putting makeup for.

· The hetaera: The hetaera (pal/buddy/ feminine) – it was understood that certain women would attach themselves to men and be their mistresses. They could never have a social role as a wife. They were foreigners or they simply didn’t care. 
-(left marriage scene) image--- right naked women = mistress or prostitute. They are at a party. It is CITIZEN MEN. But NO RESPECTABLE CITIZEN WOMEN PRESENT. So bias bc no respectable man would admit it. About their wives working. So its embarrassing so men would hide it.
· Women at the Olympics
VISUAL PRIMARY SOURCES 
· Not accept them without critique.
· Highest praise to a woman is that nothing about her is remarkable then she has achieved a lot.
· 3 women, 2 naked, 1 clothed, on the left holding a mirror. In front of basin, which looks like what males would use to wash.
· Kale= good looking (for both males and females) males kalos. Female kale.
· Usually we see kalos with male athletics.
· But he says this is not a scene on athletics, it is a beauty show.
· Fig 234: A group of women, one is holding that alabastron that men use to apply oil. Some fish, some women who is swimming and others are naked. Miller says this is more likely a day at the beach. Recreational.
· Problem: visual evidence unless u have lots of pots and u can establish the vocabulary, its difficult to make any headway into whats going on. 
· Miller isnt an expert in artistic evidence.

· maybe all these pots are meant to be fantasy. What if women all just like men? Bc citizens were so secluded, men went through many lengths to imagine women in a state of undress.
· Female runner: most likely gesture of running away  picking up skirt 

ATLANTA 
· Archeological evidence 
· Mythical character, who was the equal of any man. 
· V popular in visual arts.
· Funeral for a greek hero and she won in the wrestling match. 
· She was told she cant marry and if u do itll be the ruin of u.
· So she stayed away from men
· She socialized with them tho. 
· She would go on expeditions with them
· When greeks trying to hunt monster, she was one of the hunters that tracked this monster.
· She was pestered by men. 
· She always has clothes on. While men naked usually.
· She said yes ill marry any mant hat can beat me in a foot race, but if they loose they die.
· Men would compete but she never lost EXCEPT  
· HIPPOMENES: judging one of the races and fell in love. Asked goddess for help. Goddess of love gave him 3 golden apples. He would throw a shinny golden apple and she would pick it up and she lost
· One account that she was already attracted to him
· They’re so in love that hippomenes forgets the promise to goddess. Peace sacrifice, donations etc. and the goddess of love turned them both into animals and made them pull her chariot 
· So womans natural passion for shiny things ended her athletic (male) career


AMAZONS
· Usually abduct men to procreate and then kill them. 

SPARTA 
· Physical training part of public education: Mandatory public education in sparta. They insisted women enroll. It included physical training for men and women
· Footraces, wrestling, discus, javelin
· Public parades: women compelled by shame to engage in foot races, wrestling, javelin, bc there would be public parades, men and women would have to disrobe and march in front of citizens and would be praised or mocked. So women had the opportunity to become physically fit
· Bibasis: jumping exercies. U bring ur legs back. In one play a non spartan is talking to a spartn and she says I kick my self in the butt. And she seems to be talking bout this exercise. 
· Stereotypes of Spartan women: The reaction the rest of greece had to this  “thigh revealers/ thigh showers”--- Spartan women. A Spartan girl wouldn’t be chaste even if she wanted to bc they run around with men naked

Festival of Hera at Olympia: the Heraia
· Every 4 years: The founder  Wife of pelops who had his chariot race for his wife hippoodemaea who started this festival.
· In honor of hera, wife of Zeus: Cow associated with hera (unclear if cow or just meat)
· 3 age categories
· Not nude: little skirt thing crown of olives and a cow.
· Only foot-races
· Prize: olive wreath & cow
· Statues permitted: They had 16 judges. Same training for judges as Olympics. In an elis. Female winners could also set up statues like males. Problem we haven’t found any.
· Mention made of athletic competitions for females

