1- DESCARTES- IS VERY ANCIENT ON THE QUESTION WE ANSWERED ON THE SECOND MEDITATION, ITS NOT THE SAME THO! SO IF WE GIVE THE SAME ANSWER, THEN ITS JUST HALF THE MARK CZ ITS HALF THE QUESITON. WE WANT TO KNOW how Descartes over comes the evil genius he imposes in meditation one, the answer to that is the idea that if someone is deceiving him he must be thinking, and if I think therefor I am and that’s only the first half, the second half asks how does this position comes to his first principle of philosophy how does it implicit him to a dual argument, a mind-body dualism? I am a thinking being, commit descartes to a mind-body dualism in one hand he gives a bunch of listing of the qualities he recalls, and then there the weird wax example!! We have to mention that, the wax example is when he lights the wax and it melts. So the wax example in the wax example he went to say why the mind is in the body, which qualities he describes to bodies of things, or bodies which have extension and why that commits him to dualism. QUALITIES OF THINKING AND QUALITIES OF BODIES.
Reason 1 for doubt: Is he mad?
· Descartes states that it is possible that he could be mad, but he decides that this is not the case. He would be, if he did take mad people as his example. However (there is a big debate about this point, but we will leave this aside), claiming e is mad would disqualify him from the being able to give a reasonable account of doubt. 
-There will be four reasons where he will reject the first but he doesn’t say true or false becz he begins that in mediation II, for now he’s only going to use persuasive. He says theres gotta be some therapeutic to correct this!
Reason 2: the Dream Argument
· But Descartes does dream, and though it is possible to distinguish between dreams and waking life, sometimes it is not. Modern example, perhaps: the Matrix. Recall that the standard of certainty is clarity and distinctness, so it is reasonable to doubt the senses and corporeal things in general due to the dream argument. The list of corporeal things (p.20 on side margins): nature, extension, shape, quantity, size and number, their place, time, etc. thus we can doubt physics, astronomy and medicine, and other sciences based on corporeality. 
We can think of all sorts of equivalence where all senses are intact, when we hallucinate and not hallucinate?
Now with the senses aside, it still seems that mathematics cannot be doubted
· This includes pure mathematics, including arithmetic and geometry, and possibly the laws of physics. Let’s keep it simple: doesn’t 2+2 =4  not 5? Isn’t that certain? Descartes than considers two arguments.
· Both start with the idea that there is a supremely perfect being, God, who nevertheless has allowed for us to be deceives sometimes. How can we answer this state of affairs (this is like an epistemological version of the problem of evil).
· Reasons for doubt, 
A- senses & corporeal things
1- Madness (no)
2- Dream argument (yes)
B- Mathematics & GOD:
1- Fate or Chance (no)
2- The Evil genius (yes)  soley dedicated to make Descartes believe falsehood that everything I think I know is actually false, that for instance this world of regularity and rules that only I obscure is nothing like the real world. U have no impression in ur life that there’s an evil genius  constantly deceiving you, whose always playing pranks on you.

Reason 3: Fate or Chance Argument
· This addresses people that “would rather deny” God “than believe that everything else is uncertain” (21). I suppose this means that they save the sciences such as mathematics even if God doesn’t exist. But Descartes replies that the absence of a perfect being that has created everything makes it even more likely that we are imperfect and subject to doubt.
· Or, it this is too complex, the problem with the fate or chance argument doesn’t give us a reason to doubt mathematics.
Reason 4: The Evil Genius
· So, to doubt the senses, mathematics, God’s goodness and everything else, Monsieur Descartes proposes that we replace God with an evil demon set on deceiving him. This is not madness, as Descartes shows that nothing that he once believes that he cannot doubt through “valid and considered reasons” (21)
2. SPINOZA

 Beauvoir argues that existentialism is a “philosophy of ambiguity”.
Through there is no transcendent meaning, Beauvoir argues that meaning is created by human action and projects
Dostoyevski’s ‘Objection’
· “If God does not exist, everything is permitted” (15).
· Beauvoir argues that “if God does not exist, man’s faults are inexpiable” (16).
· Humans are then more responsible for their choices than if God did exist, because their actions are the sole basis of the meaning of existence. (And, there is no redemption)
· Because there is no transcendent meaning, man is condemned to be free.
· “Freedom is the source from which all significations and all values spring” (24)
· Freedom is not a thing that somebody possesses, but the basis of all actions and choices.
· Nevertheless, we cannot choose any action that we wish.
· Every situation constrains human action.
· “this is what Descartes expressed when he said that the freedom of man is infinite, but his power is limited” (28).
· “it is the particularity of the project which determines the limitation of the power, but it is also what gives the project its content and permits it to be set up” (29).
· In addition, not all situations are equivalent:
· “freedom always appears as a movement of liberation.. it is only by prolonging itself through the freedom of others that it manages to surpass death itself and to realize itself as an indefinite unity” (32).


4. African-Americans become conscious of themselves as social and political actors through a competing set of values and activities that produce what he calls “double consciousness”.
5. He describes the experience of what he calls the Veil: a wall of separation between the worlds of White Americans and African-Americans,
