“Why does Aristotle think that man is “more” of a political animal than bees or other “gregarious animals”?
animals have mere voice, by voice the ability to signal pleasure or displeasure, humans have the power of speech” --> what does he mean by this speech is defined by  logos. Logos translates into speech, but also reason.
It’s something to do with voice, which animals have. And speech/reason,  is something that humans have, but there is some kind of difference!
In animals, it expresses to other animals, pleasure and pain, that’s what I am going to be looking for. The idea that it expresses between animals is fear and aggression, and the expression of those kinds of things as well.
Because humans have speech or reason, humans have a sense of the useful and the harmful, the just and unjust, and good and evil. When they exercise speech or reason, they express what is just and unjust, what is expedient and inexpedient, what’s the harmful and the useful. Then he says, “it is the association of living beings who have this sense” which makes a family and a city. So the final conclusion you can conclude from this is that animals may live in groups, but it is not the same type of community that humans have.

Plato- WHY DOES HE BAN POETS AND ARTISTS FROM THE IDEAL CITY? -5 marks-full page
Plato will ultimately conclude that poetry must be banned from the city for two reasons, because it exercises an irrational charm on its listeners (605b). this as required subsequent ‘Platonists’, who also find that arts play an important role in thought, lots of grief. 
What poetry does is :
1- It inspires passion to rule over reason, along the way and that u might allow ur passion to over-rule ur reason in ur own behaviour, 
2- second reason is that the role models u might find in art are not the type of ppl who should be role models. In tragedy we have statesman who behave un statesmen like, rulers who are not virtuous rulers.

Now, it’s essential to Plato’s ideal city that each person does what they are best at. So we would assume that each kind of craft would have its own craftsman. But then imagine a craftsman who can make all that and more to extend and beyond everything is this world! The easiest way to make all these things appear would be to carry a mirror with you, because a mirror reflects –or imitates—everything (596d). in a similar way, this is what a painting—or photograph or print, for the matter—does.
A god makes the form of the pair of shoes (and there can only be one form, see 597c), a shoemaker makes a pair of shoes, and the painter makes an image of the pair of shoes. The god makes the real pair (the reality of the shoes), the shoe maker makes the appearance of the pair, and the painter an imitation of the appearance (597-598).   we have reality, appearance and the imitation of the appearance!
Therefore, art exerts a dangerous charm on the soul. It does not work on the rational part, but on the irrational part (603b). in art, one might take pleasure in observing the vices of others. Hence the quarrel between philosophy and poetry
One way to look at this , as we’ve seen, is viewing how something is created.
