Karl marx “Alienated Labour” (1844)
Marx In general
· For Marx, history is the expression of social struggle. More specifically, history is the process of class struggle.
· Capitalism, he believes, is the final step in history because it reduces all classes to two: the bourgeoisie and the proletariat (working class)
Aside from the idea of marx philosophy is behind the theorism, he did something theoretically that was brand new, that criticized a lot of the assumptions which went into the way which ppl wrote history. Marx starts in a way where he wrote at the time he was angry and he came up with political etiquette economy. Little too much communism when they were kids,, or they were too tribal to get it, or they were perhaps religious phigers, freedom of speech of religion, property. Marx’s version is diff he says if u wanna understand how ppl think, you’ve got to look at the world they live in! what conditions do they live in with terms of society and how do they produce things, how do they survive and do things on a day to day basis, if they don’t live at the same standards of the richest parts of the world, why is that. Is it because they have wrong ideas or does their history have imperialism? or are they a banana republic system where their country produces only one product? Banana republic- certain companies in America were run by the united fruit company which would import bananas and if anyone botheres that fruit company the system would go in and clear out w.e was bothering the company.
Marx says it’s the process of class struggle, he’ll argue in a way that motivated the communist party members and communist revolution that it wuld be the best system in society.

· The proletariat is composed of wage labourers who, to live, must sell their labour power because they lack the means for production of their own. 
· The bourgeoisie is composed of class of capitalists, owners of the means of production and employer of working class.
· Marx calls for the destruction of bourgeois property, which is based on expropriation.
A communist wants to come in and take over your life. Marx could care less and thought it was fine if u own a car, house, t.v and such things. When marx talks about property he speaks of a specific kind, private property cannot be explained and he doesn’t even know what it is, an economist will tell u ur bourgeoisie economist doesn’t have a story and doesn’t tell u the difference between ur property and what marx has a problem with which is capital!. Hes talking about what allows u to be an owner of means of production, u can own all sorts of personal property but that doesn’t mean u have capital. Which to give a quick definition marx says, what is capital? Its self reproducing money, and u have to understand why he says in a book called capital we wont read. When he says capital he means the kind of stuff that ppl talk about on business news where u have billions of dollars u can play with which makes economy. Capital in os the level of reproducing on the means of production, like oil money or walmart and the money walmart can play with, where does all this money come from?
· If the “history of all hitherto existing society is the history of class struggles,” the proletarian revolution will be the final stage because it is the first majoritarian revolution.
· Whereas all previous revolutions defended the interest of one elite class against the interest of others, the proletarian revolution will be the first that abolishes all class interest for the good of all society.
Those who take over will be the majority of human society which is not the case! He says bcz all previous revolutions defended one class against the other. 
“Communism”
· Sometimes he says capitalism is the last phase of the pre-history of society, because society only begins when humans as a group realize the society of the “realm of freedom”.
· “From each according to his abilities, to each according to his needs” (Quoted from the “Critique of the Gotha Program”).
“Alienated Labour”
· From the Economic and Philosophic Manuscripts, written in 1844, but only published in 1932.
· Despite that, it has been very influential, with a diverse set pf authors claiming it for their own intellectual projects.
· For instance: Sartre and Beauvoir.
Alienation and Objectification
· Alienation is not, for Marx, an attitude, but names a set of relationships between a human being and:
· Work and the product
· Work and the process of working.
· The kind of work.
· Work and other human beings.
· Objectification designates the mediation of human activity, whether it is related to our own needs, interactions with others, or even our way of living as part of nature (while this has a history which we could write, at all times human activity produces objects).
· Alienation is the dispossession of production within capitalist society (although there would be other historical forms of alienation, these are not necessary and eternal). 
Every week the president has to go take the contribution to the priest without getting anything in return bt that’s not what hes talking about with alienation if property. These two terms will BE Important for his discussion.
· Marx wants to find out how in capitalism, the worker is alienated from his products and constantly sinks deeper into immiseration.
· In a nutshell, the worker is forced to produce commodities, and the exchange of commodity production ultimately turns the worker into a commodity. That is, a worker sells his labor-power as a commodity, for wages.
· “ So much does the appropriation of the object appear as alienation that the more objects the worker produces, the fewer he can own and the more he falls under domination of his product, of capital” (60).
· He draws an analogy with the ‘abstraction’ of religion: “the more man attributes to God, the less he retains in himself” (60).
There are four aspects f alienation. Summary of (1) and (2) on 62; (3) and (4) on 64.
SOME QUESTION ABOUT LAIENATION ASIDE FROM GENERALIZED DEFITNION, TALK ABOUT THE FOUR IN ORDER 2 RELATIONS HAVE TO DOW ITH THE INDIVIDUAL AND HIS LABOUR, FIRST
· The first two aspects are about THE individual.
1- The relation of the worker to the product of labor, in which his activity is dominated by the object. He considers the “sensuous external world” also to be an alien power. This is the alienation of man from his product.
Ur only access to this world depends on the amount of $$ u have, otherwise all this stuff is pretty much meaningless to you. So in general this is the alienation of the human being from this product. In a sense it feels like they have a relationship with you if you have the money to buy into that relationship.
2- Relation of the worker to the process of production, in which his activity does not belong to him; it is coerced.
· We feel coerced in productive capacities (the capacities that make us human-- intellectual creation, production of objects, arts), and free only in our animal functions (eating, drinking, procreating [or the act thereof], shelter) (62).
· This alienates man from the process of working.
Why is it that we don’t want to be fulfilled in our human intellect!? And he says this is because the alienation of human beings from the process of work- if ur lucky in ur professionally work u start at 9 and finish at 5
Diego Rivera, Detroit industry, north wall, 1932-1933 painting nice- magnificent thngs are happening but for the workers we don’t see them.

Transition: Individual to “species-Being”
· Then Marx introduces the aspect of a human’s species-being. This brings to us to the modes of objectification, and its difference from alienation:
· “the object of labour is thus the objectification of man’s species life: he produces himself not only intellectually, as in consciousness, but also actively in a real sense and sees himself in a world he made” (64).
Objectification , one way we measure the world is by literature and art which told us about how ppl thought about their time, the way their images was made told us something about their world.  When we make stuff we also reproduce what we’re doing, it’s about where u grew related to production in general.

3- Alienation reverses human existence and essence (63).
· Our individual existence ought to be dedicated to making ourselves intellectually and not just maintaining our physical or animal functions.
· However, workers are immiserated by capitalism. Hence they must dedicate their time to subsistence rather than his intellect.
This system produces a situation where ppl can’t use their own abilities for their own pleasure. 
4- Man is also alienated from other men, who are confronted as hostile and competitors rather than in situations of social solidarity.
· “A direct consequence of man’s alienation from the product of this work from his life activity, and from his species-existence, is the alienation of man from man” (278).
Ppl step on other ppl on their way up the social ladder.

Alienated Labor is the basis of property.
· What appears to be a-historical relationships or relations between objects are always relations between humans.
· Thus if man is alienated from his products,etc. it is because they have been expropriated from him.
· “If he is unfree in relation to his own activity, he is related to it as bonded activity, activity under domination, coercion, and yoke of another man” (65).
· This leads to the conclusion that private property is derived from xploitation and alienated labour.
