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1. What measures (Operating system, application software, network, hardware, etc…) are there in your computer to secure your data from hacking?
My operating system on my laptop provides a Windows Firewall, as well as an antivirus software called Avast Antivirus installed into my computer that blocks logical ports and secure my laptop’s network address. In order to access our home network, they must first access with a password security which contains a mix of lower and uppercase letters and numbers that makes it difficult for a hacker to reach into our network. The site Gibson Research Corporation (grc.com) allows me to test how secure the firewall is, in which I have achieved a pass and perfect rating.
