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Enlightenment
*Period of history
*AKA the long century (1685 - 1815)
*AKA The Age of Reason
*Massive societal changes Emerging economy, push for more democracy, determining what should be done with punishment to make it more humane 
· Economic structure
· Revolution
· Democracy
· How to punish

Magna Carta 1215
· Guaranteed land rights to the barons  part of aristocracy, owned land and had peasants work on it
· Guaranteed individual rights and liberties to all British citizens (4 centuries later)
· Haebas corpus  Procedure you can test if why you are being detained has any reason behind it

Hobbes (1651)
*Leviathan
*Life in a pre-social state: nasty, brutish, & short
*Fear of violent death forces folks to enter into a social contract
*Egoism, the natural state, is root of all evil
*Exchange natural rights for state protection
People were self-interested and had to be controlled 
State must come along to protect people
Less to no liberty but were protected by state
Social contract with the state

John Locke
*Two Treatises of Government
*Social contract
*Blank slate at birth
*Social interaction and human experience grows the personality
*Nurture, not nature
*State provides life, liberty and health in exchange for a reduction of individual freedoms
Wrote- two treatises of government
He believed people were born with a blank state and our upbringing is what shaped us 
Social contract for Locke- State provides life, liberty and health in exchange for a reduction of individual freedoms


Classical school
*Beccharia: swift, certain and measured punishment 
*Bentham: swift, certain and severe (rationality)
*John Howard (1775 - 1790) concerned with more humane prisons
*John Howard Society are half-way houses (also there is a St. Leonard's society)

Critique
*Taylor, Walton & Young: The New Criminology
*Classical system only works where there is equality
*Class differences
*Criminal responsibility
Writers says- and say the classical system only works with equality

Positivist School
*19th century
*human behaviour influenced by forces beyond one’s control
*Based on science
*Rooted in biology (Darwin)
Belief in the scientific method
Has a huge influence on the development of social sciences

Cesare Lombroso
*Biological positivism certain kinds of people that certain physical attributes that make them criminals
*Smaller sloping foreheads, big ears, beady eyes…
*Criminals are born not made
*Atavistic characteristics
*Criminals lower on the evolutionary scale

Psychology
*Criminals are made, not born
*Freud- id, ego and superego
*Primal urges that produce biological drives for food, sex, etc.
*Criminal behaviour results from unresolved psychological conflict
But one cannot verify the existence of the I. E. & S









Social learning theory
*Sears, Maccoby and Levin 1957
*Studied what children learn and the effects on later levels of aggression
*Disciplinary measures (physical punishment) can lead to aggression
*Combination of discipline and permissiveness
*Observing aggression can lead to replicating aggression (Bandura 1973)
Study made by Sears, Maccoby and Levin 
To do with physical punishment but then discovered that it could be to do with a combination of discipline and permissiveness
Then observing aggression may cause you to be more aggressive later in life

Policy implications
*Raises questions about appropriateness of parental physical disciplinary action
*Watching violence may lead to violence (TV)

Critique
*Does not take into account other factors (community influences, or circumstances surrounding criminal event)
*Unable to therefore account for changes in levels of crime over time or spatial distribution (regions)

Other elements re: social learning theory
*Hard rock and gangster rap
*Goth subculture
*Violent video games
*Stanford experiment
*Do people learn aggression from these, or do aggressive people flock toward these?
Hard rock had a really negative impact on children/teens
Association with goth subculture as well as video games

Psychopathy
*Compulsiveness
*No remorse
*Unable to keep lasting ties
*Likely to engage in criminal activity?
What is considered a psychopath- compulsiveness, no remorse, no lasting ties








List of traits of a psychopath (3 of 7)
1. non-conformist
2. Lies, deceit, manipulation
3. Impulsive
4. Irritable
5. Reckless disregard for others
6. Irresponsible
7. Lack of remorse

Psychopaths
*More convictions
*More recidivism  reoffending
*5X more likely to recidivate than non-psychopathic

Critique
*A lot of folks have at least 3 traits but don’t commit crime
*A lot of folks in prison are not psychopaths
*No decisive links between family history and psychopathy
*Not many studies focus on treating the disorder
What do you do with the people who just don’t care?
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
