-What are our some factors that affect teaching?
-Environment affect teaching
-Natural context vs formal context
-Natural context is in the context on the first language
-Being exposed to the language and picking up the language : acquisition 
-Formal context is learning through instruction(Classroom environment)
-L2 could be learned in a natural or formal context
-A lot of teaching tied to methodology, you need training
-Knowledge of the language + teaching of the language 
-Personality of the teacher is crucial
-The learner is involve (internal or external motivation) ex. Coming into a new country
-Motivation and perseverance 
-Attitude is important(if you enjoy what you’re learning)
-Positive attitude contributes to learning
-Goal is important
-Learning style(Visual, audial, kinetic) , age are factors
-Teaching itself is also involved in the sense that the program you’re trying to implement yourself

-3 main factors that affect learning : age, proficiency level, context

5 factors to consider in teaching groups

-Attention span
-Sensory input

-Authentic, meaningful language
