· Church is opposed to this
· 1650s, censorship
· Printing press becomes a key threat
· John locke: 
· father of classic liberalism, separation of church and state, importance of human liberty, notion of social contract (people will give up some liberty to the state in order to get protection), thoughts on private property (obtain priv prop. By working… and should have the right to put fences)
· Voltaire:
· Civil liberties and freedom of speech, freedom of religion, free trade
· Jean-Jacques rousseau:
· Social contract, writings on citizens education and that people can read so that they know what is happening
· Adam Smith:
· Writings on economics, invisible hand of the market… writings of labour.. Everyone has different jobs which serves us as a benefit

Urbanization: concentration of workers, who have limited amount of spending income to buy newspapers

Increase immigration: newspapers benefit from immigration because they wanna learn the language (cheap learning tool), growing literacy rates, freedom of the press (joseph howe, who made a newspaper accusing police and governor of corruption… whistle blowing service)

Westward growth period: canada is growing west ward, debates on confederation, debates on louis riel, debate on completion of railway, emergence yellow journalism
