Lecture 1 – Consequentialism and Deontology

· Consequentialist: good or bad based on the consequences of actions
· Deontology (Kant Kantian Ethics): do the right thing regardless of the consequences

Codes of Behavior 
· Ethics = personal code
· Morals = societies’ code

Golden Rule
· Do onto other as you would have them do unto you
· Don’t do anything to another you wouldn’t want to do to you
· Does not satisfy either necessary or sufficient conditions
· For some to be a necessary condition, 

Human Ideologies 
· Plato 4th Century BC Greek said that humans are rational people and we let emotions get in the way
· 18th century: Hume and Rousseau said that we are emotional people (Romanticism)
· We base our decisions on how we feel about something

Empathy
· Depends on nearness and farness of the object in question
· More empathy for someone that is close to you vs. someone that you share no connection with

Natural Morality
· Only care about those things that are close to you
· Humans have been designed to only care about the things that are close to them
· Caring about everything in life will lead to grieve, depression, etc.

Ethics
· What should I do? What can I do?  Determined by the law and nature
· Killing is wrong  Determined by the law
· Humans cannot fly  Determined by nature

Business
· Whenever you offer a product or service to another
· Formed when humans became civilized and started forming groups
· Humans began as hunter/gatherers
· They were loners
· Business began when people start to trade
· Business cannot function without ethical rules
· Has to be trust in business and trade
· Ex. Need to trust that other person will give you money in exchange for your good

Survival and Quality of Life
· Need other people and ethics in order to survive and improve quality of life
· Without ethics, business fails
· Ex. Enron

A Christmas Carol Video
· Fezziwig: More in life than money
· The second boss, Mr. Jorkins, who believes that money is everything, bankrupts Fezziwig
· Mr. Jorkins also becomes bankrupt because he loves money too much (embezzler) 

Is/Ought Problem
· You cannot derive a value from a fact
· Ethics is not about facts; it’s about values (good, bad, right, wrong)

18th century: Scott David Hume said that you couldn’t derive values from facts

Immoral vs. amoral 
· Amoral means that morals are not involved
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Milton Friedman was an American Economist who said that business was amoral
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
