· The 3 stages of Modern Arab history:  European Hegemony, Struggle for independence, Annahda
· During the awakening, the revolution started in Aleppo, Beirut, and Cairo 

Meaning of Annahda 
· *Annahda – the Arab Renaissance (awakening). Began in Syria, Lebanon and Egypt 
· a cultural rebirth began in 19th century in Egypt, Lebanon, and Syria and later in other Arabic Speaking regions. It is a period of intellectual modernization and reform and this period has no real end
· 1967  wars in Arab world… things fell apart and we are still experiencing some decline
· Annahda started by the cultural shock triggered by Napoleon’s invasion of Egypt in 1798  and the reformist drive of Muhammad Ali Pasha and his dynasty
· He’s from Bosnia which was a very important Turkish Province (Ottoman Empire)
· Napoleon kept the culture and w.e they had as opposed to the Mongolians 
· Annahda was also a cultural reform program that was as indigenous as it was western inspired  linked to the ottoman reform and internal changes
· In political economy and communal reformations in Egypt, Syria and Lebanon 
The Founding Triangle of the ARAB Renaissance 
Nucleus of the Arab Renaissance is Aleppo-Beirut-Cairo TRIANGLE 
· evidence for the Arab Renaissance 
Had schools, newspapers, photos, universities.
American University in Beirut 1856 – 150 years ago
1. Aleppo 
· First Arabic presses started in Aleppo as early as 1630 
· First mainstream Arabic language newspapers started in Aleppo 
· Christian monasteries and churches in Aleppo played a major role in in modernization and resurrecting of the Arabic Language. Notably Maronite Bishop Germanos Farhat
· Modern Arab Political thought developed in Aleppo, notable writing of Abdulrahman Al-Kawakbi (1855-1902)
2. Cairo
· Napoleon brought scientists and specialists, engineers, artists
· Produced documentation of the entire civilization of Egypt 
· Egyptian admiration of the French  thoughts of resurrecting the great Arab Past
· Saw that for example child got cured from their meds and they were given the opportunity to learn in France 
· Desire to know western art and culture, Educational delegations to Paris (Send kids to Franch to attend schools and learn) 
· 1805-1848 Muhammed Ali Bahsa ruler of Egypt
· He sent young Egyptians to study in France 
· Many Syrians and Lebanese moved to Egypt where literature and arts were prospering  they found more freedom of expression and worship
3. Beirut 
· 1810-1870 in Syria and Lebanon: spread of schools that teach Arabic and European languages (French, English, Spanish, Russian, Italian) 
· National religious-based schools: the local Orthodox Church established several schools in Beirut and elsewhere, such as Thalathat Aqmar (1865) and Zahrat al-Ihsan (1865)
· The local Catholic Church also established several schools: the School of Ain-Therese (1811)  and school of Saint-Saveur (1830) and the Patiarchate School (1865) 
· Syrian and Lebanese Armenians also established schools and colleges 
· Marinite Catholics established La Sagesse School (Madrassat Al Hikma) and the Ain Waraka School   All secular and religious material is given complex curriculum 
· Khalil Gibran great role in the modern Arabic Language
· French Catholics: Jesuit School of  strict
· English and American Protestant
· Russian Orthodox: Muscovite School + 7 other schools 
· Translation of the Bible, new Arabic dictionaries, Mouheet al-Mouheet and Qotr al-Muheet
Three Representatives of Annahda 
1. Rifa’a el-Tahtawi (1801–1873)  From Egypt
· a pioneering figure of the Arab Renaissance. He is a Muolin (Imam), clergy who went to Paris in 1926. A book he wrote describing Paris in most positive way.
· He went to Paris with the students to make sure they kept their religion
· His political views that were quite conservative that he got from Al-Azhar university changed on a number of matters parliamentary democracy and women’s education 
2. Butrus al-Bustani (1819-1893)  From Lebanon
· a Mavionile Christian, from Mount Lebanon.
·  He knew 9 languages, considered Father of the Arab Renaissance. 
· He wrote many books about literature, a dictionary, history, published magazines (always spoke about why people should be united)+ started a national school that was purely secular with no religious application patriotic 
3. Ibrahim al-YAziji (1847-1906)
· He invented the Arabic keyboard for the typewriter
·  
· His poem called “Wake up Arabs.” He wrote volumes of poetry and literature and when he spoke in public, he was very eloquent in standard Arabic  

Five Pieces of Evidence  this is because people deny that the awakening existed
1. Aleppo was the pioneering city in introducing Arabic press. Led by Father Athanasians Dabbas + Father Abdallah Zakher… printed the bible in Arabic. Zakher brought a new printing press to Mount Lebanon in 1732, to a church in the village of Dhour Shweir. Large printing press in the monastery of Mar Qazhaya in Lebanon in 1808. Cairo has printing presses in 1823 + major one in Beirut  1834. Egypt under British protection, so why renaissance happened if under Ottoman Empire no renaissance would’ve happened. The French wanted to make the country they occupy French nation but British were different.
2. Journalism and media. Egypt led the Arabs in the field of printed press. Napoleon introduced the first government newspaper in Arabic. Muhammed Ali established the second government newspaper. But the first privately published Arabic newspaper was in Aleppo 
3. Language. The efforts of translating European and American literature led to the modernization of the Arabic Language. Many scientific and academic terms as well as words for modern inventions, were incorporated in modern Arabic Vocab and new words were coined in accordance with the Arabic root system to cover for others. Modern printing techniques spread rapidly and gave birth to modern Egyptian press. Development of modern press ensured that modern Arabic spread through society in its updated form, Modern Standard Arabic which is used still today all over the Arab world 
4. Public Libraries. Mostly established by churches. Geramon Farhat Library in Aleppo had thousands of ancient Arab Manuscripts. Farhat wrote about 40 books on Arabic Grammar and literature. 
5. Universities. Proliferation of Academic and Scientific societies in Beirut and Cairo.

Arab Cinema
· Essentially saying Egypt, when we say Arab Cinema 
· Egyptian cinema: by 1960 over 60 films were produced in Cairo.
· Mostly romantic and musical, but some contained serious social commentary for many years Arab people liked comedy but then serious movies in the European world movies that are serious won awards which was quite the opposite
· At the time, 400 movie theatres were open in Egypt, showing American and European films as well as Egyptian ones
· A lot of impact and influence on society from the cinema
