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1. The respondents of the 2016 Canadian Long Form Census are asked to fill out a list of questions on a variety of aspects and areas of their present lives. Hence, the census is best described as a cross-sectional survey or questionnaire. However, it is important to mention that a census is designed to be compared and compiled with previous and following year’s research and can therefore also be considered a longitudinal design as well.
2. The 2016 Long Form Census is only given to a quarter of the population, as opposed to the whole, for logistical reasons. Essentially, it would be impractical and inefficient to gather and process so much data on the entire Canadian populous.
3. A mandatory census that reaches as many members of the Canadian population as possible is likely to get a much better response rate than an optional or voluntary census. This means that more data is gathered on a larger sample size, making the research more generalizable, reliable, and valid. 
4. The length and depth as well as the nature of the questions asked are the main differences between the long and short form census. Simply put, a long form census can prioritize qualitative questions and has a much deeper range of detail whereas a long form census might stick to more basic quantitative data gathering.
5. Despite the personal or private nature of some of the questions on this census, none of our team members felt uncomfortable answering the survey especially in the relative safety of the university setting or environment surrounded by peers. 
6. If our answers were no longer anonymous it would surely affect people’s comfort levels putting certain information in the public eye. Again, setting is an important factor to consider, but not everyone is as comfortable as our group in divulging personal information like finances to classmates or strangers.
7. A) Qualitative: ~47 questions (73%)
    B) Quantitative: ~17 questions (27%)
8. Using our subpopulation’s answers to section F we can induce that about 60% of the class is currently living at home.
9. Our inductive theory would be generalizable to the whole class because our sample and the population both fall into the same general demographic of young Montreal students. It is reliable because the census is consistent for all respondents and the data is not influenced by technique. Similarly, it is easily replicated and recreated simply by applying the same census to the test group. Its internal validity is questionable however, the causality between our independent variable, the class population, and our dependent variable, whether they are living independently, is weak.
10. If we were to use a greater variety of demographic variables, relating to age, income, background into our theory as well as a much larger sample size it would greatly improve the clarity, accuracy and specificity of our theory as well as strengthening its internal validity and generalizability.
