Important points for articulating sounds in natural languages:
· Palate

Vowels can provide you with a syllable.

Places to describe consonant articulation:
· Voicing (Either voiced or voiceless)

· [b] (Voiceless) (oral consonant) (made over short periods of time) (stop)
· [m] (Voiceless) (nasal consonant) (stop)
· Labiodental (Upper teeth and lower lip)
· [f] (Voiceless) (made over long periods of time) (Fricative)
· [v] (Voiced) (made over long periods of time) (Fricative)
· Interdental (Tip of tongue between teeth)
· [θ] ‘theta’ <Thin>
· [ð] eth <those>
· Alveolar (In front of the palate)
· [t] (stop) (nasal)
· [d] (stop) (nasal)
· [s] (fricative)
· [z] (fricative)
· [n] (nasal)
· [l] (approximants/liquids: air goes around the edges of your tongue and its close to touching the upper part of your oral cavity) 
· [r] (approximant)
· [ɾ] <butter> (flap/tap) 
· Alveopalatal
· [ʧ] <Church> (affricate)
· [ʤ] <Judge> (affricate)
· [ʃ] <Shirt>
· (ᶚ) <Garage>

· [j] <yet> (approximant/glide)

· [k] (Voiced stop)
· [g] (Voiceless stop)
· [ŋ] <sing> (nasal) (called angma or ang)

· [h] <hat> (fricative voiceless)

Stops: No air comes out of your oral cavity (nasal is irrelevant)
Fricative: Air comes out of your oral cavity
Affricates: A mix between a stop and a fricative, in which the consonant is initially a stop but converts to a fricative.
Vowels:
Vowels only use jaw height there is not much touching involved in the oral cavity.
[i] <neat> (the ‘eee’ part)
[u] <boot> (the ‘ooo’ part)
[a] <father> (the ‘aaa’ part)
[e] <bait> (the ‘ayyy’ part)
[o] <boat> (the ‘oh’ part)
