What is real? Folk theories vs some other criterion.
Folk theories of race. (biological; geographical; physical)
Social theories. (history; culture;)
 
Thin constructivism. Race is a grouping of humans according to ancestry and genetically insignificant superficial properties that are PROTOTYPICALLY linked with race (for example, skin tone, hair color, etc.).
-properties highly contingent
Interactive kind constructivism. Being ascribed to a certain racial category causes individuals so labeled to have certain common experiences.
-how you are conceived by others matters
Institutional constructivism. Race as a social institution, with a character specific to the society in which it is embedded.
-black in the USA might not equal black in Brazil (Michael Root)
Social institution? Family, university, police force.
-things that organize human activity, create and enforce norms, rules, and values
 
‘racialized as’
-this kind of analysis could apply to many social dimensions.
-sexuality, gender, SES, attractiveness, disability
 
Haslanger’s analysis:
A group is racialized (in context C) if and only if (by definition) its members are (or would be) socially positioned as subordinate or privileged along some dimension (economic, political, legal, etc.) (in C), and the group is ‘marked’ as a target for this treatment by observed or imagined bodily features presumed to be evidence of ancestral links to a certain geographical region.
Disability.
Did they harm their child? Did they do something wrong?
Are others discriminating against/stigmatizing the deaf child?
What is disability? What is the relationship of disability to, e.g., wellbeing?

Lack of ability.
Which abilities?
Departure from normal functioning/species norm.
Over-generalize: Michael Phelps.
Medical Model: an impairment, injury, or disease that involves or results in the absence, loss, or reduction of normal or species-typical function.
What is a disease? What is an impairment?
An abnormal functioning of some bodily system that is BAD.
-negative impact on day-to-day life (maybe a more stable/continuing condition)
 
Welfarist Model (Kahane/Savulescu) – disability is a stable physical or psychological property/trait that leads to a REDUCTION OF WELLBEING in certain circumstances
Disability rights advocates – this stigmatizes disability
Disability is a MERE DIFFERENCE with respect to wellbeing
 
Social model. Two main tenets. One: distinguish between disability and impairment. Two: disability is entirely constituted by social prejudice against persons with impairments.
