Lecture 3: Colonialism and the Indigenous Peoples of Canada 

· Canada is a territory that belongs to Algonquin Anishnaabeg people
· Canada has 66 major indigenous cultures 
· Importance of trade and exchange:
· Trade and gift diplomacy were important through these cultures
· Prestige and friendship
· Need ceremonial exchanges to keep treaties alive
· Different culture from Europeans 
· Long-range trade very common among First Peoples
· Find dentalia shells from Gulf of Mexico in northern Canada
· Obsidian mined from Edziza, BC mined from 8,000 BC until contact – traded through North America
· Views of Creation II
· Some First Nations assert migration 
· Tsimshian, by contract, speak of migration to their lands (Es on slide)
· Contact with Europeans
· More trade and conflict
· Europeans relied on indigenous technologies/ agriculture (Canadians wouldn’t have survived w/ out indigenous people)
· Disease spread among the indigenous people (95% loss of population)
· Europeans initially had no idea that the contact they were having with the indigenous people was deadly, but the British later found out and used it to their advantage 
· Arctic Meetings
· Europeans were trying to find a route to the orient 
· They stopped advancing once they reached the arctic 
· The Europeans had a goal of finding wives and creating a new race
· Moving to the Interior – The Metis 
· Michif language spoken by the Metis people
· First people born in Eastern Canada
· Royal Proclamation of 1763
· Constitutional Law in Canada always references it 
· It says that there is a piece of land that would be set aside for the Indians
· It also says that the Indians are the responsibility of the Crown 
· They viewed them as little children that had to be taken care of 
· BUT the King (British gov't) has the ultimate power to change/ apply all of this 
· Areas Covered by Treaties and Agreements
· They made treaties after the American Revolutionary War
· Treaties were initially signed for farming areas, then they moved to toher areas
· Treaties and Land Demands (1871)
· Payments for land use (i.e one pepper corn a year)
· Growing need for "medicine chests" 
· Many claims were agreed orally (they were oral cultures) 
· Negotiators had excellent oral memory 
· Early Days of Indian Policy in British North America
· Enfranchisement: Having the right to vote 
· For an Indian: 21 years old, good moral character, literate in French or English, no debt
· If people were enfranchised, they are no longer Indian (only 2 people went for it out of all the indigenous people) 
· If people went to university, or became lawyers or doctors, then they would also lose their status as Indians 
· The Indian Act I
· Only Indian males can pass status 
· Indian males can turn their non-Indian wives Indian 
· The British placed these rules
· The Indian Act II
· 1885: They needed permission to leave the reserve
· 1911: Some railroad go right through the reserves 
· 1920: They were forced to go to school 
· 1927: Land claims eventually not allowed (no protests allowed either) 
· Indian Residential Schools I
· Chronically under-funded 
· Kids had to grow their own food; no time for school
· Malnutrition, disease, death 
· It could have been systematic genocide??
· Couldn't see their families
· Nutritional experiments were performed without their consent 
· Fun fact: The Canadian model inspired the South African apartheid 
· World War I
· They wanted to serve England, but they were rejected because they were too "war-like"
· Casualties were too bad that they ^ were let in eventually 
· Indians didn't get the same pensions and rights as other war veterans 
· World War II
· They used Indigenous language (which they were forbidden to speak in residential schools) in the war because Germans couldn't understand it 
· The sixties Scoop
· Children had great difficult in adapting away from their homes 
· "Provincial child care"
· Growing Indigenous Nationalism I and II
· Look up White Paper (reaction of indigenous peoples)
· 1975: Protest to the building of a major pipeline
· Growing Indigenous Rights
· Map: Treaties were all in the North (because there were diamonds, minerals, and gas)
· Northern Challenges 
· Life is so so expensive 
· Food and electivity insecurity
· 86% of the population in the north is indigenous 
· JBNQA – First Modern Treaty
· Categories: I (under nation's control), II (general hunting rights), III (other hunting rights) 
· 97% of certain groups are literate in their native language
