· 1.3 million black people going north
· Memphis was on the border of north/south U.S
· “Gateway to the north”

· There was a radio station in Memphis called WDIA – significant radio station
· In 1947 it went on air, didn’t do so well

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Heavy Metal
-In the 1960’s heavy metal was an adjective used to describe music that had a heavier timbre
-1970’s it becomes its own musical genre
-1968— Steppen Wolf “Born to Be Wild”- first time that heavy metal was used in a song
· Heavy metal signified power

-Heavy metal was louder that other genres, had extended solos, and shrill vocals 
· Other heavy metal elements included
· —> Power chord- when two notes are played at the same time (usually on the 1st and 5th notes of a scale) 
· when you leave out the 3rd cord, it becomes unsure whether the note is major or minor thus it is ambiguous allowing for more distortion
· You get feedback in what are called overtones— other tones which appear that make it sound like a whole chord
—> Loud volume- Gives the feeling of power
—> Emphasis on the guitar
—> Modality— mode is a music system theory, from medieval music and it is a type of scale
——— different modes have different power and bring out different emotions


Early Metal Bands (often British)
1st generation metal bands
— Power through riffs
— Power through distortion
Ex: Cream
—> “Sunshine of you love” - Riff has two measures (Starts high and descends), lots of distortion in the guitar, very edgy timbre

“Black Sabbath”
· A lot of youth at this time would go to medieval castles, which got them interested in medieval imagery such as iron maidens
· Black sabbath played with satan worship
· 1970- “Paranoid”- Black Sabbath
· Darker, edgy timbre

Led Zeppelin
· Lead singer= Robert Plant
· Jimmy Page on guitar
· Early days they did a lot of blues covers
· “I cant quit you babe”… 12 bar blues
· “Dazed and confused”… Descending bass riff

· Alex and Eddie’s father was a musician, encouraged Eddie to practice
· Classical style violin playing – Eddie imitated
· Runaway with the devil
· About abandon, living with abandon

2) Consistent 8 measure sections, radio friendly
3) Mode – guitar solos
4) Riffs – not as heavily used as first generation
5) Leda singer – feminization and shrill vocals
6) Guitar solo – becomes a new piece – 2nd song on album

Eruption becomes 2nd piece, highly 
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Rap
1) To hit sharply and swiftly
2) To criticize, to blame
· Changes to NYC that helped prepare the rap scene:
1) Urban Renewal 
· Allowed traffic to move through Bronx
· 1948-72: developed Cross-Bronx express way
· Robert Moses thought of this
· Lots of Italian and Irish American – Stable communities
· Land lords move out, slum lords move in
· The demographic changes from working class to lower class

2) Integration – Racial integration
· Harlem as example: Black leadership & money leave the area
· In Bronx  communities become more depleted
· Now we have a 2-tiered system
· In 1954, unemployment among African American’s was 9.9% in 1990 it was 14.2%

3) Immigration & Transculturation
· Transculturation – one culture mixes into another
· From the Caribbean to NYC especially the Bronx

· 3 cultural precursors to rap:
1) “The Dozens” – ritualized insults, “your mama”
· Possible origins
· Nigeria – children’s game
· Slave trade – slaves insult one another as a result of a defect
2) Personality DJs
· African American – a way of introducing albums and coming over them
3) Jamaican “Toasting”
· Combo of the dozens and personality DJs
· Yard Dance
· Self reflexive – I’m taking about me

People
1) 1972  Kool Here
· Buy 2 copies of 1 record
· Introduces cutting and mixing to the South Bronx
· All one piece (same song)

2) Afrika Bamoatae 1974
· Competes with Kool Here
· Records off TV
· Pop Culture Integrated

3) Grand Master Flash 1976
· Quick mixing
· Take a piece and drop it

· “The Adventures of Grand Master Flash”
· No analysis
· Introduces mixing, popular songs (chic – good times)
· Popular songs go into rap songs

4) 1976 Grand Master Melle Mel
· Rap stories – get longer
· Text heavy

5) 1978 Grand Wizard Theodore
· Scratching – Turn table becomes and instrument

Sylvia Robinson
· Disco Singer
· Starts a record label
· Hears rappers at a party 
· They are rapping over “good times”

Rappers Delight – “1st Rap Song”
1) Insults – Toasting the dozens
2) Rapping over disco
3) Yard party – self reflexive, putting down others (superman – pop culture)
4) Sexual bragging
5) Stories
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· At the end of the 1970s there was a crisis in the music industry – didn’t know what to call some types of music
· Had trouble marketing musical genres
· Started calling it “New Music” – Michael Jackson was considered new music
· Profit in the music industry in the U.S dropped 11% between 1978-1979
· Late 1970s and early 1980s that put music industry into financial trouble:
1) Disco and punk disappeared as genres
2) VHS Tapes – we could ‘time shift’ and record off of the TV
3) Cassette tapes – allowed music sharing. Blank tapes and VHS tapes were really hard on the music industry

MTV 
· Music television
· Launched in the U.S in 1981 
· Robert Pittman - Founder
· 1984 – Much Music created 
· Similar to MTV
· Initially music videos were called “promo clips” – a way of advertising for the artists
· A lot of the clips featured white artists, especially from the UK – started calling this time period, “the second British invasion”
· The first British invasion – Beatles, rolling stones and others
· Artists in the second British invasion includes – Duran Duran, Boy George, Culture Club, George Michaels
· Almost no black artists on MTV
· Why? 
· Pitman and others thought that music by white artists (rock, pop) is what the audience wanted
· Executives were white business men who liked rock/pop

Michael Jackson
· Born in 1958, was a child star at Motown – Jackson 5 until 1979
· In 1979 came out with an album “Off The Wall”
· Quincy Jones 
· Produced the album Off The Wall
· One of the most successful producers in pop music
· MJ considered the “King of Pop”
· His early music was disco 
· Rock With You:
· Percussion
· Strings
· Lights, color
· No instruments in the video
· Jackson gets on MTV
· Reasons:
· Thriller (1982) becomes the biggest selling album in history
· Need to acknowledge MJ’s importance
· 3 types of music videos
1. American Film Musical Genre
· West side story – gangs of dancers that compete
· “Beat it” (Thriller Album)
