1. A command processor program is a program that interprets commands entered at the command prompt, locates the appropriate program in memory or on disk, loads the program, and then executes the program. 

2. There are two types of command in the DOS system. An Internal command is a command embedded into the 

command.com file and an external command which is not embedded into command.com therefore requires separate files to be used. 

3. A switch is simply a command modifier, making it somewhat in to Properties in Window. It is a single letter, a word or word abbreviation that follows a command or its parameters. A switch is used to make each command more versatile by changing its working, display method or how it acts upon some parameters.
