· New England’s pop. Grew much faster than New France’s (religious factors) 
· Mercantilism: (philosophy 55-60) trade essentially will be controlled in the interest of the imperial centre. Colonies work to serve the interests of the homeland
· British wanted colonies to buy from home, and ship only in English ships
· Laws passed to regulate this (trade and navigation acts 1660’s) 
· French had much the same viewpoint
· For many years, historians regarded these laws as a picture of what actually happened
· More accurate to look at legislation as more of a ‘wish list’ because it isn’t necessarily what actually happened in the real world 
· Trade could not have functioned if it had abided by these regulations
· Spain: failed to develop any manufacturing ability, instead they used all the wealth from the gold and silver to buy manufactures in Europe to ship to their colonies
· These helped to advance the economic/manufacturing profit of Europe
· People traded illegally, make extra money
· What worried the mercantilists, (trading in Newfoundland and Acadia) those profits were not going to England, they were going to NEW England
· Forced into alliances with the first peoples as a way of getting into their trade networks (French) 
· (English) survived from help from the indigenous, but as their numbers increased, they didn’t really need to get along with them any more
· they were pushed out, and the government in England was not always happy about this
· this pushed the indigenous into the arms of the French (allies) 
· 1660’s were moving to increase power, France was a monarchy (Louis 14th) “the state is me” 
· England on the other hand, a lot of responsibility was on the parliament
· Had their own elected assemblies 
· ^focal reason for colonial discontent 
NEWFOUNDLAND AND THE FISHERY
· Newfoundland was the first place where the English made Landfall in North America
· Separate from Canada up until 1949 (British Colony) 
· John Cabot (1447) claimed as Britain’s land 
· NF is extreme example of the mercantilist ideology
· Having any population past the point of resource extraction was a waste of money
· A colony of settlement or a resource colony (colony of occupation) 
· What was the minimal attention that Britain needed to give to it? 
· Not much in agricultural capacity 
· Early proprietors did not understand that it was sub-artic
· They figured it would be the same as the English weather, but the Labrador current keeps it cold whereas Britain has the Gulf Stream
· Top heavy in predators (animals) Boom and Bust cycles 
· Makes it difficult for wandering hunter people to actually survive 
· At least two archaic first nations who came and went before the Beothuk came
· Nomadic hunting population and their numbers were very small 
· Lived in small groups (25-5 people) fished and hunted caribou 
· Probably only about 500-700 of them when Europeans re-arrived in the 1400’s 
· Painted their bodies with red ochre (Red Indians)
· Best feature= underwater (banks of Newfoundland) 
· Not like riverbanks, they are elevated shallows, part of the continental shelf and fish have to swim closer to the surface 
· Cod fish were so thick in the water, that you could catch dozens just by lowering a basket
· Cod were an important merchantable resource
· Basque Whale Fishery (what is now Labrador) 
· Basque are people who live in the Piranesi mountains in between France and Spain 
· Had a profitable whale oil business (1520-1600) may have been even earlier than that 
· Whale oil was important as a lubricant, soap, pharmaceuticals, medicinal’s
· Eroded by the decline of Spanish sea power
· 1588- Spanish Navy (Spanish armada) fleet that the Spanish sent out to attack the Elizabethan England
· huge storms erupted and wrecked most of the invasion fleet on the coast of Ireland 
· what few were left were butchered by the local population as they staggered ashore
· Spanish navy never quite recovered from that 
·  Basque may have also overhunted
· possible that English and Dutch competition may have played a role too 
· Basque and Portuguese were the first to dry and salt cod
· Cod migrated away in the mid 1400’s (westward) and the Basque followed them to the Banks of Newfoundland
· They were joined by the English and the French who had been fishing off of Iceland 
· Two techniques for catching cod: wet fishery (green fishery Continental Europeans) and the dry fishery (English) 
· Wet: barrels, hooks and lines, they would gut the fish and then put them between layers of salt, then they’d sail for home (taking fresh fish back to Europe) 
· Several voyages a year like this 
· Salt came from evaporated sea water
· England had a problem: although climate in England was somewhat warm it did not have sunny weather like France and other continental Europe
· English could not get salt as well and therefore bought most of it from Spain
· English dry fishery put into harbor and fished from small boats and set up racks and they would bring the fish back and dry them on these racks and then they salted them lightly (less salt) 
· Stock piled, lasts indefinitely
· Both called migratory fisheries, because in both cases the fishing vessels come out seasonally (winter in Europe) 
· England live largely off bread and beer and occasional meat
· In continental Europe they ate a lot of fish 
· Helped along because Catholics are not supposed to eat red meat on religious days 
· NF went a long time without officials
· There were a number of attempts in the 1500’s to make settlements 
· They essentially all failed because the agricultural potential was not there
· Very small amounts stayed around and they started fishing (early as the 1620’s)
· Following these collapses, the British colony was very reluctant to give NFLD any type of legitimacy
· Owners of fishing flees didn’t want to see a resident fishery develop in NFLD in conflict with their migratory fishing 
· Fishing interest put pressure on the British government to make NFLD a fishing station and nothing else
· Sailors got training by fishing in NFLD benefits both
· NFLD fishery was the “cradle of the Royal Navy”
· But if a war broke out they would all be in Newfoundland not in England
· The migratory fishers and the settlers became interdependent 
· Settlers depended on food imports that they could get from the fishing fleets
· Became an advantage for the master of the vessel to pay for a settler to protect their racks on the beach and to have everything ready in the Spring when they came back 
· Beothuk tried to avoid Europeans- retreated into the interior of NFLD and they didn’t trade with them 
· They had survived off of fishing and now the resources were very meager 
· Didn’t adopt firearms because they didn’t want to be dependent of European’s
· They saw the utility of iron, so after the fleets went back, they would come back to the racks and burn them and took the nails
· They fashioned these into tools
· Started hunting down the Beothuk 
· They fall ill, weakened by disease and famine
· Settlers want some regulation and legal support 
· Western charter- first ships captain to arrive in any harbor is recognized as the fishing admiral for that season and he is responsible for bringing felons back to England for trial
· This was very seasonal 
· In 1699 England’s parliament passes a law that there is a right of appeal for any decisions that a fishing admiral makes 
· Fishing admirals were not very thrilled to have this responsibilities because they were there to fish
· Attempt to settle were pretty much abandoned by the time of the Civil War
· This war created an opportunity for the resident fishery to increase importance
· Fishing fleets were disrupted by war
· By 1680 residents were catching about 1/3 of the annual British catch 
· Sack ships: one that simply sailed across the Atlantic to collect fish for sale in Europe 
