· Surveillance State: governments engage in mass surveillance on their own citizens 
· Surveillance Society: corporations, including telecommunications, internet, and social media, share data with government for mutual benefit, e.g. Corporations seek government contracts and governments seek information and personal data
· Surveillance Culture: citizens participate in surveillance without necessarily being aware of it
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Surveillance makes ordinary lives transparent (erodes the distinction between public and private)
· Primary modes of collection and analysis: 
· Installing of spyware on individual computers (Computer Network Exploits) e.g. Quantum Insert
· 2 events decisively shaped surveillance policies and practices in the 2000s 
· 9/11, the Madrid Commuter Train bombing (2004), and the London Transit attacks (2005)
· Facebook (2004)  - facilitated new levels of consumer surveillance 
· DHS – Social networking Monitoring Center
· Amalgamation of surveillance and data analytics (big data) 
· Surveillance in the 21st century now occurs without limit or discrimination 
· Elimination of distinction between mass/targeted surveillance 
· Mass surveillance means that anyone and everyone can be caught in the surveillance net and the larger the scale of the surveillance, the more likely it is that mistakes- misidentifications and misinformation- will occur 
· Total information awareness
· Surveillance networks are vast scarcely visible (to both citizens and law makers), and very powerful 
· Surveillance and internet are deeply intertwined and interconnected 
· Global mass surveillance has eliminated the distinction between domestic/ foreign, public/private, and friend/enemy, citizen/combatant 
· The spread of surveillance has never been more significant: threatens individuals and different social groups on a global scale 
· Surveillance has infiltrates everyday lives of citizens 
· Undermines safety and security of everyone 
· Threats to privacy are the single greatest threat to democracy

· Since 9/11, the FBI and the Justice Department have labeled as terrorists a mentally troubled man who worked at Walmart, a Video game store clerk whose only valuable possession was a set of stereo speakers, a university student who was about to be evicted from his apartment, and a window washer who had dropped out of college, among others. All of these men were involved in FBI terrorism sting in which all informants came with the idea and provided the necessary means and opportunity for the terrorist plot. While we have capture a few terrorists since 9/11, we have manufactured many more 
· How the FBI motivates so called “terrorists” 
· Through money 
· While providing the plan, they use money to bribe and to ensure that the “terrorist” is on board, so the person desperate enough to do this act usually is some kind of financial crisis  
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
