Monasticism building style

· Basilica

· Barrel vault over nave

· Arches seperating aislle with conical corinthian capitals

· Convention for the apse to be in the east and the entrance in the west

· Transept seperating apse from nave, called a cruciform plan

· Axes where nave and transept intersect is the crossing

· The bay is a basic spacial unit of sectional building for the nave

Specific to monastic organizations

· Refectory- place to eat

· Common room – meeting place

· Chapter house – office for business

· Cloister – closed off walkway around an open space

St-Martin du Canigou

·  Paired aisles buttressed high vaults of nave
· Broken barrel vault banded with transverse arches in each bay for visual articulation & structural reinforcement
· Light for nave was provided directly by small clerestory windows located under vaulting (great loads sustained by walls severely restricted possibility for larger openings)
The “Cluniac” order – Cluny III, 1088-1130

· A rich and populous order of monks
· Pointed arches
Abbey church of Cluny, 1088-1130

· Features of Romanesque architecture

· Double set of transepts

· Radiating chapels around apse & eastern wall of transepts

· Two aisles on each side of nave (innermost continued around choir as an ambulatory linking 5 radiating chapels of east end)

· Towers provided vertical emphasis
· After the French revolution, monasteries were closed and this was sold to 3 people who used it as a quarry

· Triforium below gallery

· Capitals in ambulatory have carvings displaying narrative stories

Abbey Church of St. Pierrre, Moissac, ca. 1125

· Cloister

The “Cistercian” order

· Did not agree with the practices of the Cluniacs, the artistic principles of displaying gargoyles, apes, lions, monstrocities

Abbey Church of Fontenay, France. 1139-47

· Not much carving on the outside

· Bay by bay division

· One-story elevation, no gallery or clerestory

· Transverse barrel vaults like in basilica nova

· Pointed arches in arcade

· Very plain capitals in constrast with cluniac

Stylistic periods

· Early Romanesque

· Holy Roman Empire

· Pilgrimiage

· Burgundy

· Aquitaine & Provence

· Cistercians

· Normandy/England

Durham Cathedral

· Saint Cuthbert, 634-687

· The walls fit inside the nave of old St. Peters Basilica and they are the same length

· Main arcade, gallery, clerestory. 3 story elevation

· Ribbed vault

· Not sure how the ribbed vault became popular

· Structural? Not likely

· Constructional? – could be, wood used to center arches and give the right shape

· Aesthetic? – yes

· Iconographic? – could have been done to mimic the canopy above St Peters tomb syborium

· Chevrons in columns only required two types of stones due to clever alignment, a v shape and a / shape combined would do this

· The lozenge pattern only required one type of stone with an X shape, single cut to create repeating pattern

· Dado arcade/blind arcade/overlapping arcade

· Dado - No clue what dado is

· Blind - No windows

· Overlapping

· Stones were whitewashed and painted over
