Gothic Continued:

Italian Gothic:

Orvieto Cathedral (begun 1310):
· Center round arch is contradictory to usual Gothic structure
· Round arches insides
· Simple columns unlike complex, detailed columns in usual Gothic architecture
· Horizontal layers of spaces rather than vertical (unlike usual Gothic)
· Very classicized building
· East wall with bar tracery window (Gothic)


Islamic Architecture:

Mohammed, ca. 570-632 CE

Dome of the Rock, Jerusalem, 687-91
· Resembles Byzantine buildings
· Dome in the center, ambulatory around it
· Exterior plan is very different
· Frieze across top (unlike Biblical narrative etc.) has religious Islamic text 
· Islamic art over time does not use images (unlike Christian churches)
· Interior resembles S.Constanza 
· Corinthian capitals on first layer of columns 
· Dome sitting on round drum (resembles Pantheon, classical tradition)
· Elaborate decoration in dome (Byzantine mosaic artists worked on this)
· Building around holy place (not a mosque)

Mosques

House of the Prophet, Medina, ca.622 
· Wall oriented toward Mecca (Qibla)
· Important that worshipper face Mecca
· Hypostyle
· Open Courtyard in center…main gathering place





Great Mosque, Damascus, Syria, 706-15
· Qibla wall (facing Mecca)
· Prayer Niche (Mihrab) 
· Dome near Mihrab
· Minarets (distinctive Islamic architecture)

Great Mosque, Cordoba, Spain (Begun ca.785, enlarged in 9th & 10th centuries)
· Hypostyle – hall of multiple arches and columns
· Horseshoe arch (3/4 of a circle...arch turns back inward)

Cusped Arches:

· Mihrab is specially reserved for priest (like Palace Chapel…special spot for ruler)
· Dome has very complex geometry


The Alhambra Palace, Granada, Spain, (13th-14th centuries)
· The Lion Court
· Open courtyard, Islamic tradition, surrounded by arches
· “The crafts and sciences are the result of man’s ability to think, through which he is distinguished from the animals… The susceptibility of the crafts to refinement…corresponds to the civilization of a given country.”
· Ibn Khaldun (philosopher and historian 1332-1406)
· Elaborated decoration in dome…
· Structure of dome is completely concealed behind Muqurnas (type of corbel used as a decorative device in traditional Islamic and Persian architecture)


Mosque-Madrasa of Sultan Hasan (Cairo, ca. 1356)
· Dome is a tomb
· Intended to be buried in tomb and prayers would “go through” his tomb on the way to Mecca
· Minbar: steps used as a platform by preacher in the mosque
· Joggled Voussoirs: a method of construction where stones in an arch or composite lintel are interlocked.


CONQUEST OF CONSTANTINOPLE. 1453
· Stripped Hagia Sophia of figural images and decoration and added Minarets and made it into a mosque

Mosque of Sultaan Selim, Edirne, Turkey (Architect: Sinan, 1568-75)
· Hagia Sophia-like form
· Heavily buttressed dome (lessons learnt from Hagia Sophia)
