From Arcadia to Necessary Aesthetics

Why is landscape architecture not more prominent? 
	Architecture is the art of designing space using inorganic materials at a large scale (the scale of the site)
In the 20th century the interest of landscape design became increasingly secondary to the importance of the building or the architecture itself 
	Why? 
· This is an issue of the rise of technology
· Because of the industrial revolution, the need to advance technology increased which changed how things were being produced 
· Rather than by hand everything needed to be mass produced 
· Since the devastation of WWI, the goal of architecture was to create house to remedy the country and rebuild Europe
· Due to this the priority was a social housing revolution
· In the 20th century it stopped being about creating extravagant houses for the elite but rather to create as much housing as possible as fast as possible 
· Landscape is the opposite of technology and architecture which is associated with mass production and industry, resulting to landscape architecture being rejected since that was the focus in the 19th century
· Landscape architecture was also seen as frivolous and only now in the 21st century are we redirecting our focus back to landscape architecture 
· In world war 2 there was the discovery of the atomic bomb
· This affected the view of landscape architecture because it introduced the idea that we as humans have the capacity to destroy the planet 
Landscape myths
	What is a myth?
· A myth is a story that helps people better understand themselves 
· Usually it’s quality that has a positive perspective on themselves to justify actions that people tale 
· For example: Canada post cards

· Our myth is that Canada can keep expanding because we have an unlimited amount of land while every block of land is planned for industry 
· Even natural parks are not technically natural because we control everything from fires or animal
· People tend to be more attracted to the more organic ideas of landscape rather that synthetic artificial landscape because it makes us feel more involved with the environment
