· Assess the ideological background of ISIS: ISIS roots emerge from radical forms of Salfism and Wahhabisim, members of ISIS differentiate them self from other radical movements by putting emphasized in apocalyptic  views, and are also know for the establishment of the Sunni Islamic State.
Origins can be trace to Muslim Brotherhhod, with the goal of establishment sharia law and a Islamic State against British education in Egypt.
· Salafism and Wahhabism: are ultra-conservative  reform groups within Islam
· Wahhabisim dominant religions focus of Arabian Peninsula.
Wahhabisim was started by Ibn Abd al-Wahhab, the movement merge with Salafism , Al-Wahhab claimed that the decline of Islam was due to foreign innovations, wanted to bring Islam back to more traditional forms. 
Basic beliefs that Muslim has come far away from pure Islam and that Islam must goes back to original sources of Islam. All forms of non-religious beliefs must be condemned.
These groups seek to spread Islam to different parts of the world by different educational methosd or trough violence.

· Ideological Background: pan-Islamism, is a political movement advocating the unity of Muslims under one Islamic state – often a Caliphate[1] – or an international organization with Islamic principles. Through ideological thinking such as pan-Islamism, different groups seek to spread Islamism unity in the world.
 

· Organization: Top core leadership, pyramid organization, leaderships are advice by council, military, economy, media, and Shara council that make sure all decision are in accordance to sharia.
