-17% by a stanger
-52% of all female victims and 8% of male victims were killed by a person they have had an intimate relationship with
Males are predominantly victims-predominantly because men have to be the alpha dog


Mass Murder/Serial Killing-
· Ken and Barbie
· Son of Sam- thought satan was talking to him through dog he would go to lovers lane would kill brunnettes with a 44 caliber, didnt kill the male left notes
· Mac Lepine - Walked into junior university in montreal and seperated the men and women started killing women because a women took his place at enginneering school
· My Lai- Hidden by military couple of guys killed an entire village, caused by a bunch of soldiers
· Washington Sniper incident- after 9/11 there are shootings that take place during the daytime, and they were becoming more frequent, Profilers were extremely wrong about this.
All good examples of Sociological inmagination which means: a willingness to view the social world from the perspective of others. It involves moving away from thinking in terms of the individual and his/her's problems, focusing rather on the social circumstances that produce social problems.
Halo effect- being beautiful makes people think that you are better +smarter then them.

Robbery- When people say they fear crime, they often have robbery or mugging in mind.
-Under age of 25- 2/3 of arrests
-Mainly males
-Most likely a stranger someone you don’t know
Types of Robbers:
-Proffesional Robbers- Carefully Plan doing it bring a gun big places robbed
-Opportunist Robbers- Commit robbery when it presents itself
- Addict robbers- rob to aquire money and buy illegal drugs, Plan less carefully than professional robbers but more than opportunist Robbers

*look at exam*Hate Crime- A crime motivated by racial, sexual, or other prejudice, typically one involving violence. Crimes against other groups

Sexual Assault- Motivation is most likely: Power and Passion
· Women were viewed as property of men.
· Rape was an offence against the father or husband.
· Rape diminished the value of wife or daughter.
· Only 1 in 10 are reported to police.
- Embarassment, self-blame, mistrust of police.
-Greater willingness to report as a result of public attitudes
· Most occur in the summer and on weekends
· 39% of women over 18 report having been sexually assaulted sometime in their lives.

Rape- Intimate rape- Types of Rapes: 
· Stranger Rapes: More violent, more predominant in official statistics, more likely to involve weapons
· Acquaintance Rape: Less likely to be reported, probably make up the majority of rapes. About one-half of reported rapes, also family members.
· Date Rape: Canadian college Women Survery in 1993 said 1/3 women in college experience physical,verbal or psychological coercion while it was 25% the previous year. There’s been an increase of date rape drugs and cases of gang rapes. Campaighn’s have been put forth so the women can fight back, NO means NO.
· Marital Rape: Sexual assault is common as part of domestic violence. Marital exemption: Sexual consent was seen as part of the marriage contract, however, this was abolished in Canada in 1983 along with many other countries

Types of  rapists(Groth and Birnbaum 1979):
· Anger Rape: The rapist is expressing his/her rage and involves excessive brutality
· Power Rape: Where the male is exerting control over women, with less violence used
· Sadistic Rape: This form of rape is abusive and degrading usually involving rituals and torture
· Gang Rape: Caused by peer pressure.

Femicide- The murder of Women and girls
Dowry deaths- In India and Pakistan, when people get married , wife has to offer money to husbands family and if they don’t , usually kill her by setting her on fir with kerosene and say she died in the kitchen.

Battering- Physichal assaults and other physical abuse committed against a women by a male intimate also called domestic violence. Male physical domincance over women

Middle ranged-Older than Low level offenders, plan their victims and usually work alone. Spend a fair amount of time in the residences to know the value
High level-Most skilled burglars work in teams of 2 or more spend alot of their time planning burglaries and are willing to travel long distances to rob them. Sell there acquired items thtrough fences or other burglary help networks

Target Hardening- Efforts to make homes, store, and other buildings less vulnerable to burglary and other crime.

Embezellement (Buisness Fraud)-is the act of dishonestly withholding assets for the purpose of conversion (theft) of such assets by one or more individuals to whom such assets have been entrusted, to be held and/or used for other purposes

Alien Conspiracy Model- Belief that a small number of Italian-American families control all of the organized crime in the United States
National syndicate of crime families
First groups:
-Irish in New York slums (NY thieves)
-Replaced by Italians who became the mafia
-Their initial profits were made from alcohol during the prohibition

Consensual Crime:
Illegal Drug usage- illegal drugs don’t cause crime, do not cause sociological/ psychogical reasons for crime. The laws preventing them cause crime. Prohibition(Didn’t work)
Prostitution and Pornography- Been around since the beginning of time. Greeks had brothels(houses of prostitution) Both Prostitition and Pornography are disapproved by the church but still tolerate the practice of it
Gambling- Costs for government: Bankrupcy, Divorce papers, Welfare. Originated with Loterry, than casino’s people get addicted easily.