Sanctuary to Artemis at Brauron
· Arcteia & arctoi
· No literary references, only pottery
· Gymnasium, temple, dining hall
· At this village brauron in the polis of ellis
· A sanctuary there which was set up for women
· THERE ARE FEW SOURCES THAT TALK ABOUT THE FESTIVAL ARCTEIA
· Bear – arctic 
· Bear games
· Competitors were called bears
· Sanctuary holy to artemis aka goddess of the hunt. We found pottery and other remains at the site. 
· Temple, dining hall and gymnasium
· This is a full on complex.
· Female only
· Virgin goddess
· Man tried to look at her and he was turned into a deer and his own dogs ripped him to pieces. 
· All her attendant’s virgin females.
· Scholars tried to say this site is where women would go to enact the ritual of pretending to be a man before they got married
· Or some myth fleeing from a man
· Not so much athletics, more a female empowering ritual that females did before accepting their role of wife 

ROMAN FEMALE ATHLETES 

· Women in roman times had a fuller role in athletics.
· Professional 
· Upper class women could compete with one an another (just upper class girls)
· Roman times more avenues for athletics than in greek 
· But we could be wrong and women had a more prominent role in athletics






















LEC 10 – Athletes and Hero’s 

HEROES
· Criteria: For greeks hero meant something different. It is a religious term.
· Divinity
· Dead You can’t be a hero until you’ve died. That’s the proof of being a hero. You need all three criteria
· Memory Preserved/cultivated (“cult”)
· Anyone could become a hero Cult: a group of people who are preserving some belief system or their founder and wanna remember them. Anyone can become a hero. You don’t have to be a powerful hero. You cant look at a person when theyre alive and say theyre gonna be a hero. Hard to look at them and for certain say that person will never become a hero either.  Both mythical and historical figures. Anyone can be a hero.
· Mythical and historical
· Proliferation of cults in classical period
· Stories combining anecdote, hyperbole, and facts
· Euthymos’ statue: It was claimed that his dad was a river god. After he was dead that was something that ppl claimed. 
We have preserved a statue of him. He was on Olympic athlete. 
The statue has 2 lines. The 2nd line was scratched out. And it says (the new line) – he did all these things so mortals could observe him. Someone erased that and put new info. So it’s a good example of how these heros quickly became mythical.
· Shrine: You can go make an offering and pray and that hero would respond to you.

Why so many athletic hero’s? 
· Athletes often presented as possessing “Supernatural” strength & arete
· “Recycled” oil: if an athlete used oil and scrapped it off of their body u would try to get it bc u thought it had some potency that would help you. So the greeks are prone to wanting to exaggerate.
· Cults for athletes existed outside the Greek world

Milo of Croton
· From Kroton in Southern Italy: Kroton was this town in southern Italy bc it turned out athletes that disproportioned to its size. So tons of athletes, but very small place
· Wrestler
· 540 BC Olympic victories in boys’ competition
· 536-520 BC: 5 straight Olympic victories
· Connection to Hercules: Her carried a club, wore a lion skin cloak like hercules. And liked to show off his strength like hercules.
· Milo is the go to example of physical strength. Similar stories of andre the giant (he could eat 20 punds of meant, 8 ltrs of win and 20 pounds of bread 
· Milo died milo came to a tree where someone made wedges in the tree to try and split it apart. His hand got stuck and then he was eaten by a wild beast so he was undone by his pride in his athletic ability. He didn’t become a hero. 

POLYDAMAS
· Pankrationist
· Olympic victory in 408
· Magical powers
· Only one once in Olympics
· He would hold on to a chariot and then the 4 horse would be let go and he could hold the horses and chariot from moving. 
· So he too performed a spectacle 
· He died bc he refused to leave a cave that was collapsing bc he thought he could hold it up.
· His statue was claimed to have cured fevers. So hes a hero. 


Kleomedes
· Boxer
· Stripped of Olympic victory in 492
· His death and subsequent cult
· Boxer who won bc he killed his opponent and was stripped of Olympic victory. Weird bc others have done the same/
· He thought he was unfairly treated so he went back home and he was so upset, went to a school house, pulled the supports, killing many children.
· His body was never found 
· Yet, his hometown suffered. Illnesses and problems would pass through
· His reputation was terrible 
· The oracle told them to pay tribute to kleomedes
· And it stopped 
· So he is a hero inspite of being this crazed athlete who killed his opponent and students 