· By-boaters: were passengers who sailed out to NFLD to fish independently and sold their fish to the sack ships
· Wasn’t only the English who were fishing off NFLD
· French were still interested
· English were using the Eastern shore of the Avalon Peninsula
· French were moving on to the southern and western shores of NFLD
· French set up a fort in Plaisance (Placentia) 
· 1713: the treaty of Utrecht gave English control of land but French could fish on the west shore 
· had to abandon Plaisance moved them to Cape Breton (isle Royal) 
· 1763 treaty: French were allowed to keep two tiny islands (St. Pierre and Michalo) as a kind of pit stop to repair ships and things like that
· kind of a compensation for giving up cape Bretton 
· English saw an advantage of expanding their fishery and they needed more seasonal fishers
· Imported workers from Ireland 
· Britain did put somewhat of an administrative pressure 
· 1729: the navel commander from the NFLD station was recognized as the seasonal governor (fishing season) in St. John’s 
· no magistrates (not allowed) 
· navel governors began to stretch to the limit their right to hear appeals from the judgment’s of the fishing admirals
· appointed junior naval officers to adjudicate disputes
· serious cases would be brought to St. John’s 
· no longer acting as a court of appeal but a court of first instance
· this worked reasonably well, but seamed biased in the favour of merchants
· Britain still saw it as ‘just a fishing’ colony therefore seasonal legislation was enough
· The trade between NFLD and the west Indies fish for rum and food etc. 
· After American revolution there was a market in the West Indies that NFLD could work with 
· Boosted the resident fishery again
· Britain wars with Napoleonic France made voyages dangerous and so the war dragged on for so long that the migratory fishery came to an end
· By this time the settlers were controlling their own exports
· 1700’s population was still small but continuing to grow
· not very many professionals but there are some surgeons (had some type of medical insurance) 
· St. John’s there was no urban planning and there was no property ownership or local government
· There were public meetings and vote to tax themselves for things like jails, fences, money for the poor
· Naval governor had the right to tear down any house built within 6 miles of the coast (Britain tried to limit settling) 
· More men than women, that gradually evened out over time
· A lot of violence, tension between English protestant and the Irish Catholics
· Not a lot to do in the winter, people left to Halifax and Boston 
· Local merchant class demanded for laws
· 1809: a newspaper started in St. John’s 
· 1824: British government recognized it as a British colony
· appointed a permanent governor, but the merchants soon come to realize that having a government isn’t everything they hoped it to be
· custom duties : taxes on imports
· merchants are outraged by this, this is taxation without representation
· we need an elective assembly
· 1832: this is allowed
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STRUGGLE FOR A CONTINENT (1700-1763)
· Allying with Huron (French) fur trade made them in conflict with the Iroquois 
· 1600’s wars between French and the Iroquois 
· English were trading for furs to what is now western Canada from the north (arctic shipping) 
· Setting the scene for growing imperial conflict between France and Britain 
· 1700-1763: 3 wars between France and England (periods of uneasy peace and consolidation (sort of like the cold war years)
· imperial concerns: north American theatres of what were worldwide conflicts
· jockeying for domination, fear of ships of other countries
· European concern was for two things: strategic value of colonies (military) they also wanted the colonies as trading chips 
· What didn’t stay the same was a growing awareness of the interests were increasingly diverging from the interests of the European empires
· Last of the three wars ended in America, two years before it broke out in Europe
· Residents of Quebec were developing interests that were different from France’s 
· Acadians tried to stay neutral 
· 1750’s governor of New France was Canadian born and had a different take on things than the army commanders sent over to help him 
· guerilla war fare: small war, hidden ambushes 
· by the end of the third war the French had lost their empire in North America to Britain 
· this did not end Britains problems because there were still different ideas from NA and Europe: resulted in the American Revolution 
· War of the Spanish (1701-1713) 
· Austrian Succession (1744-48) 
· 7 years war (1756-63) French and Indian War
WAR OF THE SPANISH
· When Charles II of Spain died there was chaos
· Philip V of Spain was the next in line who was also a French prince
· Worried of a huge French-Spanish kingdom which would shift the balance of power in Europe
· Neighbors including England started war in 1701 wanted a different heir
· Philip was recognized as King of Spain but gave up his power in France
· French did reasonably well in NA lost Acadia but held forts in the great lakes area 
· But they lost in Europe, so they had a peace treaty in 1713
· France gave up the central part of Acadia to New England and surrendered their claims to Newfoundland and Hudson’s bay
· Gave up fur territory south of the great lakes
· Kept St. Lawrence valley, Mississippi, golf of St. Lawrence, kept fishing rights on the North coast of NFLD 
· Kept four island, St. Pierre, PEI, Michalo, Cape Bretton 
· Consolidation, French tried to increase population and defenses of Isle Royal (cape Bretton) 
· Didn’t do it for the Gulf of St. Lawrence, but to protect the French fisheries around their islands and on the banks
· Surrendered the fishery on the south shores of NFLD (from placiance to Lois burg harbor (ice free harbor)) 
· Tried to persuade Acadians to leave Nova Scotia to move to Isle Royal 
· Acadians didn’t want to leave (Under English Rule but didn’t care) 
LOIS BURG
· Began building a fortified town on Louis Burg Harbor (1717-34) 
· Louis 14th remarked on the expenses for this project and thought that they would be able to see it from Europe because of all the money used
· Successful economically but not militariously 
· French fishery operating there proved very successful by 1720 
· Trading centre as well (illegal trade too) 
· Triangular trade with the French West-Indies third arm was New England therefore its not mercantilism (illegal) 
· Became the fourth busiest harbor in America
· New England vessels were the most common trading with Louis Burg
· Economically it is a thriving place but it had inhospitable surroundings (rocky, baron therefore there was no growing food in the immediate vicinity so it was dependent on supplies from sea
· Figured if there was an attack it would take 6 weeks to get the whole town, BUT they could be starved easily
· Problem of moral, French military in Louis Burg founded a dark, damp place where they drank (people did not want to go there) 
MI’KMAQ
· Mi’kmaq in Acadia to go against England
· Acadia was like a bumper town between the English and French 
· Trying to destabilize the British control of Nova Scotia 
· Mi’kmaq had been reduced by smallpox and warfare (2000 of them) 
· Small number of English in Acadia, therefore there were enough 
· Catholic priests were happy to make life difficult for the English Protestants
· Distributed presents and encouragement 
· They became effective sailors, every so often a royal navy ship would come by and try these people as pirates, some were hanged 
· Like the Acadians, the Mi’kmaq were aware of the boarder line status of Nova Scotia, signed treaties with New England 
· Pledged loyalty to them so that they could have their same hunting and fishing grounds
· 1725- first series of treaties