Drug use, legalization & harm reduction:
Criminilization:  Refers to the current status in Canada where manufacturing, distribution, sale, and use of certain drugs are illegal
Legalization: To legalize manufacture,distribution, sale, and use of currently prohibited substances. Propositions range from regulated sale and place of use ( as is done with alcohol) to no regulation, putting full responsibility on the individual
Harm Reduction: Refers to attempts at reducing the harm (physical, psychological, and social) associated with drug use. Generally, under this view , drug use is most properly a health issue and should be handled within the medial, not the penal community
Decriminalization: The elimination or substantial reduction of penalties for possession of drugs for personal use( i.e no intent to sell or distribute. The manufacture, distribution , and sale of these same drugs would still be illegal.
Who used Opiat’s 1880-1890’s
60% were females, average age was 40, educated and from the middle/upper class and most likely white
Narcotics legislation Canada-
Opium Act of 1908
· Originated with Mackenzie king Deputy Labour Minister
-Anti Asiatic Riots 1907
-Payment of Compensation
-Finds that Opium is easy to purchase
-Racial conflict

Racial conflict + Cultural Stereotypes = Drug acts


Prostitution- Often called the world’s oldest profession 
 It is the act or practice of providing sexual services to another person in return for payment

Brothels: houses of prostition originating in ancient greece
Morale Crusades:  Movement in the United States in 1910 by white protestant middle class protestants that claimed prostitution was influencing middle class girls by luring their sexual deprivation by promising money and little time nor effort.

Pornography- Coined from the greek term pornographos which literally meant writing about prostitutes
Like prostitution church tolerated it but did not approve of it.
Most important issue revolving pornography is how to define it
3 types
Violent Pornography- Sexually explicit materials that depicts violence
Non Violent Pornography- Sexually explicit materials that do not involve violent acts
Erotica- Written or visual materials dealing with sexual behavior and often intended to arouse sexual desire

Gambling- Egypt prohibited it because they thought it would make workers stop mining and other labor.
-Provides big revenue for organized crime and fules corruption by police,politicians and other public officials
-Of all the consensual crimes gambling is the most common. 85 percent of Americans have gambled  at least once in their lives. Nation of gamblers suffering from gambling fever- FENSTER AND WELLS
Casinos- buildings used for gambling

Police and excessive force, Discrimination- 26. Every one who is authorized by law to use force is criminally responsible for any excess thereof according to the nature and quality of the act that constitutes the excess.
27. Every one is justified in using as much force as is reasonably necessary
· (a) to prevent the commission of an offence
· (i) for which, if it were committed, the person who committed it might be arrested without warrant, and
· (ii) that would be likely to cause immediate and serious injury to the person or property of anyone; or
· (b) to prevent anything being done that, on reasonable grounds, he believes would, if it were done, be an offence mentioned in paragraph (a).
28(1) Where a person who is authorized to execute a warrant to arrest believes, in good faith and on reasonable grounds, that the person whom he arrests is the person named in the warrant, he is protected from criminal responsibility in respect thereof to the same extent as if that person were the person named in the warrant.

Peel’s Principles-
1. To prevent crime and disorder as an alternative to their repression by military force and by severity of legal punishment. 

2. To recognize always that the power of the police to fulfill their functions and duties is dependent on public approval of their existence, actions and behavior, and on their ability to secure and maintain public respect. 

3. Police must secure the willing co-operation of the public in voluntary observance of the law to be able to secure and maintain the respect of the public.

4. To recognize always that the extent to which the cooperation of the public can be secured diminishes, proportionately, the necessity of the use of physical force and compulsion for achieving police objectives. 

5. To seek and to preserve public favor, not by pandering to public opinion, but by constantly demonstrating absolutely impartial service to law, in complete independence of policy, and without regard to the justice or injustices of the substance of individual laws; by ready offering of individual service and friendship to all members of the public without regard to their wealth or social standing; by  ready exercise of courtesy and friendly good humor; and by ready offering of individual sacrifice in  protecting and preserving life. 