Theagenes
· Boxer/pankrationist
· 1,376 victories in 22 years
· Stories of his childhood
· The origin of his cult
· Most famous for greeks
· He went downtown with his parents, they weren’t paying attention, came home after them, hoisted up a statue and his dad made him return it. So he was event aht strong as a kid. 
· So he claims his dad was a god. “born of a god”---- his name meant.
· After he died he was given a statue 
· One of his main competitors who couldn’t defeat him would sneak out at night and whip the statue
· The statue fell on top of him and killed him lol
· It was decided that the staue killed him, so the pitched it in the sea
· Problems started. Famine.
· Oracle said bring it back
· He stopped the famine but could also heal ailments, so hero 
· His shrine was VIP 

Hercules (Herakles) – nickname: Hercules the wrestler 
· Mythical 
· Many greeks considered him historical 
· Most famous athlete
· Founder and patron of the Olympics
· Herakles Palaimon(nickname)
· Statues in gymnasiums and palaestrae
· Athletes took him as a model
· Shrines to Hercules
· patron deity of athletes



SPORT AND RECREATION 

Hunting
· No evidence in greek world for entertainment. (non subsistence)
· These mosaics from Macedonia where the aristocracy would have lion hunts 

Acrobatics 
· Always in a spectator setting. 
· Designed like a magic show 
· For parties or shows or a banquet 
· Not in ancient greece 

KNUCKLEBONES (DICE)
· Different sides had different value 
· No standardization 
· Ankle bones of sheep (middle row, 3rd)– but after a point they weren’t really bc they mass produced look alike
· Many were buried with their knucklebones (esp kids)
· One guy liked to be buried with loaded, cheating knuckle bones
· Kids activity for the most part 
· Adults did do it too
· Greeks often just pretend they don’t do things that are considered childish even tho we will find for eg. On marble bench carvings, you used for board games. They don’t like to talk about it 
· Women ere expected to play board games (esp young girls) 
· Whatever is associated with young girls is erotic 
· Often depicted In love scenes 
· Image slide 24: girl juggling, with god eros  so you know she is desirable. So juggling and dice are good indicators of a desirable girl.
· Image slide 28: hoop and rooster, young boy, about to seduce a girl

Two types of balls:
1. Leather Sphaira
2. Follis/folliculus
· Leather pieces stuck together and then stuffed with feathers or hair 
· “I am hair but my skin covers all of it) – a ball (riddle)
· So it can be densely packed or soft
· Uneven bouncing 
· Romans developed follis (small verison called follicuilous)
· They had inflatable balls
· Girls particularly liked ball games 

Ballgames

· No evidence of organized or competitive ballgames
· No spectator interest
· Why unmentioned/unpopular? No literature for organized ball games, No spectators, Purely recreational, Unpopluar bc it’s a team activity and the greeks valued individual arete. Bc the team won and they didn’t who which one-person won
· Homer’s Odyssey
· Odysseus and the princess: Odysseus gets shipwrecked on an island 
-He wakes up to the sound of some girls on the beach playing a ball game and one of them is a princess.
-He stands up all girls scream and run away. Except princess. 

· Plato’s metaphor
· Alexander the Great popularized it: As alexander travelled, conquering, he would bring atheletes, whenever he conquered a city he would hold an athletic event and also people playing ball games. Alexander wasn’t a greek so maybe that’s why he could integrate this ball games into it

· Galen, On Exercise with a Small Ball”
· Benefits
· Galen’s view of athletes
· Galen: famous doctor who wrote a work on an exercise with a small ball 
· Lengthy work, intact 
· He thinks it has a lot to reccoment 
· No specific of the ball game 
· Only looking at it from a health perspectives 
· He says its fun (usually running sprinting is just boring)
· Theyre cheap
· Theyre democratic ( everyone has experience with ball games) 
· Its adabpltable you can make up your own rules 
· Proof that theyr enot a dominant central place in society 
· Its good for dexteriryt and mind and hands and eyes 
· Not a lot of risk of injury which u have in atletics 
· It works out parts of the body that atheltics doesn’t seem to 
· You have different movememtns 
· You have to move certain ways to keeps the opponent in the middle 
· Athletis are offend broken down in old age. 

Sphairisterion
· A room for playing ball games
· Only at the time of alexander do we see this with frequency

Phaininda
· Kinda game where u pretend to pass it to someone 
· “meaning to appear 

Episkyros
(?) unsure--- ask

Ephedrismos
· Sitting on the seat 
· Rules 
· U line up a bunch of rocks and try to hit them and knock them off
· Looser had to carry winner on his back to pick up the rocks 

Aporrhaxis
· Bounce as many times as you can