· fought with French and then signed with British 
FORT BUILDING
· built a series of forts in the west 
· intercept the fur trade that the English were pursuing in the west by Hudson’s Bay 
· French built forts in the Great Lakes area
· Doing this for strategic reasons- rethinking their position in the fur trade
· too much fur in Europe, not enough demand=lower value
· wanted to keep English from expanding their power
· wanted to hold on to their own territories so that they had something to trade at the peace table if they lost more valuable colonies in war
· therefore fur trade was no longer as important, but they would subsidize the fur trade so that they still had alliances with the First Nations 
· restarted shipyards and iron work 
AUSTRIAN SUCCESSION
· due to the death of Charles the 6th of the Holy Roman Empire (centred on Austria) 
· heir was his daughter Maria Theresa, challenged by male rulers 
· Britain backs her for power of stability 
· Massachusetts see’s this war as an opportunity 
· Lois Burg was a threat to Massachusetts
· They wanted to capture isle royal (louis burg ) and capture the French fishery
· Pennsylvania losing land wanted to expand western into the interior 
· New York was not enthusiastic about this war, they had a lot of illegal trade with Quebec and wanted to remain on good terms
· South English colonies were worried about slave uprisings if the troops were away at work
· Were secure against French invasions because of mountains
· Northern New England colonies mounted a campaign to capture Isle Royal 
· Land assault on Lois Burg (artillery west of it, and lobbed shells into the fortress) 
· Held out for seven weeks (better than expected) 
· 1745 New Englanders succeeded in capturing Louis Burg 
· opened the St. Lawrence to Quebec City 
· should have taken the opportunity on Quebec but they did stop ships from getting there
· threatened the French-Native Alliance
· Britain was having problems in Europe (Scottish Rebellion) so they could not take advantage of this
OUTCOME OF THE WAR
· War ends in 1748 treaty is signed 
· Terms were: go back to the status quo before the war, Maria Theresa became the Queen of Austria
· This treaty meant that Britain had to give Louis burg and Isle royal back to France
· New Englander’s were outraged
· Interest of colonials were not coinciding with the interests of the empire
· England paid the costs, but that wasn’t the point (wanted the fishery) 
1748 SECOND PERIOD OF CONSOLIDATION
· French repaired Louis Burg
· Wanted another tribe to move the French Acadians to Isle Royal 
· They sent in the Mi’kmaq to make raids on farms
· About 2000 Acadians (1/5 of total population) moved to isle royal and what is now PEI (forced out) 
· Highlights how the Acadians are caught between (pawns of both) 
· Build a second chain of forts in the Ohio valley 
· Fort Duquesne (Pittsburg and Pennsylvania) 
· Guarded lake Champlain route with forts
· English also tried to strengthen their holds too 
· 1749 British establish Halifax on the Atlantic Coast (British Counterpart to Louis burg) fortified town and naval station 
· tried to get the Acadians on board, want them to stay and swear an oath of allegiance to the British king
· the Acadian belief that they could keep their heads down and stay neutral is not good enough
· British empire decides to deport Acadians, lands are given to other settlers of New England
· Build a chain of forts along the Hudson River (2nd route north from New york to Canada) 
· This period was only SIX YEARS
1754 SEVEN YEARS WAR
· Does not erupt over balance of power in Europe or dynastic succession crisis’s
· Breaks out in America (Ohio Country) 
· Undeclared war but it is one that the British have given approval of
· Spearheaded by Virginia under command of a 22 y/o commander named George Washington
· Beaten back, loses expedition
· French are used to fighting in the interior (homeland of indigenous allies) 
· Population of New France = 50 000
· New England pop = over a million
· English colonies become very worried about boarder rights and there is intense pressure of the government of those colonies to seize land in the interior and extend
· This war does not go very well for English colonies
· 1756 Imperial World War French allies fighting English allies in Asia and India 
· what  turn things around in 1757 is the English election (William Pitt)
· thinks losses are making England look bad world-wide
· war in Europe s likely to stalemate again 
· the only way that England is going to come out ahead is to capture as many colonies abroad as they can 
· sends huge numbers of soldiers into America, sends squadrons to the coast of France
· this allows the British to retake Louis Burg in 1758 (not New Englanders)
· too late to launch an assault on Quebec (winter is coming) but does not want to trade back Louis burg, so it is ordered to be demolished 
· France’s indigenous allies in the interior begin to waver their ties 
· Looking out for their best interests, so they pull out and go home
· The capture of Louis burg opened the St. Lawrence
· 1759 British fleet sail up and down the St. Lawrence shelling everything they see 
· destroy Quebec’s food supply was the goal 
· distrust between French and their Canadian born officers in command
· fought more like their allies
· Marquis de Montcalm hate guerilla war- barbaric and feels that New France is a lost cause
· Pierre de Rigaud- French noble man born in Canada lord of 3 estates NF
· They don’t get along, Rigaud believes they can ware the British down and regain their forts in the British interior
· But the government believes Montcalm and he is put in command of the French forces of NA 
· Because he has convinced the French they aren’t going to win, France doesn’t send much in supplies or troops
· Can get them across anyway because of the British blockade
· The British commander- only has a few weeks before snow, if they cant take Quebec in time they will have to abandon their spots in the St. Lawrence (Wolfe) 
· Came up with seven different plans before he agreed by a plan from 3 of his brigadeers 
· Sail upriver, land west of Quebec to cut off supply chain from Montreal 
· Then try to bring Montcalm to fight on the Plains of Abraham 
· Chose a narrow rocky path up a cliff west of the city and at night 
· His whole army has to climb one man at a time if they are detected its over
· Fortunately they weren’t caught, so they only had a small group of guards on that path. The French are expecting a ship and so they pretend they are 
· Quebec wakes up in the morning to the British army lined up in the plains of Abraham 
· Wolfe and Montcalm are both killed, neither were very smart
· Over in less than half an hour, takes possession of Qcity 
· April 1760 French regiments come back from Montreal to fight the British 
· British lose at the battle of St. Foy 
· Retreat back behind the walls of the city 
· No French reinforcements are coming 
· 1760 war is over, goes on in Europe
· 1762 a small French force captures something in NFLD 
· 1763 treaty is signed in Paris: surrenders Canada but can keep fishing rights on the shore of NFLD keep St. Pierre and Michalo 
· france agrees to give up Canada to get back guanna lupe in the caribean 
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[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPORTATION CONQUEST AND CONSEQUENCES
· 1755 the British deported the French Acadians from Nova Scotia, did not do that with the residents of Quebec
· Quebec Act 1774: British recognized the rights of the catholic church and guaranteed the francophone population the ability to exercise the French civil law (Rights and privileges) 
· Realized that deportation hadn’t worked/was wrong
· Not really the case, in fact the deportation did work, Nova Scotia was repopulated with New Englanders 
· The British wanted a loyal population 