6. To use physical force only when the exercise of persuasion, advice and warning is found to be insufficient to obtain public cooperation to an extent necessary to secure observance of law or to restore order; and to use only the minimum degree of physical force which is necessary on any particular occasion for achieving a police objective. 

7. Police, at all times, should maintain a relationship with the public that gives reality to the historic tradition that the police are the public and the public are the police; the police being only members of the public who are paid to give full-time attention to duties which are incumbent on every citizen in the interests of community welfare and existence.

8. To recognize always the need for strict adherence to police-executive functions, and to refrain from even seeming to usurp the powers of the judiciary of avenging individuals or the state, and of authoritatively judging guilt and punishing the guilty. 

9. To recognize always that the test of police efficiency is the absence of crime and disorder, and not the visible evidence of police action in dealing with them.

· Mid-20th Century during the 1960s it was surveillance, handelled the FLQ/universities, Macdonald Commision
· Late 20th Century and Early 21st it was Contract Policing
RCMP and the Criminal Code:
Offences in relation to members of R.C.M.P.
56. Every one who wilfully
· (a) persuades or counsels a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police to desert or absent himself without leave,
· (b) aids, assists, harbours or conceals a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police who he knows is a deserter or absentee without leave, or
· (c) aids or assists a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police to desert or absent himself without leave, knowing that the member is about to desert or absent himself without leave,
is guilty of an offence punishable on summary conviction.

Deterrence- in criminology having a detterent effect on crime 
Is a control strategy
Deterrence
· Detect crimes, Convict and punish offenders as a warning to others.
-U.S research indicates that public and judicial tolerance of white-collar crime may be decreasing
-Long sentences are rare
-White-collar offenders make up a small percent of all convictions.

Deterrence theory- The belief that the threat or application of legal punishment prevents criminal behavior

Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms- 7. Everyone has the right to life, liberty and security of the person and the right not to be deprived thereof except in accordance with the principles of fundamental justice.
Marginal note:Search or seizure
8. Everyone has the right to be secure against unreasonable search or seizure.
Marginal note:Detention or imprisonment
9. Everyone has the right not to be arbitrarily detained or imprisoned.
Marginal note:Arrest or detention
10. Everyone has the right on arrest or detention
· (a) to be informed promptly of the reasons therefor;
· (b) to retain and instruct counsel without delay and to be informed of that right; and
· (c) to have the validity of the detention determined by way of habeas corpusand to be released if the detention is not lawful.
Marginal note:Proceedings in criminal and penal matters
11. Any person charged with an offence has the right
· (a) to be informed without unreasonable delay of the specific offence;
· (b) to be tried within a reasonable time;
· (c) not to be compelled to be a witness in proceedings against that person in respect of the offence;
· (d) to be presumed innocent until proven guilty according to law in a fair and public hearing by an independent and impartial tribunal;
· (e) not to be denied reasonable bail without just cause;
· (f) except in the case of an offence under military law tried before a military tribunal, to the benefit of trial by jury where the maximum punishment for the offence is imprisonment for five years or a more severe punishment;
· (g) not to be found guilty on account of any act or omission unless, at the time of the act or omission, it constituted an offence under Canadian or international law or was criminal according to the general principles of law recognized by the community of nations;
· (h) if finally acquitted of the offence, not to be tried for it again and, if finally found guilty and punished for the offence, not to be tried or punished for it again; and
· (i) if found guilty of the offence and if the punishment for the offence has been varied between the time of commission and the time of sentencing, to the benefit of the lesser punishment.

12. Everyone has the right not to be subjected to any cruel and unusual treatment or punishment.

There are over 62400 police officers in canada. This does not include other peace officers
The RCMP make up 26%(16383) of all canadian police officers
Per capita, there are 192 officers per 100,000 citizens
-much lower than US (326 per 100,000 in 2002)
Saskatchewan(205) has the most police officers per capita
-Quebec(198) manitoba(196) Ontario(188)
Among CMA's Thunder bay, Winnipeg and Montreal have the highest

Adversary System- The idealized model of the criminal justice process in the United States in which the prosecutor and defence attorney vigorously contest the evidence concerning the defendant’s guilt or innocence.