· Acadia 1713: Britain continues to interfere slightly with the Acadian’s lives
· Economically: Acadia functions almost as an extension of NE
· Utrecht allows Acadians to leave if they want but they chose to stay
· Great Britain and most of it colonies could not vote (Roman Catholic) 
· Year after that treaty, Queen Anne died therefore the populace subscribed to an oath of allegiance to the next King or Queen
· Governor of Nova Scotia asked the Acadians to sign and they politely declined, they were not convinced that they weren’t going to see France back in control (lying low) 
· 1717 36 Acadians signed the oath, became true allegiances 
· you can get out if you don’t agree
· created confusion, and therefore in future years they were clear that they would not fight against England but would join forces
· war broke out in the Ohio Country in 1754 governor Charles Lawrence pressed the Acadians again to subscribe to an oath of loyalty
· the problem that arose was because the Acadians did not understand that the international situation was deteriorating very rapidly
· 1755 while the governor was pleading with the Acadians, the British were being battled and defeated in the Ohio Country 
· Lawrence ordered that they be removed about 7000 were rounded up and put on ships (over the next 5 years 2-3 thousand were also) 
· Quebec, PEI, West Indies, New England Colonies therefore they would be assimilated with the Anglo-population
· Didn’t succeed because instead of converting, a lot started wandering and looking for their relations 
· Virginia refused to receive the Acadians and shipped them to England and then to France 
· More restricted life that in NA 
· Louisiana French speaking colony under the control of Spain and welcomed Catholic settlers
· Welcomed Acadians, they dyked the wet lands and improved them for farming 
· ‘Cajuns’
· three thousand found their way back to where they were from, couldn’t have the same land because it was granted to New Englanders 
· settled on the Eastern shore of New Brunswick
· lived on poorer land than before
· when Britain changed their formal policy and allowed the ones could stay, acknowledgement that the deportation had outlived its usefulness
· population of NE had expanded very quickly and that’s one of the pressures to expand westward and north 
· encouraging settlers to move from one colony to another does not reduce strength of the homeland
· 1758 NE got an elective assembly 
· because service in the Assembly was not paid, it was usually Halifax merchants that ran for office
· watched the finances of the colony, they were corrupted, and if there was an honest governor they would complain to the homeland to get him bumped off
· PEI was a part of Nova Scotia for a few years and then parceled out in 1767and divided into estates (67 estates) granted to people that the Crown owed favors to
· Came into the hands of speculators and only a few recruited settlers 
· Proprietors and merchant allies asked for the assembly because they knew they could control it because their tenants couldn’t vote