Plea Bargaining- 
Guilty-
· 90% of defendants plead gulty
· Plea bargains are not necessarily accepted
· Guilty plea must be free and voluntary
· May be sentenced or remanded
Not guilty
-Trial date is set
-Type of court depends on seriousness of offence
-Some offences may be tried immediately before a provincially appointed judge(Ex. Traffic tickets)
The rich get richer the poor get prisoned

Caseloads- The number of cases handled in a given period, as an attorney or by a clinic or social service agency
Sentencing-
Death Penalty- cost of death penalty- 1 million dollars costs more than to keep them in prison
General detterance of death penalty- Death penalty does not have the effect to prevent future murders
Brutalization effect- The possibility that executions increase the homicide rate
Arbitrariness and racial discrimation in regards to the death penalty-Some states use to give certain individuals the death penalty while not giving individuals the death penalty with other similar cases. Simply some murderers are treated differently than other similar murders for no real reason
Rascism- Evidence that white males lives are more valuable than African American lives so they kill them quicker-
Wrongful executions- An execution of someone who in fact was innocent of the crime in which he was convicted either out of honest errors or downright prejudice. 1 percent of all felony convictions are mistaken.
Corrections- 
The Role of Corrections in Society
" To contribute to the maintenance of a just, peaceful and safe society" by: (Its the Goal of the Canadian Justice system)
1. Carrying out the sentence of the court
1. Providing the degree of custody necessary to contain the risk presented by the offender
1. Encouraging offenders to adopt acceptable behavior patterns and to participate in education, training, social developement and work experiences.
1. Providing a safe and healthful enviroment to incarcerated offenders which is conductive to their personal reformation
Correction Law review 1986
Effective Correction
· Distinguishing between offenders who need to be seperated from society and those who can be safely and better managed in the community
· Preparing offenders for release into the community and assisting them in their reinteration into society
· Providing the programs and support that offenders need to get their life back on track -- whether within the penitentiary or under supervision in the community.

Community studies in Criminolgy- Defined as A unit of social organization consisting of overlapping personal network communities represented by relatively enduring social ties that routinely exhibit a high level of social interaction characterized by flows of resources.

Community and Problem Oriented Policing- 
· The view that underlying social conditions cause crime
· To control crime effectively, police must uncover and address the existing social problems.
· Some see it as an alternative and others see it as community based policing
· Biggest problem facing us in regards to crime is poverty but we dont arm police officers with hundred dollar bills

Restorative Justice- A process whereby parties with a stake in a specific offence resolve collectively how to deal with the aftermath of the offence and its implications for the future
 What are these principle?
· Crime is an offence against human relationships
· Victims and the community are central to the justice process.
· The first priority of justice processes is to assist the victims of crime
 
· The second priority is to restore the community, to the degree possible.
· The offender has a personal responsibility to victims and to the community for crimes committed.
· Stakeholders share responsibilities for restorative justice through partnerships for action.
· The offender wil ldevelop improved competency and understanding as a result of the restorative justice experience.
Summary of Restorative Justice-
· To attend fully to the needs of the victim(s)
· Reintegrating offenders into the community
· Enable offenders to assume active responsibility for their action
· Create a working  community that supports the rehabilitation of offenders and its victims, as well as being active in preventing crime
· Avoid escalation of legal and associated costs

Marshall Clinard and Richard Quinney-  
Divided white collar crime into two types
Occupational crime- crime’s committed during the course of one’s occupation
Corporate Crime- An action by a corporation that violates criminal law
Jack Katz- Cultural criminology is a theoretical, methodological, and interventionist approach to the study of crime that seeks to understand crime the context of its culture.[1] It views both crime and the agencies of control[clarification needed] as cultural products. Cultural criminology seeks to highlight how power effects constructions of crime, such as laws created, laws broken, and the interplay of moral entrepreneurship, moral innovation, and transgression.[2] Crime and crime control are believed to be shaped by the meanings assigned by culture.

One of the main tenets of cultural criminology is the role of emotions in crime. The foundational work in this sub-field is considered to be Jack Katz's Seductions of Crime (1988). In this and other works, the goal is to find the overlap between the emotions associated with everyday life and those associated with crime.[7][8]
Cultural criminology also studies the role of emotional affect in crime.[9]

John Braithwait- Braithwaite argues that restorative justice enables both offenders and citizens, by way of mediation, to repair the social harm caused by crime. He has also worked with Philip Pettit on the application of republican theory to criminal law and regulation.
Emile Durkenhiem- Division of Labor, Sociological Theory
- A society valuing freedom of thought will also have high levels of deviance because both concepts presuppose a weak “collective conscience” that permits people to think both individually and to violate social norms.
Caesae Augustus and the Praetorian Guard- NOTION OF CROSSING THE RUBICON- DIAS CAST MEANS CONSEQUENCES TO ACTIONS