QUEBEC
· Population is not deported and the war is over so there is no need
· New Englanders were flooding in but the problem is that Quebec is harder to get to (further away) 
· Merchants (British, Scottish, Irish, American colonists) only approx. 200 families
· Get control of the economy of Quebec
· British controlled the Quebec economy until the 1960’s 
· Ouellet argue that the French regime that the British merchants took over the economy because they were more enterprising 
· A lot of the French elite actually decided to leave, many of the nobility left, and the high ranking military officers, merchants etc. 
· What really happened with the fur trade is subsidized 
· All British colonies were open to fur and it became valuable again
· Merchants were not able to achieve political control in Quebec like they could in Nova Scotia and PEI
· The reason is because they alienated the British governors, nothing would satisfy the merchants 
· Murray: the French Canadians will be the root of the trade system/economy
· Guy Carleton comes to see that he has a lot in common with the remaining French Canadian belief: seigneurs and priests 
· Decides to use the elite to maintain the loyalty of Quebec at a time when the NE colonies are beginning to move towards rebellion 
· Convinces British government to pass the Quebec Act: allows free practice of the catholic church, re-introduces French civil law 
· British criminal law had a lot of severe penalties 
· B: trial by jury F: tried by a judge alone more based on your social status 
· B: presumption of innocence F: had to prove they DIDN’T do it 
· Carleton over estimated the seigneurs power, they were the land owners 
· Appointed them as magistrates, judges but hadn’t had any of those roles in NF 
· Holds back an elective assembly until 1791
· Quebec ends up with a lot of rights for French Catholics

Revolution Rejected
· Carleton wanted to win over the elite in Quebec, he persuaded the British government to pass the Quebec law which promised their religion, and to collect ties, to vote and continuous of Civil law
· French Quebec most of the administration was from governors from France
· Carleton was giving the Seigneurs more power than they previously had 
· By seeing the seigneurs through British eyes he increased the authority
· Quebec act came with a set of secret instructions: British gov’t hoped that the governor could reintroduce civil law and take a tight reign over Catholicism in the area
· They did not get an elected assembly
· B gov’t was reluctant to grant an assembly to give power to merchants or the French Canadian majority
· Small rising middle class of French Canadians began to agitate for that e.a. because they felt the would be able to control it
· Merchants also wanted one because they thought they could control it(B)
· Balanced power by allowing appointed council to be able to over rule what the assembly had said 

· English colonies were the colonies that rebelled but the ones that were French possessions, were the ones that did not join in the revolution
· British colonies founded by the U.S. had very different religious descendants
· Some had been foreign colonies which had come under British control 
· The diversity had been increased by immigration 
· These colonies were all politically separate
· 1774 continental congress
· New Hampshire and New york were contesting the ownership of what is now known as Vermont 
· Ethan Allen and his green mountain boys were an independence movement against the claims of New York and Hampshire 
· Talked to Carleton to get Britain to count it as a British separate colony and in the end they declared themselves as an individual republic
· So in the revolution, they fought against Britain but not with America
· After the revolution the biggest problem remains: how strong the central government will be
· Republican: strong states   Federalist: strong central government
· So many difference between northern and southern U.S. that there is a civil war

· Why did the seaboard countries rebel? 
· 1) Presence of representative institutions (e.a. in the 13 colonies that provided a forum for debate)
· Leaders in the colonial assemblies that led the move for independence 
· Quebec was being denied an e.a. and Nova scotia had one but was run by the merchant class whose ties were with England
· Newfoundland still had seasonal fisher leaders
· PEI granted assembly in 1773

· 2) economic growth and position
· strongest colonies economically and most vocal to Britain 
· New England population nearly doubles in the generation before the revolution 
· Became a major force to be reckoned with (about 12 years) 
· Immigration is a two way sword 1) builds the labour force and spreads the occupied land in the interior 2) many of these arrivals end up fighting as loyalists for the British in the revolution
· Ship building is going on in a lot of coastal ports
· ¼ are being sold in Britain 
· 1/7 of the worlds iron production is in the interior of Maryland, Virginia and New Jersey 
· coal furnaces employ a lot of immigrants (30 000 people) 
· competing with British manufacturers and beginning to export on their own 
· mercantilist theory says that they should just be shipping raw materials back to Britain to be sold but this is not happening 
· immigration to Quebec in this period is not even a trickle 
· Northern colonies remain unpopulated and dependant on Britain for trade and manufacturing (why they are on their side) 

3) inflicting interests in the Interior
· Britain has to assimilate its first nations allies in order to conduct the fur trade
· Britain tries to use its army to keep the aboriginal land free from colonies
· Infiltration into the Ohio area that was a big problem 

· One of the clauses in the Quebec Act (1774) actually attaches all of the territory between the Mississippi and the Ohio territory to Quebec
· Merchants in Quebec are happy
· Britain is determined to define settlement east of the Ohio

4) British taxation policy
· 7 years war cost a lot of money and this left them in a HUGE war debt
· they were also faced with the continuous cost of keeping the standing army in North America
· British government decides this is ludicrous and says the colonies in NA are wealthy so they should pay a small tax for the cost to the British Administration
· Customs duties on imports
· British gov’t in 1764 adopted measures that they think are reasonable but the American colonists say they are ‘intolerable acts’
· Cuts the molasses duty in half but enforces its collection 
· All colonial assemblies refuse so Britain decides to raise the customs duties
· Stamp act: (1765) tax on documents so every news paper, deed, contract, license has to have a stamp testifying to the payment of stamp duty
· Reaction are swift and unhappy
· Riots breakout over this act and there are protests and editorials
· This ends after a year and this shows the colonists that their protests can work
· A year later Britain decides they will impose new import duties
· The old were there to protect trade against foreign imports, but now they are solely for revenue
· Only elected assemblies that can impose direct taxation and the American colonists are not represented in the British parliament 
· Taxation without representation and the riots have an effect (1770) Britain withdraws except for the tax on tea)
· 1773 Boston Tea Party: involves discontents (angry colonists) disguising themselves as FN and boarding the ships in the Boston Harbor and dumping the tea into the harbor 
· British gov’t responds firmly, shut down Massachusetts legislator until the colony reimburses the tea companies

Intolerable Acts
· not very happy in Quebec or Nova Scotia but do not have the same effect as elsewhere
· Quebec act is something they really like 
· Nova scotia – all men had to join militia but everyone fought against it (during farm season) so it backs down 

5) general perception that there is trend towards authoritarianism
· Britain is starting to play hardball and crack down 
· Politically there was a fair amount of sympathy, but they didn’t look at the circumstances of the individual colonies
· NFLD had only a small pop and a specialized economy (dependent on European markets and British ships
· There is also the British Navy
· PEI another small pop who have mostly arrived from Britain within the decade (isolated from issues, geographically) 
· Quebec and Nova Scotia the issues are more complicated
· Q: elites are tied to Britain and the economy is dependent on Britain 
· Keeping the fur country, Ohio country is in their interest 
· Imports are largely coming form Britain and a lot of the merchants are from there too 
· Carleton has also opted the Seigneurs with more power

· Americans decide to force the issue and find out what the common people will do 
· Congress decides to invade Quebec because they want to take it before they can get a large military force out there (attack on NE) 
· Hope the French Canadian pop will come out and support them because they were enemies of Britain only 12 years before 
· Want to break the British supply line between Boston and Quebec and they do and capture Ticonderoga 
· Invasion force to head up to Montreal 
· Carleton resolves to stay behind the walls of Quebec city when Arnold invites him to fight on the planes of Abraham 
· Arnolds men have only signed up until the end of the year, on Jan 1 they go home or renegotiate 
· Arnold and Montgomery attack on Dec.31
· An hour after the attack starts a blizzard begins, M’s forces are following the North shore of the St. Lawrence at the bottom of the cliffs until they come to a block house in which opens fire on them (M dies) 
· Americans cant fire back because the snow has dampened their gun powder so they retreat 
· A’s forces have breached the wall further east, but he has been wounded by musket and his 2nd in command captures a street barricade in the city but they American forces are trapped in the city by a British counter attack so they surrendered 
· Remaining forces outside the city are now outnumbered 3-1 and have renewed their contracts but they do not have enough strength so they wait it out until spring
· In spring the British navy shows up, so they retreat 

· Weren’t convinced that America would let Quebec keep their Catholic strength 
· A lot of French Canadians saw this as a fight between the Anglos
· A lot of Carleton’s force is in fact F. Canadians 
· People of Montreal spent a whole winter under American occupation and they emerge that they want to stay with the British 

· Nova scotia was the big question mark
· Bulk of the population are recent new Englanders
· New Englanders missed a crucial time of development by moving north in the 1760’s (removed them from the eye of the storm) 
· Recent Scottish immigrants and from Yorkshire and some of them volunteered to join provincial regiments (provincial fencibles (home defense))
 
· First peoples: receive a letter from George Washington to join the revolution
· Three Micm’aq leaders said they would join, and then the chiefs repudiate that treaty and decide to stay out of it
· British still have their interior and Iroquois allies but this is the last time that the FN of the Maritimes matter politically

· The crisis in Quebec was because of the invasion 
· Fort Cumberland (British) sat on the boundary of nova scotia and new Brunswick 
· Controls a narrow area  at the head of the Bay of Fundy 
· Jonathon Eddie wants to bring the war to Nova Scotia and goes to the assembly of Philadelphia 
· He wants congress to fund a military force to fort Cumberland 
· George Washington is dubious about this idea 
· Don’t want to completely discourage a loyal patriot and allows him to recruit troops in Maine and give him arms and ammunition 
· He recruits 180 guys, mostly through promising them glorious things
· This rebellion is treated as a joke, initially they did well 
· Most of the local population tried to keep clear of the action, only fewer than a dozen of his troops came from his hometown 
· Captured some things
· Lt. Governor Michael Franklin hears about the siege and turns around and sails to Halifax 
· Eddie’s troops are making attacks and raids and are wondering where their glorious things are 

· In the 13 colonies the population is also divided 
· Everywhere active loyalists and active patriots are both minorities the bulk of the pop sits on the fence and waits to see what way the wind will blow
· When people start taking up arms in NE the patriots are on the move and the locals have to make a choice
· Quebec and Nova Scotia can hold out longer
· After the invasion of Q fails, the navy arrives for help, attack in Cumberland fails 
· So in both cases British control that helps the issue
· The residents realize that the crisis has passed and the British are still in control 
· Americans privateers attack along the east coast
· Any one in Nova Scotia they chose their side with the British 
· Really everyone holds out as long as they can 
· 
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
